Honey Vegel Seashell Art Is A Natural

They come in various
shapes, sizes and colors.
Round and serpentine, smooth
and grooved, each brings its
own natural beauty from the
salt water of the sea.

Captivated by the uni-
queness of every secashell,
Ivana ‘‘Honey’’ Vegel uses the
hollow vessels to create
vibrant works of art. With an
artistic eye, the Euclid woman
brings together an eclectic mix
of shells and shades to form
bold and beautiful three-
dimensional collages.

Since she fell into the unique
form of art more than 30 years
ago, Vegel, 86, has created a
variety of fascinating works
which figuratively overflow
with texture and color.

‘I like the beauty of shells,
the formation of each one,”
said Vegel of Gateway Apart-
ments. “‘I like the thought that
each shell has held a living
thing until it was picked up.’’

Vegel, a Cleveland native,
has always had artistic inclina-
tions. Since she began working
at age 15 in a photography
studio -and learned to tint
photographs, Vegel has en-
joyed conveying her spirited
personality into art.

In between her duties as wife
and mother, Vegel dabbed in
acrylic and oil painting. In the
1960s, she was introduced to
seashell art by a friend and
was immediately hooked by
the natural medium.

““I liked working with shells
because of the colors,’”’ Vegel
explained. ‘‘In each one of
these was a living thing. This
shell didn’t just float around;
it had a living fish inside.”

Nowadays, Vegel enjoys

spending  time creating
‘“‘seashell art’”> in a spare
bedroom at the senior citizen
apartments. Her husband,
Frank, passed away several

'years ago and her daughter,

Patricia, lives in St. Louis,
Mo. Consequently she spends

. a great deal of time pursuing

her art, in addition to her in-
volvement with the American
Slovene Club. and the
American Association of
Retired Persons.

She also enjoys traveling and
during recent trips to ocean-
side locations such as Florida,
California, Hawaii, Cape Cod
and Atlantic City, Vegel
carefully selected seashells
from shops to use in her works
of art.
~ Vegel works shell by shell to
create her natural collages,
replicating the underwater
world on 6-by-36 inch panels.
Initially, she picks one
mollusk to centralize the piece
and then arranges coral,
seahorses and other shells
around the eye-catching
object.

“I work around it just the
way I see it forming,’" she ex-
plains. “I just know what
piece of coral or shell to put
next to it."”’

Vegel doesn’t change the
natural beauty of the shells.
Besides dying some coral
pieces in pastel shades of rose,
violet, yellow and green, the
artist uses the shells as she
found them.

The saltwater mollusk col-
lages reflect not only the
loveliness of the natural world
but the beauty of the human
heart. Vegel’s commitment to
art and nature is manifested in
her striking compilations.

““Every one that I have made

and given away is in a dif-
ferent town or state,”” she
said. ‘“When I give my shell
art, 1 say “This is a gift from
God, the sea and me.”’

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More about president Kucan’s visit

Editor:

Listening to the reports on
Ljubljana TV Dnevnikon
SCOLA one gets an impres-
sion that he was welcomed
with open arms by all of the
Slovenian community. Let me
quote the reporter Uros
Lipustek on his coverage of
the event (at the Slovenian Na-
tional Home on St. Clair in
Cleveland, Ohio on Palm Sun-
day), which I attended and
recorded with my tape
recorder.

““The immigrants handing
out leaflets outside the hall
which accuses communists in
Slovenia of a planned purge,
did not succeed with the
boycott. Greeting the presi-
were some hundreds
(nekaj sto) Slovenians, among
them also Slovenian Bishop
Pevec. President’s speech was
sometimes (nekajkrat) inter-
rupted with strong applause.
Former mayor of Cleveland
Perk gave Kuéan the ‘medal of
freedom’ award.”’

Most of this reporting is far
from the truth! The im-
migrants in front of the hall
were individuals who care
enough to let others, those
who do not read Slovenian
well enough to keep up with
the changes, to read about the
events in Slovenia and have
some information about the
changes and events that were
happening in their homeland
at that time. They indeed
accomplished their goal.

