WASHINGTON, D.C. (ED)—Even
though proaspective parents spend a
good nine morths playing the “name
game,” their choice wusually “be-
comes” the child who's attached to
it. Of course, there are people who
never seem comfortable with their
given “haudles” and they often hear
friends say, “Funny, you don't look
like a Rudolph.”

Names, howeveér, becomes highly
important when any legalistics are
involved. One of the biggest prob-
lems is Idem Sonans — the legal
term for names that are considered
alike because they sound alike.
Actually, any name confusion can
be especially , hazardous when it
comes to fitle transactions. When
people sign a deed, marry, divorce,
etc., they don’t always put their
rightful names to the documents.
Sometimes for ore personal reason
or another, they use similar “moni-
kers” — and unless the true iden-
tity of all previous title holders can
be firmly established, someone who
buys a viece of property later on
could find himself in plenty of fi-
nancial hot water if and when a
legal challenge to his title is pre-
serted.

For instance, if you are buying a
house from John Smith and if the
records <how judgements, insanity
proceedings, tax liens or other mat-
ters against a J. Smythe (or John
Schmitt), You want to be certain
that those defects in title don’t af-
fect the particular John Smith from
whom yo'l are purchasing the pro-
perty. Common last names can
range widely in spellings. There are
for example about 92 ways to spell
(or misspell) Nickles!

To make matters still harder,
members Of the same family may
spell their names differently 'or one
may use several spellings in his life-
time, Or a wife may, divorce her
husband and the husband re-marry
another womar. with the same first
name. The second wife’s signature
might appear to dispose of the first
wife’s legal rights although, of
course, it could not do so. Another
area of confusion is where two
members of the same family often
have the same name — as in the
case of father and son and the title
may be in one while the deed is
executed by the other having ro
title. :

Because it's very possible to get
caught in a title hassle, it's’ impor-
tant for the prospective buyers to
hedge against that possibility. One
way to do this according to the Ame-
rican Land Title Association is with
the purchase of an owner's title in-
surance policy. The issuing company
will, of ~purse, not give you one
urtil they have gone through an
exhaustive cearch that's easy for
them-difficult for you In the name
category, for instance, one midwes-
tern title company searches over
16,000 names daily for five hundred
clients. At cne time, name lists
were kept in huge tract books in
which every conceivable name was
broken. down alphabetically and
phonetically page by page into
groups of idem sonans. Now, with

Title insurance for the buyer does,
of course, protect him from all sorts
of 'other pitfalls too. There are hid-
den hazards that could rob you of

your home — and the treacherous
part is that they usually don’t ap-
pear on any public records, so on
the surface all may look well. Here
are some of the traps that could
elude even the most careful inves-
tigation:

“Forgery”, often expertly done,
when revealed has dlouded the title
to thousands of piececs of property.
It -happens with alarming regular-
ity and often involves the most un-
likely people — like a disgruntled
spouse who fcrges the name of an
estranged wife or husband to a deed.
A forged deed conveys no valid title
to your home, X N

“The Missing Spouse’™ is the one
who appears to “claim, rights” -—

part ownership ‘of “your” home -—

after you thought you had purchas-
ed it from scmeonc you thought
was single. A variation of this type
of hazard is the reappearance of a
man declared “legally dead.” One
case involved a person who, gone
for 17 y=ars, was declared “legally
dead” and his property sold. Ima-
gine the cismay of the present own-
ers of the property when he appear-
ed ard sought to reclaim his land
from them!

“The Minor or mental incompe-
tent” who signs a deed can cloud
the title of the present owner. Ano-
ther source of headache for inno-
cent home buyers are ‘“missing
heirs” and vague and incorrectly
|drawn wills. Too often. the missing
Sister Sally ot the former owner
appears, will in hand, demanding
an interest in the home you bought
and think you own.

“‘Improper deeds” delivered
without consent of owner, or exe-
cuted under an expired power of
attorney -— too, can result in loss
of title. Closing all the loopholes in
a title is virtually ‘out of the ques-
tion. But if you purchase an own-
ers title insurance policy ‘when you
buy your property, the single pre-
mium you pay pratects you against
potential defects as long as you and
volur ‘heirs own' the property. If one
of these hidden defects does turn
up — the title insurance company
will defend you at their cost.

The name 'similarity — idem so-
'nans — is only 6ne of the problems
‘that face the potential home buyer
Of course, there.are some names
that are distressingly unique..Thus‘l
if you bought your house. from a
|woman called Lota Fish or Pearl
Button, it's not too likely that there
Iis another person of that same
'name.  Although, you 'can ‘never”
ireally be sure unless it’s searched.

Unemployment Checks

The counterfeiting and cashing of
Ohio unemployment compensation
checks in. Southwest Ohio is con-
tinuing despite efforts of Ohio au-
thorities to warn banks and busi-
nessmen to ‘make sure they are
accepting genuine state warrants.

State Treasurer John D. Herbert |
reported his office received 19 more
counterfeit jobless pay checks —
all cashed “for %66 ecach for a total
of ‘$1.254. . -

Herbert said a total of 131 coun-
terfeit. warrants have now been
discovered since last Friday. The
bogus checks represent $10,494,

Nearly all of the checks this week |
have been initially cashed in gro-
cery or department stores rather
than at banks.

The counterfeit rirng appears to
be cashing the bogus checks in the
Fairborn and Dayton. areas altho
several have been cashed in Cin-
cinnati, Springfield, Franklin and
Kettering.

Herbert again reminded business-
men that the light blue check is a
phory if the heading to the right of
the State Beal reads, “State of Ohio”
followed by a second line reading,
“Bureau of Unemployment Com-
pensation.”

The genuine check has the words,
“Ohio Bureau of Employment Ser-
vices” appearing to the right of the
State Seal.

Herbert also said the bogus war-
rants have both the payee's name
and the amount of the check in the
same type size whereas the genu-
ine State warrants feature the pay-
ee’s name in smaller type than what
the amount of the check designates
as cash value.
