V nedeljo, 29. septembra, se je v Rimu zacelo drugo
zasedanje vesoljnega cerkvenega zbora. Kot znano, se je

rvi del koncila zakljucil lani v prvi polovici decembra.
E’otem ko so se Skofje iz vseh delov sveta sre€ali in spo-
znali z medsebojnimi problemi ter s skupnimi problemi
Cerkve, so se spet razsli vsak na svojo stran v zavesti, ka-
ko nujno potrebno je bila sklicanje tega najvi§jega zbora
Cerkve. Zborovali so komaj dobra dva meseca, a so iznesli
v glavnem vsa bistvena vprasanja na dnevnem redu. Ne
da bi se na tem mestu spuscali v podrobno nastevanje teh,
naj omenimo le najvaznejsa.

Senator had to search his heart and
mind on probably the most signifi-
cant treaty to come before this body
since the proposal to join the
League of Nations.

Here are the chief provisions of
this limited agreement: Signers
agree to ban all nuclear explosions
in any place under their control in
the atmosphere, outer space or un-
der water, Each signer pledges not
to encourage non-underground nuc-
lear explosions anywhere. To be-
come effective, any amendment to
the treaty must be approved by the
three original signers — the United
States, Britain, and the Soviet
Union. The treaty goes into force
with ratification by the original
three. It is open for signature by all
nations. The pact is of unlimited
duration. Each party has the right
to withdraw from the treaty on
three months’ notice if it decides
that “extracordinary events, related
to the subject matter of this treaty,
have jeopardized the supreme in-
terests of its country”.

In response to the request of the
Joint Chiefs of Staff, the President
in a letter to the Senate incorpo-
rated the safeguards believed ad-
vantageous: (a) the conduct of
comprehensive, aggressive, and con-
tinuing underground nuclecar test
programs designed to add to our
knowledge and improve our weapons
in all areas of significance to our
military posture for the future; (b)
the maintenance of modern labora-
tory facilities and programs in theo-
retical and exploratory nuclear
technology which will attract, retain
and insure the continued applica-
tion of our human scientific re-
sources to these programs on which
continued progress in nuclear tech-

We must bear in mind, however,
that the Cold War will not be re-
duced by this symbolic gesture. The
conflict with Communist imperial-
ism will continue and the danger
of a military confrontation persists
so long as the Soviet Union demands
weorld domination,

VETERANS CARE EXPANDED

The United States has long main-
tained a national policy of provid-
ing assistance of various kinds to
its veterans of the armed services,
their widows and dependents. Each
year the Veterans Administration
pays $3.8 billion in compensation
and pension to 4.3 million veterans
and dependents; and each year
more than 3 million sick and dis-
abled veterans are treated in V.A.
hospitals and clinics.

In its most recent consideration
of veterans legislation, the House
of Representatives unanimously
passed a bill to expand nursing
home care for all veterans. This is
considered to be one of the most
urgent needs for our aging veterans,
particularly those of World War I,
whose average age is approaching
70. An increasing number are not
ill enough to require extensive hos-
pital treatment for an acute condi-
tion, but they are too ill to qualify
for domiciliary care. Theirs is the
in-between stage for which nursing
home care needs to be provided.

This enlargement of the nursing
care program is in keeping with the
policy of first providing for the
veterans who suffered service-con-
nected disabilities and also provid-
ing what is necessary for all veter-
