Very little is know of the
life of this unusual man. He
was supposed to have been a
Frankish merchant, His name,
his manners, hig physique,
however, inclined most people
to believe that he was a Slav.
The center of Samo’s king-
dom was in northern Bohemia.
It was a federation of Bohem-
ians, Slovenes and Polabian
Serbs. To the north were the
Polabian, Serbs with Prince
Drvan as their chieftain, whilst
the southern group comprised
of the Slovenes, where their
Duke Valuk served as local
chieftain,

The first Slovene chieftain to
be prominently mentioned in
history is the Caranthanian
Slovene Duke Valuk. His duchy
was independent of the neigh-
boring Germans and Avars.
After the defeat of the Avars
at Constantinople, Valuk ac-
knowledged Samo’s sovereign-
ity. After the death of Samo in
658, the Slav state fell apart.
The Slovene duchy, however,
continued to remain in exist-
ance.

The Slovenes after Samo’s
death were ruled by their own
native dukes (Vojvodi) for al-
most a century, during which
time they continued to defend
{themselyes against the stub-
Lorn Avars,

In 743, however, the reveng-
ing Avars made such violent
inroads into Slovene lands that
the duke Borut had to search
for aid amang the neighboring
Bavarians. The Bavarians read-
ily came t othe aid of the Slo-
venes. The united forces deci-
sively defeated the Avars in
748 and drove them out. This
proved to be that scourge which
was to keep the Slovenes under
foreign ,subjugation for .cen-
turies until the end of the last

once again became a free na-
tion under and in Yugoslavia.

The Bavarians, after their
work was completed, remained
in Carinthia, forcing duke
Rorut and his tribes to ac-
knowledge the supremacy of
the Bavarians.

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The Slovenes Under Ger-
man Occupation

The Dioceses of Ljubljana
The German occupation has
extended over 143 of the 277
parishes of the Ljubljana dio-
ceses, that is to say, over 205,-
000 souls. Before the occupa-
tion, 245 secular and regular
priests were carrying out their
apostolic mission in this terri-
tory. Now there is not one left
who can do this freely. Of
the parish priests, three have
been left at their posts; they
can bury the dead, baptize, and
confess only within their own
parish; they are not, however,
allowed to preach or teach
catechism in the schools. In
other words, they cannot fulfill
any of their other functions.
The fourth parish priest, who is
still at his post, cannot even
enter his chureh. As for burial
of the dead, he can do it only
in case the population can ob-
tain special permission for him
from the German authorities.
In addition to these, there still
live in this region a few pen-
sioned priests, who are forbid-
den to celebrate any religious
function whatsoever, even
Masg. Of the lother priests,
some were exiled, some arrest-
ed and sent to the various con-
centration camps. The latter,
having been rudely maltreated
in all sorts of ways, were re-
moved to Croatia after three
months, where they were left
without means.

How Much Do We Know About Slovema

(Continuation) - I
The occupation of theirnew
lands was not brought without
a struggle,
Like their brothers in 'the
Balkan districts, the Slovenes
gained possession of their new
babitats by the swords might.
The new lands over which they
had spread were very expan-
sive, much more spacious than
the province they now occupy.
Coming as they did from the
east, towards which the great-
ést portion of the land inclined,
the Slovenes pushed westward
along the many rivers and their
bordering gentle plains. They
settled in the valley of the Sava
and its tributaries, penetrated
along the Drava to, and even
into the Tyrolean Alps, infil-
trated along the Mura far into
upper Styria and upper and
lower Austria, Gradually they
spread out over Carniola, Car-
inthia, Styria, and the Adriatic
Littoral. The Danube divided
them from the Bohemians on
the north, whilst the opposi-
tion of the Furlanian princes
on the south prevented them
from spreading further in that
direction. They did, however,
settle in the mountainous north-
ern districts of Furlania as far
as the Taliamento river,

Like the other Slavs, so did
the Slovenes come under the
subjugate control of the Avars.
These Avars were originally a
poor people, whose only pos-
essions  were their horses,
flocks, and wagons, They
were, however, a fierce lot who
took to plundering for liveli-
hood and gain, Accustomed
as they were to the saddle, they
never settled down to any gain-
ful occupation. Their lands
were cultivated by their sub-
jeets for the most part Slavs,
including the Slovenes, who
were for a time completely
subservient to them, The Avars
had no homes of their own;
they usually lived in camps, In
winter, when the weather con-
ditions were not suitable for
fighting, they forced them-
selves upon the households of
their subjects, who were forced
to make excellent provision
for them. The Avars were the
wildest people that the Slo-
venes ever came in contact
with, They were braggarts,
addicted to drinking and vice,
a bloodthirsty, disorderly lot
that even after one hundred
years of living amongst the
genteel Slavs did not become
any more cultured than they
were originally.

The Slovenes were allies and
guardians of the Avars, while
this inter-communion did not
disrupt the national principles
of equality. The Avars, how-
ever, began to dominate the
Slovenes, who were forced to
fight all the battles for the
Avars, whilst they (Avars)
spoils and
fruits of the victories. This
appropriation of all the spoils,
together with their multiple
cther brutal personal en-
chroachments, finally forced
the mildmannered Slovenes to
revolt, In the second decade of
the seventh century there arose
a man amongst the Slavs by the
name of Samo, who succeeded
in joining the disgruntled
revolting northern and south-
ern Slavs into one large fed-
erated state or unit.

Samo, in 623, united around
himself all the Slav tribes along
the Laba river in Bohemia and
Moravia, the Sava river and
the Adriatic. Included in these
were the Slovenes. With these
united tribes, Samo was able
to defeat the Avars in a deci-
sive battle at Constantinople
(Carigrad) in 626. This victory
