Cela vrsta hra-|
nil, ki o na razpolago v drzavnih
trgovinah, spada v seznam pred-
metov z od drzave uradno dolo-
¢enimi cenami. Toda oni, ki ho-
¢e imeti sveze blago, vedjo izbi-
ro, sveze mesto zmrznjeno meso
ali redkejso zelenjavo, se mora
potruditi na prosti trg. Ti “svo-
bodni” ali “prosti trgi” so nekaj
posebnega. Tja pripeljejo proda-
jat svoje blago kmetje s kolho-
zov, ki leze cesto veé sto milj
dale¢ od Moskve. To blago so
kmetje pridelali na takozvanih
ohisnicah, to je malih kosih zem-
Ije, ki jih imajo posamezna kme-
cka gospodarstva, ki so sicer v
kolhozu, za svojo lastno vporabo.
Svoje blago skusajo prodati po
kar mo¢i visokih cenah. Govori-
la sem s kmetom, ki je pripeljal
celih 300 milj dale¢ voz korenja.
Ce odstejemo stroske, ki jih je
imel s prevozom, mu je ostalo od
celotnega izkupi¢ka verjetno
se kakih 200 rubljev (nekako
$50).

Kako kuhajo moskovske gos-
podinje? Povedali so mi, da
elektriéni §tedilniki v Moskvi ni-
so v rabi, zato pa ima skoro vsa-
ka hiSa prikljuéek na plin. V ne-
ki trgovini z Zeleznino sem vi-
dela obi¢ajen plinski $tedilnik.
Imel je tri ognje in malo pecico:
za nase razmere je bil torej pre-
cej skromen. Tudi pri kuhinjski
posodi ni veliko izbire. Tako sem
videla v trgovinah vsega skupaj
le ‘dve vrsti kozic.

Zene v moskovskih tovarnah
delajo Sest dni v tednu, vsak dan
po osem ur. Delo se vrsi obidaj-
mno v dveh zmenah., Ena skupi-
na dela od 6. ure zjutraj do 2.
popoldne, druga od 2. pop. do 10.
ure zvecer. Za gospodinjstvo jim
seveda tako ne preostane prav
veliko ¢asa. Vecina Zena, ki sem
jih jaz videla, je izgledala utru-
jena in iz¢rana, V podzemski Ze-
leznici so se obic¢ajno stiskale v
kak kot in dremale. Obiskala
sem neko tekstilno tovarno, kjer
so izdelovali svilene in bombaz-
ne tkanine.

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HE CRITICAL NURSE SHORT-
AGE. Last Thursday I had the
privilege of introducing H.R. 8087,
a bill to provide
S22 emergency schol-
arships for new-
ly enrolled nurs-
ing trainees, and
emergency
grants to ac-
credited schools
of nursing.

As you know,
I have frequent-
ly discussed the
perilous conse-
quences that can
follow in the
wake of a nurs-
ing shortage.
This is a matter of continuing con-
cern because the prevailing short-
age of some 60,000 nurses has left
thousands of sick persons in des-
perate need of nursing care. Due
to lack of nursing personnel, many
hospitals have had to close entire
wards. A ward without a staff is
like a ship without a crew. It stands
lifeless and idle.

The reasons for this nursing
shortage are clear enough. It de-
rives in part from the increased de-
mands of both civilian and rdilitary
hospitals for nurses, and in part
from the lack of adequate economic
inducement to girls who would like
to enter the nursing profession. In
these days of high pay in industry,
young women who might otherwise
choose to become nurses face a dif-
ficult choice. The bill that has been

introduced seeks to present realistic !

encouragement to those young wo-
men who, if the complete cost of
training were not on their should-
ers, would choose the nursing field
above all other. fields.

If this bill passes, then we can
be confident that we have taken at
least the first step in alleviating
a situation which could very well
corrode the health of the nation.

REAT LAKES WATER LEVELS.

On the all-important subject
of Great Lakes property damage
because of high-water levels,-the
Army Engineers have just released
a report which estimates the dam-
age at $61 million during the past
year. Damage to the shore line of
Lake Erie amounted to almost $12
million.

This and That from Washington

Although the report draws no
definite conclusions, they point out
two means of reducing damage to
shore properties: (1) regulation of

lake levels and (2) providing pro-
tective measures in the form of
dikes, riprap or structural altera-
tions. Regulation of the lake levels
would require detailed studies as
well as co-ordination and agree-
ment with Canada. Several years
would elapse under such a plan be-
fore any system of regulation could
be placed in operation.

In general, the shipping interests
are opposed to diversion of waters
from the Lakes region because the
lake levels vary from year to year.
As I recently pointed out, the Great
Lakes levels have a definite seven-
year cycle. 1952 is reported to be
the seventh year, or the point of
highest tide, so that in all probabil-
ity lake levels will begin to recede
after this year.

Although there is no provision of
law for Federal participation in the
protection of privately-owned
shores, the report of the Engineers
describes several types of tempora-
ry measures designed to give a de-
gree of protection for one or two
seasons which can be built by the
individual property owner at rel-
atively low cost. Interested private
owners should communicate with
the Office of the Division Engineer,
Great Lakes Division, Chicago, Illi-
nois.
