I left Thrace and Aleksandoroupoli in 2004 and, if you check the e-mail address from which the papers 
were submitted, you will see that both manuscripts were sent from my personal e-mail address in Chania, 
Crete, and not from the corresponding author’s address (N. Papadopoulos).
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
