Book Review:

World of the 
Ancient Slavs

1983 Wayne State Press 
Slavophiles should find this 

work by Vana Zdenek, a 
Czech archaeologist, an in­
teresting experience.

Although much is about 
Czechs and Poles, there is 
some writing about Slove­
nians. Vana Zdenek wrote the 
following:

“Ptolemy (died 178 A.D.), 
an outstanding astronomer 
mathematician and
geographer of Alexandria 
Egypt, produced a map of 
Europe in the second century 
A.D. In it, he showed a tribe 
in northern Russia “Suobeni” 
which many believe to mean 
“Slovenians.”

Before their migration to the 
Balkans, Slovenians were 
located in the (northern 
Russia) Novogorod area bet­
ween the Dneiper, Dneister 
and Pripyat Rivers.

(Slovenians accepted Chris­
tianity in the fifth century 
A.D. at the Bishopric of 
Aquailea, (Oglej in Slovenian) 
in Trieste Bay of the upper 
part of the Adriatic Sea.)
“Slovenian culture of the 9th 

and 10th century is called 
“Kottlach Culture” after 
Austrian archeological finds at 
Kottlach (Carinthia). The 
center of this (Slovenian) 
culture was the region of 
eastern Slovenian (Julian) and 
Austrian Alps, south of Istria. 
Slovenian influences 
can be traced along the 
Danube River to northeast 
Bavaria.”

and sisters.
They tied our hands 

together with wire that was 
slowly cutting into my wrists.

The guards were sadistic 
because they derived joy by 
inflicting additional pain on us 
with their whips, lashing out at 
us in the truck whenever the 
desire arose.
The guards ordered us to sing 

and kept hitting us as we sang 
the “Ave Maria” instead of 
love songs for them.

We were coming closer to 
the place of execution in 
Kočevje. It was located in a 
shallow valley. We kept hear­
ing the sounds of guns.

The sounds just grew louder 
and louder.

The trucks finally stopped. 
Our shoelaces were cut by the 
guards along with a piercing 
cut in our legs. I watched a 
young boy being killed. He 
was covered with blood on his 
head and one of his eyes was 
punctured, his head had been 
partially split. Even though he 
was on the ground he was still 
conscious. The guards just 
kept hitting him until he final­
ly gave a final sigh with his 
body bent over.

We were eventually stopped, 
untied and stripped of our 
clothing. My guard was impa­
tient even though she was a 
female and Began to kick me, 
ordering me to hurry up.

I was ordered to place my 
hands behind my back and the 
female guard pushed me for­
ward and shouted at me to 
run.

My naked body lunged for­
ward toward a sharp curve in 
the path. On both sides were 
other Union militia with guns 
pointed at us runners. There 
was a huge opening at the end 
of the path in the shape of a 
cavern. The guards with 
automatic guns shot at us and 
one by one we fell into the 
cavern.

She 
described the modern 
technologies which enable 
machinery to handle 35,000 
pieces of mail an hour but was 
unable to answer why our pro­
perly addressed and coded 
mail and newspapers are not 
delivered in a timely manner. 
However, she did provide an 
address to which we may write 
to discontinue receiving “junk 
mail”: Direct Mail Marketing 
Association, 6 E. 43 St., New 
York, NY 10017.

Our March entertainment 
was everyone’s favorite. I will 
tell you about it in the next 
report.

Rose Lewis, our tour direc­
tor, has many opportunites for 
you to enhance your retire­
ment days. Please contact her 
for information on her varied 
schedule of tours.

To regress to my earlier 
statement regarding the steps 
being taken to bring new life 
to the club and some controll­
ed standards, our President in­
formed us of some very distur­
bing facts, one of which is that 
we have been depleting our 
treasury at an enormous rate 
during the past five years. Ob­
viously, there has been ex­
cessive and uncontrolled spen­
ding. To curb this loss, we 
must take some measures that 
will affect us all. As a start, 
with the approval of the 
Board, the President has taken 
the following action: a
decrease across-the-board in 
the amount paid to the officers 
and anyone being reimbursed 
for his services. In addition, 
memorial donations have been 
decreased. There will be a 
charge for coffee and free 
sandwiches will be discon­
tinued. Other areas of expense 
will be reviewed, particularly 
the bar and rental fees. These 
measures were approved by 
majority vote.

