(Editor’s note: Mr. Valentine,
formerly of Strabane, Pa., came
to Cleveland to make his home
here. He has been active in the
labor movement in Pennsylva-
nia, West Virginia, and Ohio.)

Cleveland, which was noted
for its own New Deal under the
administration of Tom L. John-
son, was honored recently with
a visit by Miss Josephine Roche,
another New Dealer of the pre-
New Deal Era. Miss Roche is a
mine owner and Assistant Sec-
retary of the Treasury, of the
United States.

She spoke before the Consum-
ers League of Ohio, and like sev-
eral other militant liberals that
I know, made no bones of where
she stood when. it comes down
to “ticklish questions” which
others deem wise to skip over,
or evade.

“Only as they obtain economic
security through in d ustrial
democracy can the American
workers achieve the political
democracy which is their birth
right,” she said, '

An ardent advocate of indus-
trial unionism, even though she
is the largest producers of lig-
nite coal in the state of Colora-
do, she praised the CIO for or-
ganizing the workers on a mass
scale,

_ She deplored the lack of poli-
tical expression by the masses
and asserted that only through
organization, which would re-
sult in economic independence,
would the workers be able to

give full expression to their
wighes at the polls. |

Speaking of the disastrous ef.‘
t:ect of the few advantages en-|
Jp}'ed by the growing genera-!
tion .she said, “We are building‘!
shocking ‘human deficits’ that |
will eventually far outweigh the
financial deficits of( this na-
tion.” i

T wonder if
she still feels that way, espécial-
ly since Stalin gave Hitler the
imperialistic green light of go
and get it?

During my sojourn in Chica-
go I was living at Hull House
and was -introduced to Miss
Roche by the late Jane Addams.

Miss
Addams was sure we would have
something in common as we
were both interested in the prob-
lems of the coal industry.

A Little Story of the Great Opera Maste!

Guiseppe

At
the very moment of the eleva-
tion of the Host, the harmonies
that followed from the organ
struck the child as so sweet
that he stood motionless in ec-
stacy. “Water,” said the priest
to the acolyte: and the latter
evidently not heeding him. the
demand was repeated. still no
reply. “Water,” said the priest
the third time, kicking the child
so brutally that he fell headlong
down the steps of the altar,
knocked his head against the
floor and was brought uncon-
scious into the sacristy.

Father Carlo became inter-
ested i nthe boy’s musical incli-
nation and engaged the local
church organist to give the boy
music lessons. At the end of the
vear, the organist made a dec-
laration to the effect that the
pupil had learned all that the
teacher could impart, and there-
upnon resigned his position as
the boy’s teacher. '

The villagers became aware of
Verdi’s musical ability. There
was a taking of sides as to what
the boy should do. Some insist-
ed that Verdi had great ability,
and that the boy should pursue
music ‘as his voecation ; while the
village priest admonished Gui-
seppe to give up the idea of be-
coming a musician, but the boy
was headstrong. Once when the
church organist failed to at-
tend the services, th priest was;
induced to let the boy play the
church organ. The Mass over,
the priest sent for him. “Whose
music did you play?” asked the
puzzled priest, “it was a most
beautiful thing.” “Why.” timid-
ly answered the boy, “I had no
music, and I was playing ex-
tempore, just as T felt.,” “Ah!
