V tej dobi je bil funt Ze veckrat na robu
svoje stalne vrednosti, pa se je zmeraj izmazal. Vsi smo
misiili, da se bo tudi sedaj, pa smo se motili. Motili so se
tudi nasi gospodarski krogi, ker so %arili z usodo naSega
gospodarstva, kakor da mu ne more groziti nobena nevar-
nost. Pa smo se morali preko noéi prebuditi in postati —
pametni!

Nade federalne banke so namred brez omahovanja
dvignile osnovno obrestno mero za pol odstotka na 4.5%.
V normalnih &asih bi to sproZilo divjo debato, danes pa te-
mu nih& ne ugovarja. Ravno narobe: ako bo v Angliji vel-
jala obrestna mera 89, bo zadel kapital bezati iz New Yor-
ka v London, ker so obresti boljse. Tega pa pri nasi stalno
prenapeti placilni bilanci ne bi mogli na dolgo prenasati.
Morali bomo zopet zvi$ati obrestno mero, ako ho¢emo ob-
varovati na§ kapitalni trg pred zmedo.

Od tam bi pa morali do-
biti obresti od nasih naloZb, kar bi moralo nanesti skoraj
toliko, kolikor imamo izdatkov za vojskovanje na tujem
in za podpiranje tujine, pa ne dobimo nelesar, kajti ves
ameriki denar, kar ga letno zasluZimo, gre v nove investi-
cije. Zato je pa nada placilna bilanca vsako leto pasivna
najmanj za par bilijonov dolarjev.

Vse to bi moralo roditi pomanjkanje kapitala v nasi
dezeli; pa ga ne. Zakaj? Postali smo edina mednarodna
hranilnica, ki kaj velja. Vanjo poSilja ves svet svoje pri-
hranke v dolarjih. Kar dolarjev potroSimo v tujini, se vra-
Sajo k nam nazaj v obliki hranilnih vlog, investicijskih
nalozb, teko&ih radunov v naSih bankah itd. Poleg tega
kupuje tujina $e naSe delnice in bonde in nam daje zato
nase dolarje, ki jih je prisluZila ali privarevala.

Tako smo v sre¢nem poloZaju, da nam doteka tem veé
dolarjev, ¢im ve¢ jih potroSimo na najrazli¢nejSe naline v
tujini. Priznati moramo, da se stalno oglasajo svarila, da
tako gospodarstvo ni dobro, da bo moralo roditi preje ali
pozneje krize in teZave, toda vse skupaj ni¢ ne zaleZe.

Druzba sv. Mohorja v Celovcu
je knjigo natisnila.

Za kaj gre?

Da bomo lahko spoznali vaz-
nost te knjige, odgovorimo naj
prej na vprasSanje, za kaj gre?
Gre za sledece: doslej’ smo sma-
trali, da je oce celotne izjave
o “ameriSki neodvisnosti”?, —
ki so jo izdali leta 1776 v Zdru-
zenih Drzavah Amerike, — Tho-
mas Jefferson, ki je' izjavo pri-
pravil in da je''célotna izjava
izkljuéno njegova zamisel.

.dr. Joze Felicijan je dognal, da

(ONSUMER PROTECTION FARCE

There’s little question that the free market system in the
United States is threatened with virtual obliteration under an
impending deluge of consumer protection laws and regulations.
As Miss Sylvia Porter, the financial columnist, writes: “The sheer
volume of consumer protection propesals is beginning to repel
even the most ardent consumer protectionists...” There is equally
small doubt that many people look at this threat to the free mar-
ket with an attitude of “so what.” As consumers, they may find
one day to their sorrow that such an attitude has exacted an
intolerably high price in terms of the goods and services of the
mass-production, mass-distribution system that we now take for
granted.

Excessive policing of the free market and excessive restric-
tions on such things as promotion, advertising, packaging, labeling
-and other merchandising practices inexorably curb consumer free
.choice -and cripple the competitive, distributive processes.

Miss Porter suggests that business itself can do much to de-
feat the “burgeoning bureaucracy” of ‘consumer protection by
taking the lead in adopting reasonable and tasteful advertising
policies, making certain that products placed on the market are
as claimed and by aggressively fighting the unscrupulous fringes
that hurt an industry’s name. It should be added, however, that
one of the first prerequisites of preserving the free market system
in the United States is broad consumer understanding of its role
as a protector of our ‘economic liberties and as the source of high
living standards. Without that understanding, we are fair game
for the consumer protectionists and regulators irrespective of the
quality of industry performance.

MEAT MAKES THE MENU

New York, N.Y. (ED) — About
a third of the average family food
budget is paid out for a single item
— meat. Yet this is the commodity
that baffles many a housewife more
than any other. Faced with a vast
array of pre-packaged meats and
poultry, she must make difficult
decisions.

