1 smal! minced onion

1 slice (thin) baby beef
liver, cut in small pieces

15 cup raw rice (long grain
Carolina)

parsley (fresh minced)

beef broth (4 cups)

In a sauce pan melt butter,
add onion and saute until
lightly yellow. Add the liver
and raw rice and saute all
this tcgether until nice and
lightly yellow, being careful
not to burn any of the onion.

Keep stirring almost con-
stantly for “about 5 minutes.
Add about a quart of good
beef broth and simmer until
rice is cooked. The amount of
broth depends on how thick
or thin you prefer your soup.
When sérving sprinkle fresh
minced parsley on top.

After breakiast,

Jerusalem, we enjoyed an-
other relaxing ride.
We saw farming, an  abun-
dance of Olive trees and pass-
ed a refugee camp. Up we
went along winding roads,
and through Christian vil-
lages. From Hebron to Shi-
Ich women wear embroidered
dresses, and up north, plain
garments. Here the women do
all the work, while the men
relax, the way of life in this
section. Leaving Judea, and
entering Samaria, we trayeled
along hills, plains and valleys.
We stopped at Lebona Ex-

change, and nad another pan-:

oramic view of the lower val-
ley.

We continued along zig-zag
roads, passing the place where

Judas Iscariot lived. Sichen, -

now called Nablus has 80%
Moslems.

Another highlight in :his
tour was the site of Jacob’s
Well, where Jesus sat and
talked to the Samaritan wo-
man who gave him water to
drink. Construction of a Rus-
sian Orthodox Church besan
over the well in 1910.. The
Communists halted buiiding
when they took over. In Rus-
sia it remains unfinished, with
only the sidewalls standing.
We drank water from the
well, according to tradition
good for the stomach. Lively
tfunes were played in the

courtyard by Frank Novak.

The temperature for the last
two days was close to 100 in
this dry climate with little
humility.

We continued on in the an-
cient city of Moslems, and
viewed another sattlement be-
ing built on the west bank.
We passed the old Roman
Road, where Jesus and Mary
walked tc  Nazareth. Jenin
(garden) Jezreel is cultivated
10 times a year. Along the
Armageddon Valley there is
rich, fertile soil and produe-
tive farmland due, in part, to
irrigation and tractors. In the
distance we could see Mt. Ta-
bor, where the transfiguration
of Christ took place. In Nain,
an old village with no Chris-
tians, grows an abundance of
almonds, oranges and vepe-
tables. In the distance lay the
Golan Hts., under Syria until
1967, when Israel took occn-
pation. In Kinneret is a Jew-
ish section with homes of ce-
ment construction and irriga-
tion from the Jordan River.

We had our first glimpse of
the Sea of Galilee, 680 ft be-
low sea level, and erossed the
Jordan River. We passad a
cemetery with a light on each
tombstone — these are lit on
sperial occasions. After lunch.
we enjoyed a 45 minute ride
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in a boat on the Sea of Gali-
lee, with' music by Frank No-
vak and dancing in the rear
deck. After the Lord was bap-
tized in the Jorcan River, he
came to Galilee, where he
chose 11 disciples. The l.ord
spent 3 years in his public
ministry here.

We attended Mass in the
Church of The Beatitudes, lo-
cated in the outskirts of Ca-
pernaum, concelebrated by
Msgr. Baznik, Fathers Joseph
Courtney, Houston; Texas: Al
Fournier, Winnipeg, Canada;
and Father Jon Hemroo, Ob-
late, San Antonio, Texas. The
inscription on a wall near the
entrance of the church is the
following:

Pope Paul 6th. On the Vigil
of the Epiphany in 1964, pray-
cd in this church and read to
the pecple the
from the Gospel of St. Mat-
thew which were first pro-
claimed here.

On our next stop we visited

the Church of The Multipli-
cation. This Byzantine Church
of the 4th Century is being
renovated. The mosaic floor
of that period is still intact.
It was here that Jesus fed
five thousand people with five
loaves of bread and two fish.
We then proceeded to our
Hotel Kinnereth in Tiberias,
and enjoyed a delicious din-
ner. A social followed with
dancing on the patio to live-
ly polkas and waltzes by
Frank Novak.

After breafast, traveling
northwest, in the Valley of
Megiddo, there were cotton
fields in view, also the north-
ern Sea of Galilee, and the
United Nations area. Next we
continued along the Kinneret
Valley, a beautiful area, con-
taining rich and fertile farm-
land. We passed remnants of
a WW II British Camp. Next
we saw another highlight on
this tour, the Church of the
Marriage Feast. The church
was built in 1880 in the vil-
lage of Lana, on the ruins of
the original church of the
time of Jesus. It is now
manned by Franciscans. It
was here that Jesus chanzed
water . into wine, his first
miracle. A Mass was cele-
brated by Msgr. Baznik. Slo-
venian songs were sune after
Mass with music by Frank
Novak.
