BESTIAL "DUTY"

With sickening regularity, the press carries accounts of Nazi
atrocities committed during World War II. The accounts come to
light during trials of those accused of participating in the atro-
cities. One of the most shocking aspects of the testimony of the
accused is the standard excuse they offer for their acts. Time
after time, they have claimed immunity on the grounds that they
were, only acting under orders. The most recent instance has
occurred at the trial of 14 nurses who brought death to handi-
capped patients with lethal liquids either given orally or in cases
where the patients were too weak, by enema. In defending these
acts, one nurse said, “It was a law and I had to obey... After all,
I was a civil servant and could not turn down my duty.”

It seems the definition of “duty” becomes more deadly and
inexorable as society edges closer toward a total state. A mass
dedication to dictated duty submerges any normal concept of
right and wrong inherent in the individual. Those imprisoned
by a perverted sense of duty are escapists of the most despicable
sort. In the name of duty, they abandon conscience and decency,
compassion and fundamental truth. In minor ways, the excuse of
doing one’s duty covers all kinds of spineless acts in business,
private and public life.

We think we are different than the Nazis, but human nature
is pretty much the same the world over. Remove vidual re-
sponsibility, turn to the staie the final arbiter of right and
wrong, abolish personal courage; put in its place the bestial creed
of duty that we have seen under totalitarian government and
man is no longer fit to grace this earth. This is why people cannot
be thought of in a mass. They are individuals and as individ:
must be held accountable for their actions individually.

Whatever our shortcomings, U.S. citizens are kindly, tol-
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erant people. From the day this country was founded, ther have
believed in the importance of the individual
escapable personal responsibility to tell right
to act accordingly.

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‘JTPRESIDENTIAL SUCCESSION
AND INABILITY. After more
than 175 years of uncertainty about
-the constitutional means to be fol-
‘lowed in Presidential succession and
disability, last week the House ap-
‘proved a proposed amendment to
‘deal with executive transition. If 38
_states ratify the amendment within
.the next seven years it will become
‘the 25th Amendment to our Con-
. stitution.
The proposed amendment goes in-
to three Presidential questions. First,
.when the Vice President succeeds to
the office of President, how shall a
:new Vice President be chosen? Un-
-1il now, although there is a statu-
:tory line of Presidential succession,
!there is no procedure for chooting
;8 new Vice President (the United
. States has been without a Vice Pres-
ident sixteen times, for a total pe-
.riod of some 37 years). Second, how
ishall the President be declared un-
able to conduct the office of the
Presidency? Third, if an Acting
-President takes over the Presiden-
tial duties, how can a recovered
President resume his duties?
. The proposal provides continuity
:when the Vice Presidential oifice is
vacated. The President would nom-
inate a new Vice President, but he
would assume office only affer con-
firmation by a majority vote of both
the House and the Senate. In cases
of Presidential disability the amend-
ment states that the President may
declare himself disabled and permit
.the Vice President to become Act-
ding President. When a disabled
‘President fails to do this, the Vice
‘President with the written concur-
rence of the majority of the Cabinet
may determine that the Vice Presi-
:dent shall assume the duties of Act-
ing President. A corollary provision
permits the President to resume his
duties and terminate the Acting
Presidency. Should such a Presiden-
tial determination be challenged by
a decision to the contrary by the
Vice President and a majority of
the Cabinet, Congress would be
authorized to share responsibility
for a determination. Should they

vote, by a two-thirds majority in
each House, to sustain the Vice
President, the President could not
resume his coffice; without such a
vote, he would be returned to cffice.

The proposed amendment (S.
Joint Resolution 1), which passed
by a vote of 368 to 29, has merit and
I voted for it. Certainly it should
clear up the present ambiguity in
the Constitution as to just what de-
volves upon a Vice President when
a President is disabled. However,
this briefli recapitulation of the
Amendment’s major provisicns re-
veals the difficulty of attempting to
cope specifically with all the con-
tingencies which may arise. It is
hoped that it will provide adequately
for the all-important continuity cf
leadership needed in our Executive
Branch.
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THE TAXPAYER'S LAMENT

That ominous day, April 15, has
come and gone, but surely is not for-
gotten, particularly in the homes of
these taxpayers who paid more than
they expected or received less in re-
funds than anticipated as a result
of the under-withholding position
taken by the Administration last
year. Congressional efforts to ease
the impact were studiously ignored
by the Treasury Department, al-
though the Internal Revenue Serv-
ice has promised to consider hard-
ship caused by under-withholding
in determining charges for late re-
turns and payments. This problem
was called to your attention in an
earlier News Letler, dated February
27, 1965.
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STORM VICTIMS

Taxpayers in places officially des-
ignated as disaster areas (many sec-
tions of Ohio) are entitled to deduct,
on their 1964 returns, casualty losses
due to storms and floods in early
1965. This applies to losses in the
period January 1 to April 15. A claim
for a refund, either by filing an
amended return or Form 843 must

be made by July 15.

Though a small leak in a faucet
may not seem very important, it
can very quickly wear out the
faucet, says the Cleveland Plumb-
ing Information Counecil.

The Council points out that the
same erosion which can over mil-
lions of years develop a natural
scenic wonder such as the Grand
Canyon can in a very short time
completely ruin a dripping faucet.
The constant flow of water which
occurs between the leaking washer
of the faucet and seat against which
the washer should seal erodes away
the surface of the seat if the lesking
faucet is not repaired.

This erosion can actually ruin a
a faucet, making it necessary to
replace the entire faucet years soon-
er than would be the case if proper
maintenance were given when re-
quired. .

With' this in mind, says the
Plumbing Information Council, it
makes good sense to have your
plumbing contractor check all the
faucets in your home, both to re-
pair any faulty faucets and to head
off trouble caused by leaks.

While he is there, ask him to also
check the ball cock (water inlef
float valve) assembly inside each
water closet tank. Here, too, leak-
ing water can cause damage re-
quiring replacement of several parts.

If there is a leak, you can prob-
ably detect it by putting your ear
close to the tank. Any trickling or
hissing sound indicates a leak.

More Amazing Uses

Many skin conditions can be re-
lieved by an ice cube. Itching is
an outstanding example. When, the
skin itches, it is natural for a per-
son to rub or scratch, but relief is
only momentary. The itching not
only comes back, but more intense-
ly. More scratching and damage to
the skin follow. The application of
a cube stops the itching.

When the area is wide, then the
ice cubes can be finely ecracked,
placed in a Turkish towel which is
folded over so that the pack can
be adjusted to the contour of the
affected part. The pack' can be left
in place until all the ice melts and
reapplied as often as necessary. This
ice-pack method is particularly ap-
plicable to such places as the should-
er, in case of bursitis, or to the ankle
in case of sprain.

- The application. of ice directly to
the bare skin has been used in the
treatment of acne, insect bites, corns
and other dermatological conditions.

Does this direct application to the

hare skin ever cause frostbite —
which can be dangerous?
. No, it never does. Ice ‘is not
dangerous, because it refrigerates
the tissues, it does not freeze them.
Freezing does cause frostbite with
severe damage to the skin and un-
derlying tissues. Water freezes at
zero degrees Centigrade. Blood and
tissues freeze at a slightly lower
temperature. This means, that if
the skin is simply refrigerated the
temperature of the tissues is lowered
to somewhere between ‘a half and
five degrees above freezing. The
difference is not much, but it is
great enough to be a good margin
of safety.