They also let Mr. Kucan
know that here in a real
democracy we stand united
with our brothers and sisters in
Slovenia who were at that time
while he was conducting his
‘public relations contacts’
around the world,
demonstrating against him
and his comrades as a result of
his and Mr. Drnovsek’s ouster
of the defense minister, Janez
Jan3a.

Not one emigMant organiza-
tion was represented inside the
hall.

Unfortunately, both emcees
of the program gave the false
impression that the singing
groups Korotan and Fantje na
vasi were among those on the

stage toasting the visitor, even
though they both declined the
invitation. Also, when the
young girls in narodna no3a
(Slovenian costume) presented
the guest with red carnations,
the emcee again made it sound
as if they were representing the
St. Vitus Slovenian School,
which is not true. Their
mother was singing on stage
and brought them along. She
was never told that they would
be introduced as represen-
tatives of the school, though
they do attend Saturday Slove-
nian School.

Bishop Pevec is a highly
regarded spiritual leader in the
Slovenian community, and the
reason he was there is
understood. Certainly it was
not of a political nature,
though the former com-
munists like to place it in that
light. To look back, when
Bishop Pevec had a high Mass
for the murdered Home-
Guards (domobranci) at St.
John Cathedral a few years
back, he was approached by
the then Yugoslavecoundil, a
Slovenian, and warned not to
participate or the church in
Slovenia might feel the reper-
cussion. Why was he so warm-
ly accepted now? It was for the
show of communists warmly
integrating themselves with
their once proclaimed enemy.

As for the interruption of
applause during the president
Kuéan’s speech, the only inter-
ruption I heard were the cons-
tant interpretations into
English every two or three
sentences. My tape recorder
can vouch for that. It reminds
me of the ‘doctorate’ Mr.
Kuéan received from an im-
aginary university in New
Orleans a couple of years ago.

Former mayor Ralph Per .
unfortunately, didn’t hav
clue to what was going o !
Ljubljana. All he knew s
that this was the first presi 1t
of the newly indepenc at
Slovenia. Since the Nation: uty
Movement always recognizes
the advance of freedom fo all
members’ homeland, e
thought this was appropria. ..
All this forces me to repeat
the question I asked the
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Foreign Minister, Mr. Lojze
Peterle, last time he was in
Cleveland. I asked him, as a
representative of the current
government of Slovenia:
““How long béfore we ¢an read
and listen to the media without
doubt, that the reports are not
influenced by the government
or the groups in the govern-

ment, as it has been for
decades under the com-
munists?’’

And a few more notes and
quotes from the time of the
Janez Jansa ouster. Four to
five thousand people pro-
testing by the Prefern statue
(in Ljubljana, Slovenia) joined
the eight thousand in front of
the Slovenian Parliament,
some yelling: ‘““Down with
Kucan!’’ and *‘We are not let-
ting Jansa go!”’ Also: ‘‘Down
with the communists!”’

Eighty-three political and
cultural individuals signed the
petition opposing Jan3a’s
dismissal that day.

Dr. Joze Pucnik (SDSS) to
Drnovsek: ‘““You are a leaf in
the wind blowing in the direc-
tion of certain political
interests and especially
economic interest. You sold
yourself to them. The question
is: When will they settle the
matter with you?

Dr. Franc Zagozen (SLS): ““It
is only an excuse for the future -
well prepared lynch.”’

Janez Podobnik (SLS): “Will
Prime Minister Drnovsek at
the same time also demand
dismissal of other ministers,
those who caused the con-
tinual financial crisis for the
republic?’’ (No answer.)

Nace Poljanar (SKD): “We
demand that president of the
republic Ku¢an come in front
of this Parliament and tell us
his side of the story.”” (As we
know, he was conveniently out
of state.)

Janez Jansa, at the hearing:
“We found some military in-
stallations bugged and would
like to know if the court gave
the order and why.”” Ivo Biz-
jak (Interior minister): ‘‘From
our side, the ministry gave no
judge the right to bug any r

“KSKJ.”” The final flag near
Stara Mama’s resting place
stated *‘‘Oltarno Drustvo”’
(Altar and Rosary Society).
While the other three flags in-
dicated activity in three frater-
nal societies, this last flag pro-
minently stated Stara Mama’s
devotion to her church and
faith.