Further, the President ap­
pointed a Bylaws committee: 
Vi Rupena, Chairman; 
Eleanor Pavey, Ann and 
Frank Kosten, Marie Selan 
and Pauline Burja to review 
and revise our Bylaws and

make recommendations for 
additions and changes. Our 
Bylaws have not been reviewed 
since 1961 when the club was 
formed, except for some 
minor changes in 1978. 
Members will receive a pro­
posed revised copy of the 
Bylaws at the April 6 meeting 
for review. You are encourag­
ed to add your comments and 
suggestions at the May 4 
meeting. If the proposed 
Bylaws meet with the approval 
of two-thirds of the members 
attending, they will be ac­
cepted and amended effective 
at that time.
A membership of over 800, as 

we have, needs some definite 
guidelines and boundaries 
which are lacking at the pre­
sent time. Our present method 
of operation could easily lead 
to serious problems with 
unscrupulous officers. It is im­
portant that members are 
made aware of any action or 
expenditure of funds by the 
club. Our new Executive 
Board will work toward that 
end with the future of this 
great organization uppermost 
in mind. In return, please 
honor your obligations as 
members by attending 
meetings and supporting the 
club in any way you can.

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8 Šuster earns kudos from 

both parties after 7 terms

COLUMBUS — State Rep. 

Ronald Šuster of Euclid, a 
Democrat with a conservative 
streak appealing to 
Republicans, sometimes blurs 
the lines between the two 
parties.

“He has been evaluated by 
some of the groups as a con­
servative Democrat,” said 
Cuyahoga County Republican 
party Chairman Jim Betts. “I 
think Republicans recognize 
that he is a little more 
theologically compatible than 
many of his colleagues in the 
Democratic caucus.”

The 51-year-old lawmaker is 
now in his seventh two-year 
term. He was re-elected 
without opposition last year 
and is up for re-election next 
year in the 14th District serv­
ing all of Mayfield Heights, 
Richmond Heights, Lynd- 
hurst, South Euclid and most 
of Euclid.

Šuster also holds the distinc­
tion of having chaired four 
major committees in his 13 
years in the legislature so far.

In that time, he has earned 
high marks from both sides of 
the political fence, which 
generally is rare.

“I always felt he’s been an 
efficient Igislature,” Betts 
said. “Ron has always been a

person who has tried to vote 
his conscience. That doesn’t 
mean Republicans won’t try to 
put up quality candidates, 
though.”

Less surprising is Suster’s 
evaluation by fellow 
Cuyahoga County Democrats.

Cuyahoga County Demo­
cratic Party Chairman John 
Coyne gave Šuster an A-plus.

“He’s not one of those guys 
seeking publicity for himself 
all the time,” he said. “I have 
a very high regard for him. 
The people in his district are 
very fortunate.”

Suster’s decidedly conser­
vative bent cost him a chair­
manship during the last 
General Assembly “for, I 
guess, displaying that in­
dependence,” he said.

But House Speaker Vernal 
Riffe of Wheelersburg, the 
Democrats’ House shepherd 
and disciplinarian, appointed 
Šuster chief of the busy 
Judiciary and criminal Justice 
Committee during this term.

Šuster, who at the time also 
served on another House com­
mittee, voted against the com­
mittee’s Democratic chairman 
on an abortion issue.

“I do understand why the 
speaker did that,” said Šuster, 
who is opposed to abortion. 
“He thought another chair 
shouldn’t vote against another 
chair.”

Recipes
VEGETABLE AND 

CHEESE MAIN DISH
8 med. potatoes cooked 

and mashed
1/4 cup margarine 
1/3 cup margarine 
1/3 to 1/2 cup hot milk 
1/2 tsp. marjoram 
1/4 tsp. pepper 
1 large onion, sliced
1 branch broccoli, trimmed 

and cut up
2 medium carrots, sliced 

thin
1 cup sliced fresh 

mushrooms
3 tblsps. margarine
1 cup shredded mozzarella 

cheese (or more)
Mix 1/4 cup margarine, 

milk and seasonsings into hot 
mashed potatoes. Spoon into a 
lightly greased baking dish or 
casserole. In medium skillet, 
saute vegetables in remaining 
margarine for 10 minutes or 
until carrots and broccoli are 
crisp-tender.

Turn mixture out evenly over 
top of potatoes. Sprinkle with 
cheese. Bake uncovered at 300 
degrees 10-12 minutes. Serves 
6-8.

MACARONI OMELET
WITH CREOLE SAUCE
Cook 1 cup elbow macaroni 

in boiling salted water. Drain. 
(I use the Creamettes 7 minute 
macaroni.) Beat 4 egg yolks 
until thick and lemon colored 
and add to macaroni mixture. 
Fold in 4 beaten egg whites. 
Melt 1 tblsp. butter or 
margarine or cooking fat in 
10-inch skillet; when hot, pour 
in egg mixture.

Cook over low heat about 20 
minutes or until lightly brown­
ed on bottom. Loosen. I cut 
mine in quarters and turn over 
for just a short while. Place on 
hot platter and serve with 
Creole Sauce. Makes 4 to 6 
servings.