The supermarket shopper can ex-
pect to find wide swings in prices
from week to week. She will see
unfamiliar names for cuts, with con-
fusion compounded when these vary
from one part of the country to
another. What’s more, there are few
Lrand labels on which to lean. She
can seldom zip by the meat display
and quickly scoop up a package and
toss it into her cart, as she does
with many other purchases, know-
ing it will be the same as it was
the last time and the time before.

Research has shown that a well-
run meat department is often the
deciding factor when a woman set-
tles on one market as her regular
stopping place. Since there's so
much more to meat than is readily
apparent, it’s easy to see why house-
wives are sometimes confused.

Fortunately, there are guideposts
t6 help the housewife get the most
meat for her money — meat that’s
nutritious, delicious, easy to pre-
pare. And award-winring, when the
family says. “That was good!”

Here are some Rules for the
Roast:

(1) It's good to know' that in
general, all meat is equally nutri-
tious. In the case of beef, stew meat
gives as much to the family in food
value as steak. The key to have in
mind is not necessarily to buy the
best you can afford, but to think
in terms of good eating and nutri-
tion at a reasonable price. Meat and
poultry and fish — ‘plus milk and
cheese — are the leading sources
of protein. You may cut down on
the price you pay for protein, but
never . skimp on the amount. Pro-
tein is essential to growth, and the
body never stops needing it. ‘

(2) Don’t judge price per pound,

but price per serving. If a some-

what more expensive cut has no
bone or waste, it may be a better
buy. A rule of thumb is that a
pound of boneless meat serves four;
while in the case of meat with the
bone in, a pound serves two.

(3) Buy store specials. There’s a
difference between meat on sales
and “sales” in many other types of
articles. Meat on sale isn't out-of-
season or shopworn! A meat special
is put on either to attract shoppers
or because there is a temporary
high supply. Sometimes a super-
market chain is able to buy a huge
quantity and pass the savings on to
customers. This can be a field day
for the housewife; the store gains,
too, because attractive meat brings
in other business.

(4) Stock up when meat and
poultry are reduced in price, if you
have freezer space. You may either
freeze uncooked meat or cook for
two meals at once and freeze half
of it. Don’t refreeze fresh meat once
it has been defrosted. After it has
been cooked, however, it can be
frozen in its new form, Meat does

rot have seasons in the same sense
that strawberries or peaches do, but
there are times when supplies are
plentiful, and that’s when to| stock
up.

(5) Watch for U.S. Government
grades and for federal and state
inspection stamps. The top grade
of beef i¢ “Prime” and the majority
of this goes tc hotels and restau-
rants. “Choice” is next and is the
grade which most homemakers find
excellent eating. In decreasing or-
der, the next grades are “Good,”
“Standard” and “Commercial.” It
isn’t easy to judge the quality of
meat in pieces the size most con-
sumers purchase. This makes it es-
pecially important to watch for go-
vernment grades, which are found
on beef, veal and lamb. Meat of

mature sheep must be labeled
, “inutton.”
Look also for “bloom,” as the

ibutcher calls it. To the housewife
‘this means meat or chicken that
rappears fresh and tender — moist,
rich-looking, without discoloration,
bruises or spots.

(6) Consider how much waste is
wrapped up with any piece of meat
you buy. Transparent plastic:meat
trays that let you see the bottom as
well as the top are a great help.
They are an indication, too, of a
conscientious meat manager who
wants his customers to know what
they are buying. Good market man-
agement is an unseen benefit, but
most housewives can recognize it
lin meat that is kept properly cold,
,in workrooms and cutting tools that
are spotlessly clean and in display
cabinets continually policed to make
certain that cuts aren’t piled too
high ard that there are no torn
and leaking packages. B

(7) Select the meat that’s right
for the recipe you're using. If you
plan on long, slow  cooking,as 'in
! pot roast or goulash, buy‘a cheaper
lcut. Many gourmets think-that filet
"mignon has ‘less flavor ‘than sirloin
steak. And .steak they rate below
cheaper cuts: that -have been: skill-
fully cooked and seasonied, The same
can be said of various types of ham-
burger — ground chuck hasmore
fat than ground round, but it’s often
more palatable. g

(8) Hamburger deserves a para-
graph by itself, because it's Ameri-

.| ca’s-single most popular meat buy.

On real budget days or when un-
expected company turns up, know
how to stretch a pound of chopped
meat by making it into a sauce for
spaghetti or combining it with oth-
er tasty ingredients into a .meat
loaf., Spark hamburger with :vari-
ous seasonings and additions such
as tomato juice or bouillon and ex-
periment with toppings like cheese
or salad dressing.