Father Gralc made his way to
the casket and indicated to the
gathering that the Rosary
would begin within the next
five minutes.

For Slovenians the Rosary
was their manner of para-
liturgical services whenever the
Mass or Holy Eucharist was
not available.

It was also through the
Rosary that the full circle of
the ministry and life of Christ
came to life: Joyous, Sor-
rowerful, and Mysterious oc-
currences of Christ; and Mary,
Mother of God.

When the Rosary was com-
pleted, a small gathering of
young men came forward to
form in a semi-circle.

A small pitch sound was
made. The voices joined in
harmony and began to sing
“Veferni Ave...”” (Welcome
the Evening...)

All of a sudden, Father Gralc
hit his hand on top of his head
and let out a ““‘Majko, miko.”’

He motioned to John to
come over toward him.

Dear Mr. Shusterich:

We appreciate your recom-
mendation of Slovenia as a
venue for Elderhostel pro-
grams, and I’d like to provide
you with some information
about how we work in this
regard. New program develop-
ment hinges on several factors.
First and foremost, we work
through established educa-
tional institutions and other
organizations, called Program
Coordinators, with expertise
and experience in given areas.
While there are several Pro-
gram Coordinators handling
Elderhostel programs in
various parts of Europe, we do
not have educational contacts
in Slovenia at this time. Se-
cond, we consider which
courses of study and areas of
the world are in high demand
by our participants and could
sustain a significant volume of
programming. Third, as I’'m
sure you are aware, the
political situation in the
‘former Yugoslavia makes such

‘a venture problematical at this

time.

Mr. Klir was also a sports fan
who sponsored numerous
amateur athletic teams.

Mr. Klir, 80, died Saturday,
May 14 at Meridia Hillcrest
Hospital.

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1d Slovenia poised to expand trade as economy gains

GENEVA — The Slovenian
economy has shaken off the
loss of more than 40% of its
export markets in war-torn
former Yugoslavia and is
headed for a period of growth,
the country’s Prime Minister
Janez Drnovsek said.

In an interview, Mr.
Drnovsek who has led the na-
tion of 2 million since May
1992, said the economy surviv-
ed in very difficult
circumstances and was now in
a position to compete interna-
tionally.

‘At this point, the majority
of companies are becoming
more optimistic. There is an

_increase in export orders,’’ he
“said.

Textiles, furniture, chemical
products, pharmaceuticals and
electrical equipment are
Slovenia’s major exports.

The major destination for
Slovenian exports is the Euro-
pean Union, which is also its
major importer, and accounts
overall for about 60% of its
total trade. -

Recalling total impact of
the California earthquake

On Monday, January 17 at
4:20 a.m., I was awakened
because my dogs were bark-
ing. An automobile drove by,
so I got up to see if there might
be someone dumping trash or
stealing. Blackwelder Street is
an industrial alley-like street.
There is very little reason why
people should be on the street
after 10 p.m.

While outside I first felt a
strong jolt, then shuddering
and quaking. The street is well
lit with sodium floodlights.
The street is an east-west street
about 1,200 feet in length and
70 feet wide. It is asphalt
covered.

As I was looking down the
street, I felt the jolt and I saw
the street bend and bow up
and down like ocean swells.
The waves moved across the
street one after another, seem-
ed like about 50- 60-miles-an-
hour. I could look down the
troughs of the waves and they
were parallel with the street at
just a slight angle. The waves
were about 50 feet apart,
about 2-1/2’ to 3’ high or
deep. The buildings on
Blackwelder Street buckled
with the waves.

I watched this for about 5 or
10 seconds. Then the high ten-
sion wires were crossing and
arcing and the transformers
were humming and flashing,
building alarms were soun-
ding, glass and marble and
roll-up doors were rattling and
smashing; lots of noise and

commotion was happening all
at once. Then all the lights
went out on the street. The
quake lasted another 15
seconds or so.

A diagram showing the
phenomenon of ‘‘standing
waves’’ is attached. This oc-
curred just two blocks from
Washington and Fairfax
where the Hwy. 10 Freeway
overpass went down.