Creole Sauce:
Cook 1 small finely chopped 

onion and 1 medium chopped 
green pepper until tender but 
not brown, in butter or 
margarine. Add one 8 oz. can 
tomato sauce and 4 oz. can 
mushrooms, 1 cup chopped 
green peppers. If using 
canned, drain the mushrooms. 
Add a little pepper and simmer 
10 minutes.

A Fugitive Judge’s Unusual Emergence
Spenul to The New York Times

PHILADELPHIA, March 10 — 
On the day a year ago when he was 
to surrender to begin serving a 
state prison sentence of two to five 
years for official corruption, Judge 
Joseph F. O'Kicki of western Penn­
sylvania's Cambria County Court 
of Common Pleas was nowhere to 
be found.

He had fled to Slovenia, his fa­
ther’s birthplace, where he had se­
cretly obtained citizenship. The 
Pennsylvania authorities' efforts 
to get him back have proved futile, 
largely because Slovenia, a repub­
lic within the former Yugoslavia, 
has no extradition treaty with the 
United States.

Imagine the embarrassment, 
then, when the annual Lawyers Di­
rectory of the Pennsylvania Bar 
Association was published last 
month and it was discovered that

licensed lawyers, 
plus one.

among the listing of 50,000 people 
licensed to practice law in the state 
was one “Hon. Joseph F. O’Kicki,” 
who, it turned out, had hung up a 
shingle in Ljubljana, the Slovenian 
capital, and was soliciting business 
from there.

Pennsylvania-licensed lawyers 
use the directory to network for 
legal services among themselves, 
not only within the state but indeed 
around the globe. So the directory 
lists the names, addresses and 
telephone numbers of a far-flung

lot: there are 12 members of the 
Pennsylvania bar in Japan, for in­
stance, along with seven in France, 
two in Guam and one each in Ja­
maica, India and Italy.

And one in Slovenia, who, al­
though he had long since become a 
fugitive, managed to evade the 
State Disciplinary Board’s directo­
ry screening process because the 
Pennsylvania Supreme Court did 
not get around to suspending his 
license until December. “It’s just 
something that slipped through,” 
said Paul J. Burgoyne, an aide to 
the board, “and it’s unfortunate.”

If it is any consolation to the 
state, potential clients who use the 
directory to try to reach Mr. 
O'Kicki will not have smooth sail­
ing. The listed telephone number is 
incorrect, and his name does not 
appear in the Ljubljana phone 
book.

Bližina Rusije
Kot verjetno mnogo drugih 

je tudi Slovenija presenečeno 
obstala ob razpletu dogodkov 
v Bosni in Hercegovini, ki so 
se končali z močnim diplomat­
skim uspehom Rusije in zvo­
denelim ultimatom sil paka 
Nato. Na vsak način je nastala 
na Balkanu in v kar širokem
zemljepisnem obrobju povsem 
nova situacija, ki je v tem tre­
nutku nihče ne zna točno in 
zanesljivo oceniti.

Zanimivo je, da je takoj po 
usodni nedelji, ko je očitno 
prišel na dan dogovor med 
ZDA in Rusijo, Delo precej 
ostro reagiralo. Smisel komen­
tarja je bil v občutku, da je 
Zahod vendar na lahek način 
pustil Rusijo v samo osrčje 
Balkana, ki utegne biti v bliž­
nji prihodnosti še kako važna 
strateška točka.

Na vsak način Evropa ob­
staja bolj na papirju kot zares 
in očitno ni sposobna nuditi 
nikakršne varnosti in miru 
brez svetovnih velesil.

(SNPJ), ki v dneh 26. in 27. 
marca praznuje tako 90. oblet­
nico ustanovitve kot uradno 
odprtje njenega novega glav­
nega urada v mestecu Imperi­
al, Pa. V dneh 27. in 28. marca 
bo g. Kučan obiskal tudi Cle­
veland, nato krajši čas še Wa­
shington, D. C.

Gospod predsednik, hvala 
za 'ntervju. Proti koncu marca 
Pridete v ZDA na povabilo 
Slovenske narodne podporne 
jednote (SNPJ). Lani ste spre­
jeli člane te organizacije, ki so 
bili na skupnem obisku Slove­
nije, letos pa Vas je povabila, 
da bi prišli kot častni gost na 
osrednjo prireditev, ko SNPJ 
praznuje 90. obletnico ustano­
vitve. Nato boste obiskali Cle­
veland. To bo prvič, da se bo­
ste v ZDA srečali z večjim šte­
vilom slovenskih Amerikan- 
cev. Predno preideva na kon­
kretnejša vprašanja, bi morda 
povedali kaj o sebi? Rojstni 
kraj, izobrazba, družina, fun­
kcije, ki ste jih doslej opravlja­
li, hobiji?