(9) Be versatile. Try less familiar
meats ‘gh: your family. Beef liver,
per serving, is frequently the most
economical meat buy on. the market.
Both veal and lamb appear rela-
tively infrequently on our tables.
Try them — at least once.

Play favorites! Have a collection
of meat recipes to turn to when you
feel stumped for ideas. Some, per-
haps, that are family favorites, a
few quick dishes, some low cost
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S. 2388 — ECONOMIC OPPOR-

The "greatest deliberative body in
the world” spert nearly two weeks
on S. 2388, Economic Opportunity
Act Amendments, then set aside
its “deliberativeness” by bringing up
some 19 amendments, many having
serious consequences, in an hour
and a half at the erd!

When the Economic Opportunity
Act of 1964 was before the 88th Con-
gress, I expressed strong reserva-
tions about the manner in which
the effort to assist the poor and
underprivileged was being launch-
ed. While the desire was strong to
do something constructive in addi-
tior. to that which was already be-
ing accomplished through programs
authorized under the Manpower
Training and Development Act and
the Vocational Education Act, the
Anti-Poverty Program was open to
many questions. Specifics were lack-
ing. A sense of direction did not
accompany the sense of purpose.
Rather than such a massive under-
taking rife with uncertainty, I pre-
ferred the ‘“seed money” approach
to establish pilot programs. Try a
Headstart project! ‘Underwrite a
Community Action effort! Establish
a Job Corps Center! By so. deing,
the wrinkle could be irored gut a-
long the way. Unfortunately, ‘this
view did not prevail. As a result
there has been great waste. Mis-
takes were made, not on a modest
scale, but in grand fashion and the
misfortunes of the Office of Eco-
nomic Opportunity (OEQ) are well
known.

Now, some three years later, much
has beer. learned at great cost. We
know that the individual programs
are important. Headstart, Work Ex-
perience, Upward Bound, Commu-
nity Action, legal services, the
Neighborhood Youth Corps, the Job
Corps and others are successful if
they have proper leadership. Lea-
dership is the key and there is no
better example than the Cleveland
Women’s Job Corps Center which
Dr. Zelma George has turned inte
a model program. ‘

As reported from the House Com-
mittee on Education. and Labor, S.
2388 authorized a total of $2.06 mil-
lion. A recommittal motion offered
by my Ohio colleague, Honorable
William Ayres, reduced this total
to $1.6 billion. I voted for this re-
committal motion because there was
general agreement that the cut
would be limited to an amount ap-
proximating the level of expendi-
tures for the current fiscal year.
it was a figure that would assure
tae continuation of tie currently
existing programs. Furthermore,
knowing that the Senate wants an
even larger amount next year, it is
a foregone conclusion that the a-
mount finally arrived at will be in
excess of what was spent this year.

Chopped meat should be used
up more quickly than meat in a
solid piece): If meat or poultry is to
go in the freezer, be sure the wrap-
pirg is airtight. The newest meat
trays are made of clear plastic and
are most satisfactory for home-
freezing because frozen meat does
not stick to them. Write the data on
the package and plan to use it while
it’s still at its peak of flavor. Beef
and lamb in a solid piece, such as
a roast or steak, will keep a year.
So will a whole chicken or turkey.
If meat is cut up or chopped, plan
to cook it within six months. Frozen
pork should be used in two months.

The course will
consist of three 80-hour units, a
total of 240 hours. The registration
fee for each unit is $30.00, which
includes the cost of textbooks.

Class registration is limited to 20
students per class. Students may
pre-register with the Division of
Adult Education, Cleveland Board
of Education, 1380 East Sixth St.,
Cleveland, Ohio 44114. Registration
blanks are available at the above
address, or may be obtained by tele-
phoning the Division office at 579-
0600.

There are no requirements for
enrolling in the course. However,
the State examiration will be open
only to unlicensed practical nurses
who have worked in Ohio as prac-
tical nurses for more than two years
immediately preceding the date of
application and have their applica-
tions signed by either two doctors,
iwo registered nurses, or one doctor
and one registered nurse.

Wagner, Coordinator
‘of the Practical Nurse Training for
the Cleveland Public Schools, is
serving as_Consultant to assist in
the establishment of the course. The
Cleveland Public Schools have, for

After April 1, 1971, under the
provisions of the newly amended
Ohio Nursing Practical Act, any
person who engages in the practice
of practicaf_' nursing ‘for compensa-
tion in' Ohio rnust hold a current
practical rurse license.

The law" provides a three-year
waiver period, during which unli-
censed persons who have been prac-
ticing as practical nurses may qua-
lify for licensure.