Rodili so me 14. januarja 
1941 v Križevcih v Prekmurju, 
v učiteljski družini. Bilo nas je 
Petero otrok. Očeta mi je po­
brala vojna. Ubili so ga oku­
patorski vojaki kot partizan­
skega častnika. Tako sem naj­
več živel pri dedku blizu mad- 
llatske meje. Diplomiral sem 
jta pravni fakulteti v Ljubljani 
eta 1964. Sem poročen in 
imam dve odrasli hčeri.

V politiko sem stopil poklic­
no Po diplomi. V letih 1986-

’ torej v Času slovenske po­
mladi, sem bil predsednik Zve- 
Ze komunistov Slovenije. Na 
Prvih večstrankarskih volitvah 
.ta 1990 sem bil z 59 % glasov 
izvoljen za predsednika pred­

sedstva Republike Slovenije, 
na volitvah decembra 1992 pa 
s 63,8 % izvoljen za predsedni­
ka samostojne Slovenije.

Mislim, da so mi ljudje zau­
pali zato, ker sem bil med tisti­
mi, ki so omogočili miren pre­
hod iz enostrankarskega v več­
strankarski demokratični si­
stem ter prve demokratične 
volitve, in tudi med tistimi, ki 
so pomagali, da smo brez veli­
kih žrtev dobili samostojno in 
mednarodno priznano državo.

Kolikor mi preostaja proste­
ga časa, rad zahajam v sloven­
ske gore in berem.

Med obiskom boste govorili 
z našimi ljudmi. Kaj jim misli­
te povedati o razmerah v Slo­
veniji? Kaj se Vam zdi najbolj 
pomembno, da slovenski Ame- 
rikanci vedo o Sloveniji?

Vsem našim rojakom v 
Ameriki ne glede na politične 
opredelitve želim povedati, da 
je slovenska država tudi njiho­
va. Ne samo zato, ker so Slo­
venke ali Slovenci, ampak tudi 
zato ker ne bomo nikoli poza­
bili, koliko so nesebičnega in 
dobrega storili tudi oni, zlasti 
za mednarodno priznanje Slo­
venije.
Domovina jih bo vedno rada 

sprejela in jim pomagala v me­
jah zakona, predvsem tistim, 
ki so zaradi nesrečnih vojnih 
okoliščin utrpeli krivice. Nova 
slovenska država si prizadeva 
in bo storila vse, da bi po ne­
srečnih delitvah v preteklosti 
prišlo do sprave in sožitja 
vseh, doma in na tujem, vseh 
rojakov dobre volje.

Tega, kar se je zgodilo, ne 
moremo spremeniti. Verja­
mem pa, da imamo dovolj 
moči, da lahko z vsem tem ži­
vimo. Da zmoremo sobivanje 
več resnic, ki očitno obstajajo 
o teh časih, kar je bistvo spra­
ve, o kateri je toliko govora.

Navsezadnje in predvsem, 
če nam je do usode slovenstva, 
potem moramo biti zavezani 
skupnemu delu za našo naro­
dno prihodnost. Zdaj ni čas za 
spominjanje, zdaj je čas za 
premišljanje o tem, kako 
bomo kot narod preživeli v iz­
zivih prihajajočega časa. Svoj 
odnos do sprave sem izpovedal 
na spravni slovesnosti na Rogu 
poleti 1990. leta.

Zgodovina naših rojakinj in

rojakov vseh rodov, ki živijo 
po svetu, še posebej v Severni 
Ameriki, je neodtujljivi del 
narodove zgodovine, njegovih 
sreč in nesreč, velikih težav in 
velike volje za samoohranitev. 
Ob znamenitih Slovencih v do­
movini se spominjamo in pra­
znujemo njihove obletnice, 
preradi pozabljamo tudi na 
dolge vrste velikih rojakov v 
tujini, od Louisa Adamiča do 
Barage, ki so ponesli glas o na­
šem žilavem in ustvarjalnem 
narodu po vsem svetu. Lahko 
smo ponosni nanje in smo jim 
hvaležni za njihovo delo.

Obratno: Kaj Vas o nas v 
ZDA najbolj zanima? Kaj bi o 
nas radi zvedeli? Skratka, kaj 
pričakujete ov Vašega obiska 
med nami?

Od srečanj z našimi rojaki 
pričakujem veliko. Želim ne­
posredno slišati njihove besede 
in presoje o tem, kako si pred­
stavljajo skrb in odgovornost 
slovenske države tudi zase. Že­
lim spoznati njihove poklicne, 
človeške, politične in vsakršne 
izkušnje, ki so si jih pridobili v 
dinamični tekmovalni in uspe­
šni ameriški družbi. Pa tudi 
njihova mnenja o tem, kako bi 
kljub mnogim različnostim, 
političnim in svetovnonazor­
skim, izbrisali ostrino same 
preteklosti in združili niti za 
prihodnost slovenstva, se bolje 
razumeli in dosegli potrebno 
strpnost ter višjo raven nujne­
ga medsebojnega spoštovanja. 
In ne nazadnje, kako bi mogli 
preseči stara in nova sovraštva, 
ki so imela vedno hude posle­
dice za naše ljudi.

Prve povojne večstrankarske 
volitve v Sloveniji so bile pred 
skoro štirimi leti, aprila 1990. 
Kako ocenjujete razvoj demo­
kracije v tem obdobju? Ali ste 
mnenja, da se je politična de­
mokracija za stalno uveljavila, 
da ni več resne možnosti povr­
nitve v kakršno koli diktaturo, 
levo ali desno?

Razvoj demokracije, poli­
tične, gospodarske in kultur­
ne, po letu 1990 je bil v vsakem 
pogledu uspešen in dober. Ne 
le zaradi političnega večstran­
karstva in tekmovanja, ampak 
tudi zaradi intenzivnega proce­
sa lastninjenja, ki je prvi po­
goj za postavljanje nove, z za­
hodnimi primerljive tržne go­
spodarske strukture Slovenije. 
Predvsem in zlasti pa zaradi 
dosežene stopnje občutljivosti 
za spoštovanje človekovega 
dostojanstva in za varovanje 
človekovih pravic. Tudi zato, 
ker je nova država v bistvu 
ohranila temeljne sestavine so­
cialne države, se pravi države, 
ki skrbi za uveljavitev držav­
ljanskih pravic in načelne ena­
kosti državljanov v vzgoji in 
izobraževanju, v zdravstvu in 
pokojninskem sistemu, delav­
skih pravic pri soupravljanju 
podjetij in še kje.

Vse raziskave slovenskega 
javnega mnenja pokažejo, da 
državljani prostovoljno nikoli 
ne bodo pristali na vrnitev 
enoumja ali poskuse uveljavi­
tve kakršne koli diktature ozi­
roma drugačne oblike nasilne 
vladavine. Preveč tragičnih iz­
kušenj imamo s tem. Seveda 
pa je demokratizacija proces, 
ki zahteva veliko potrpežljivo-

Ponovni, tokrat privatni 
obisk predsednika prve samo­
stojne slovenske države v 
Ameriki bi moral biti praznik 
za vse izseljence slovenskih ko­
renin. Ameriški Slovenci so se 
prav ob nastajanju prve samo­
stojne slovenske države in pri 
vprašanju njenega mednaro­
dnega priznanja združili kot še 
nikdar, in so ta prizadevanja 
učinkovito podprli. Zato je 
primerno, da se prav ob obi­
sku predsednika slovenske dr­
žave razmislimo o dogajanjih
v tej državi.

Ob padcu nedemokratične­
ga, totalitarnega komunistič­
nega režima v Sloveniji pred 
skoraj štirimi leti, so bila slo­
venska pričakovanja skoraj 
brez meja. Cilj novo izvoljene­
ga parlamenta in nove vlade 
Demosa je bil ustvariti novo 
civilno družbo z novimi demo­
kratičnimi institucijami, skra­
tka, po zahodnem vzorcu zgra­
diti nov pluralistično-demo- 
kratični politični sistem in dr­
žavno poslovanje. Na razvali­
nah dolgoletnega in korumpi- 
ranega komunističnega siste­
ma je bilo potrebno narediti 
obsežne spremembe v sodstvu, 
policiji, vsej državni upravi, 
šolstvu, gospodarstvu in v kul­
turi.

Nov demokratični zrak bi 
moral prevedriti skoraj polsto­
letno zatohlost totalitaristične­
ga režima in odpraviti porazno 
dediščino revolucionarne pre­
teklosti. Slovenci kot državlja­
ni naj bi zopet postali enaki 
med seboj in pred oblastjo ter 
zakonom.

Jasno je bilo, da bosta le te­
meljita odstranitev privilegijev 
in dosledna poprava krivic iz 
preteklosti mogli biti temelj za 
zdravo bodočnost slovenske 
družbe. Na primer: Če so slo­
venski mednarodni revolucio­
narji iz španske državljanske 
vojne (ta se je končala že 1939. 
leta!) in vsi komunistični borci 
dobivali vsa ta leta in še vedno 
prejemajo velike odkupnine za 
njihovo često zelo krvave uslu­
ge, eni v mednarodni, drugi v 
slovenski revoluciji, zakaj ne 
bi slovenska država popravila 
krivic mnogim tisočem sloven­
skih državljanov, ki jih je ko­
munistična revolucija ubila, 
zapirala, preganjala, pregnala, 
jim vzela premoženje in čast?

Sprava in poprava krivic sta 
bili v časih pred štirimi leti tisti 
skupni imenovalec pri vseh na­
porih, da se zagotovi enakost, 
pravičnost in svoboda v slo­
venski družbi. Pravna država 
brez teh temeljev ne more zaži­
veti in živeti.

Toda vsa ta slovenska priča­
kovanja se niso uresničila. Slo­
venska država ima sicer for­
malno demokracijo, toda ved­
no bolj jasno je, da vsebino in 
smer v tem širokem okviru do­
ločajo prav ljudje, ki so še ne­
davno imeli v svojih rokah po­
polno totalitarno oblast. Iste 
ljudi je danes videti v vrhovih 
slovenske države, slovenskega 
parlamenta in slovenske vlade. 
To velja skoraj brez izjeme v 
slovenski diplomaciji, šolstvu, 
kulturi in gospodarstvu.

Prav v gospodarstvu: skoraj 
isti ljudje, ki so izšli iz komu­
nističnih celic politične ali go­
spodarske oblasti in so sloven­
sko državo do kraja zadolžili s 
političnimi mednarodnimi dol­
govi, uničili slovenska podje­
tja in banke in zase dobička- 
nosno zastopali kapitalistične 
tuje firme, sedaj odločajo o re­
ševanju slovenskega gospodar­
stva, ki so ga sami zapeljali v 
prepad.

Račun za visoke tuje zadol­
žitve in za bankrotirano slo­
vensko gospodarstvo sedaj 
prelagajo dolgoročno na pleča 
slovenskih davkoplačevalcev. 
Na drugi strani pa s svojim do­
stopom do vseh informacij, 
prihajajo do ogromnih dobič- 
kanosnih — pravnih in neprav­
nih — polastitev tistih sloven­
skih podjetij, ki so še kaj vre­
dna. Vsakomur, ki kaj ve o fi­
nančnem in trgovskem poslo­
vanju, bo jasno, da tu gre za 
velik denar. Nekdanja komu­
nistična elita se spreminja v 
novo denarno elito s končnim 
ciljem: oblast. Prav zato se iz­
vajanje zakonov o privatizaciji 
in denacionalizaciji ne prema­
kne nikamor, zlasti za sloven­
ske izseljence ne.

V slovenski državi je še ved­
no celotno politično dogajanje 
prisiljeno v okvir, ki ga je pred 
tolikimi leti določila komuni­
stična revolucija. Na Poljskem 
se je komunistična stranka, se­
veda sedaj preimenovana, jav­
no opravičila za vse zlo, ki ga 
je naredila v preteklosti temu 
narodu. V slovenski državi pa 
nič.

Na Madžarskem so pred 
kratkim sprejeli zakon, po ka­
terem bodo vsi politiki, mini­
stri, diplomati, univerzitetni

profesorji in drugi visoki dr­
žavni uslužbenci morali razja­
sniti svojo preteklost glede so­
delovanja s komunistično taj­
no policijo. To so tudi že stori­
li v bivši Vzhodni Nemčiji. V 
slovenski državi pa nič.

Če bi se to zgodilo v Slove­
niji, bi kar nekaj ljudi v vladi, 
parlamentu, diplomaciji, sod­
stvu, policiji, univerzi, kulturi 
in sploh v javnem življenju 
verjetno moralo oditi v popo- 
len politični zaton. To se je 
zgodilo po padcu fašizma in 
nacizma v Italiji in Nemčiji, 
ko so zavezniki odstranili iz 
javnega življenja vodilne faši­
ste in naciste. Šele tedaj so tam 
res mogli začeti z obnovo 
družbe in politične demokraci­
je. In končno, predsednik Ha­
vel je uspel odstraniti iz poli­
tičnega življenja vse od vodil­
nih politikov v komunističnem 
režimu do politične policije. 
Zakaj se kaj takega ni zgodilo 
v slovenski državi? Razlika je 
preprosta: predsednik Havel je 
bil komunistični jetnik; kdo iz 
sedanjega slovenskega držav­
nega vrha pa je tedal bil ravno 
obratno — ječar?

Predsedniku države so dr­
žavljani dolžni spoštovanje. 
Tudi tukaj v Ameriki. Seveda 
vzamemo to pri nas s pravo 
mero demokratične prostosti. 
Če se ne strinjamo s predsedni­
kom, mu to povemo jasno in 
glasno. To bi moralo veljati 
tudi za g. Kučana, ki nedvo­
mno je eden najbolj spretnih 
slovenskih politikov v našem 
času.
Razumljivo. Od svojih najst­

niških let naprej je prevzemal 
vedno važnejše funkcije v ju­
goslovanski komunistični 
stranki, s podružnico v Slove­
niji. Bil je izbranec med komu­
nističnimi izbranci. Končno je 
pristal v vrhu jugo-komuni- 
stične stranke kot njen zadnji 
predsednik.

Nedvomno je tu šlo za spo­
sobnost najvišje vrste po meri­
lih komunističnega režima. 
Toda v demokratični družbi so 
merila drugačna. Kako se 
človek s tako dolgo nedemo­
kratično preteklostjo more v 
eni sapi preobraziti v demo­
krata po evropski meri? Zdra­
vila ali eliksirja za tako preo­
brazbo še nihče ni iznašel. Ne 
v Sloveniji ne kje drugod.

Morda se g. Kučanu taka 
preobrazba še ni posrečila. Ce­
sto je namreč slišati, da g. Ku­
čan ni predsednik za vse Slo­
vence, temveč predvsem za ti­
ste, ki so imeli ali še imajo pri- 
dobitvene interese od pripa­
dnosti komunistični revoluciji, 
za tiste naseljence z juga, ki so 
na hitro dobili slovensko dr­
žavljanstvo, in za tiste, ki nai­
vno verjamejo, da je bila za g. 
Kučana velika žrtev, ko se je 
pod vtisom znakov tistega časa 
moral na hitro posloviti od 
jugo-komunizma — seveda, če 
se je hotel obdržati na vrhu 
oblasti; druge izbire namreč ni 
bilo.

Ali je g. Kučan mislil na vse 
to, ko je, po pisanju iz Slove­
nije, nedavno izjavil, »da se 
bo poslej slovensko politično

prizorišče delilo na demokrate 
in nedemokrate«? Ali naj bi 
torej ljudje iz ali blizu komu­
nistične usmeritve bili demo­
krati, vsi ostali pa nedemokra- 
ti? Kam taka izjava sodi? Je to 
odmev politične kratkovidno­
sti ali že prvi poziv na zasuk v 
novo boljševiško revolucijo?

Morda bi bilo potrebno ne­
katere teh nelepih stvari iz slo­
venske politike prestaviti v 
ameriški politični okvir. Tudi 
ameriška politična scena na 
žalost ni od časa do časa brez 
večjih pretresov. Toda v usta­
ljeni ameriški demokraciji le ni 
mogoče vseh političnih škan­
dalov pomesti pod preprogo. 
Tako smo imeli Watergate, pa 
se država ni podrla, čeprav je 
škandal požrl kar nekaj politi­
kov na samem vrhu. V tem dr­
žavnem škandalu je bilo v 
ospredju nezakonito delovanje 
predsednika in njegove elite 
ter njihov povsem neuspešen 
»cover-up« vsega tega nezako­
nitega početja.

»Cover-up« je protizakoni­
to prikrivanje pred zakonom 
in volilci nekega nezakonitega 
in često kriminalnega delova­
nja. Tak »cover-up« se sedaj 
nakazuje tudi v možnem no­
vem škandalu, Whitewater. 
Posebni preiskovalec že ima 
nalogo preiskati domnevne ne­
zakonite finančne manipulaci­
je predsednika ZDA in njego­
ve žene.

Tako torej v Ameriki. Po­
sebni preiskovalec je potreben, 
da razišče, zbere dokaze in 
vloži obtožbo proti storilcem 
nezakonitih dejanj. Nato pride 
stvar pred neodvisna sodišča. 
Parlament vsega tega ne more 
narediti. Njegova funkcija je v 
tem, da obelodani politično 
razsežnost takega početja in 
pripravi zakonodajo za pre- 
pečenje podobnih izrab oblasti 
v bodočnosti.

Tudi slovenska država ima 
že desetletja velikanski »cover- 
up«, in sicer je v tem, da je ce­
lotna slovenska komunistična 
državna struktura dosledno in 
do skrajnosti prikrivala zloči­
ne svojega polstoletnega reži­
ma nad Slovenci. To je bilo 
mogoče le, ker je komunistična 
stranka bila država in država 
je bila komunistična stranka. 
Eno in isto.

Začelo se je že leta 1941, ko 
so komunisti udarili s svojo 
stalinistično revolucijo takoj 
po začetku okupacije sloven­
skega ozemlja. Ta revolucija 
je po svoji krutosti še najbolj 
podobna kasnejšemu kambod- 
žanskemu Pol Potovemu ge­
nocidu in blaznemu terorizmu 
v Peruju.

Svoj vrh je ta revolt cija do­
segla v masivnem pokolu tiso- 
čev in tisočev neoboroženih 
domobrancev-ujetnikov, mla­
doletnikov, žena in otrok ta­
koj po koncu druge svetovne 
vojne. Ta zločin bo prihodnje 
leto star že 50 let.

Slovenska komunistična 
stranka je takoj po tem zloči­
nu ukazala in zagotovila po­
polno zaroto molka nad njim. 
Tedaj se je začel zaukazani 
slovenski »cover-up« nad slo­

venskim holokavstom. V to 
zaroto molka so se vključili vsi 
komunisti, njihova revolucio­
narna zveza borcev, zgodovi­
narji, univerzitetni profesorji, 
kulturniki in celotna državna 
uprava od policije do tožilstva 
in sodstva.

Ta slovenski »cover-up« še 
ni končan, še vedno je v agre­
sivnem teku. V času nastaja­
nja nove slovenske države so 
bili še živi nekateri stari komu­
nistični prvaki, ki so bili sou­
deleženi pri teh in kasnejših 
zločinih nad slovenskim prebi­
valstvom. Drugi zelo promi- 
nentni veljaki slovenske ko­
munistične stranke iz tiste 
dobe še vedno žive. Vendar 
slovenska država zaradi na­
sprotovanja nekdaj in sedaj 
vodilnih komunistov, raztrese­
nih po raznih strankah, ni na­
redila ničesar učinkovitega za 
odpravo te zarote molka.

V času, ko je bil sedanji 
predsednik države še predsed­
nik slovenske komunistične 
stranke in je tako imel v rokah 
absolutno oblast nad skoraj 
vsemi odtenki slovenskega jav­
nega in tudi privatnega življe­
nja, ni bil ta »cover-up« nič 
manj celoten in dosleden kot 
pod njegovimi predniki.

G. Kučan se je sicer udeležil 
prvega žalnega obreda za 
umorjene domobrance v Ko­
čevskem Rogu, vendar od te­

daj ni nikdar več govoril ali 
delal na državnem vrhu za po­
pravo krivic. Izkušnja zadnjih 
treh let je pokazala, da so ko­
munisti pri svojem dobro pre­
mišljenem »sestopu z oblasti« 
imeli v mislih samo en način 
»sprave« po formuli: mrtvi 
nasprotniki naj ostanejo ma­
sovno pokopani in pozabljeni, 
živi pa ignoriram.

Po tem vzorcu teče »popra­
va krivic« za vse, ki jih je ko­
munistični režim ubijal, zapi­
ral, izganjal in drugače prega­
njal. Le tako je mogoče razu­
meti, zakaj slovenska država 
pri vsej svoji moči do sedaj še 
ni iskala in našla nobenega 
zločinca, ni pokopala nobene 
žrtve, ni izdala nobenega mrli­
škega lista. Z drugo besedo, 
dosledno in načrtno ignorira 
slovenski holokavst. Ni prič, 
ni arhivov, ni nobenih doku­
mentov, ni tožiteljev.

Odkar ponovno prevzema 
oblast stara skrajna levica, ki 
je bila nekoč komunistična eli­
ta, se je v ljudi ponovno naselil 
strah in molk. Tako se sramot­
no nadaljuje popolna zarota 
molka, nadaljuje se zarotniški 
in kriminalni »cover-up«. Pri 
tem sodelujejo skoraj vsi me­
diji (mnogih se še vedno drži 
komunistična popkovina in pa 
nov denar) in pa politično nai­
vni volilci. Tako je mogoče, da 
prihaja celo do absurda, ko so

nekdanji komunisti in njihovi 
pristaši v raznih novih stran­
kah razglasili raziskovanje ko­
munističnih zločinov za ne­
sprejemljiv »revanšizem« in so 
označili parlamentarno zasli­
ševanje za kršitev človeških 
pravic slovenskih komunistov.

Ko se nadaljuje ta slovenski 
»cover-up«, se je treba jasno 
zavedati, da bi taka zarota 
molka bila nezakonita ali kri­
minalna v vsaki pravni državi. 
Oblast, ki tolerira tako velik 
»cover-up«, bi povsod drugod 
že davno padla. Nič takega se­
veda v Sloveniji!

Predsednik države bi moral 
biti nad političnim dogajanji 
in bi zato moral kot prvi dvi­
gniti glas proti nepravnosti pri 
takem početju.

Rad bi imel Vaše gledanje 
na vtis, ki se mi zdi glede raz­
voja v Sloveniji bolj in bolj ak­
tualen.
