National President s Message

In th is  holy year, Our Holy Father stresses among 
other things also reparation. What is reparation? In our 
sp iritua l union w ith Christ, There m ust be on our part an 
a ttitude of repentance fo r fa ilures in our love. Repentance 
entails an undertaking to undo the evil th a t has been 
done. This kind of repentance is called reparation and it 
is above all love and obedience to  God in contrast to  lack 
of love and in subordination. One of the fundem ental ob li­
gations of a Christian is to  make reparation.

But it is impossible for us alone to make adequate 
reparation for offenses against infinite love. Out of love 
for us, God solved the problem. He sent his only son as 
man to make this adequate reparation. Christ did so by 
obcdience, by humiliations, by sufferings, by His passion 
anrl death.

Christ could have accomplished the work of redemp­
tion, of reparation, alone; He did not need us to  add to 
Hisi m erits. But He wills to make use of us so He may 
ircrease our m erits. Is not love more perfect by doing 
th ings together? He could have done w ithou t our coopera­
tion but because He loves us, He asks fo r it. If Christ 
can no longer hum ble Himself, He can do so in us because 
we are one w ith Him; if He ccn no longer suffer, He can 
su ffe r in us because we are members of His body.

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Madison Choir Tours France
By Hermine Dicke

Because our daughter, Kathy, be­
came a m ember o f the Madison Dio­
cesan Festival Choir, my husband 
and I were privi eged to  join th is  
group in its three week concert tou r 
of, prim arily, Southern France begin­
n ing May 10th. The 52 enthusiastic 
travelers included housewives, secre­
taries, nurses, music teachers, nine 
students, 13 marri'ed couples (one 
couple on the ir honeymoon). 41 w ith ­
in the group representing 15 parishes 
were part o f the singing cho ir under 
the inspiring and com petent direction 
of Professor Roger Folstrom o f the 
School o f Music, University of W is­
consin. Their singing was beautifu l 
w ith the technique o f professionals 
whether at the eleven scheduled con­
certs, in cathedrals and monasteries, 
state buildings, during receptions, be­
fore and a fte r many o f the meals or 
as we traveled in the bus —  I loved 
every m inute o f it. Two dedicated 
gentlemen planned the detailed itine­
rary fo r th is  extensive trip : Vernon Sell, 
a choir m em ber who is a teaching as­
sistan t in the School o f Music a t the 
University o f W isconsin and who had 
studied in France fo r three years and 
his French acquaintance, A lbert Le 
Cloarec, liv ing in Paris.

A fte r the 6:15 p.m. mass at the 
Chicago O’Hare A irport Chapel, the 
Icelandic A irline flew us to  Luxem­
bourg where an a ir conditioned sight 
se'eing bus fo r the 3600 m ile tr ip  was 
waiting. Heading across the border 
towards Epernay in France, the cham ­
pagne center o f the world, our bus 
broke down much to the chagrin of 
our non-English speaking, conscien­
tious and able French driver, we cal­
led Lou, Lou. In good sp irits  everyone 
visited the medieval castle nearby or 
stro lled through the village while re­
pairs Were made.

In Epemay at Champagne Meoier, 
one o f the champagne industries, we 
toured the vaulted cellars 180 feet 
underground in sm ell electric tra ins. 
Along the 12 m iles of passageways 
lie m illions of bottles stacked almost 
to  the ceiling in  the aging stage. The 
exact hum id ity  and tem perature and 
the technique in blending the wines 
and freezing out sedim ent in the pro­
cessing o f champagne were developed 
by a special group o f monks in 1853.

In six quaint and picturesque c i­
ties: Sainte Croix en Bresse, C hatillon / 
Seine, Chalon/Saone, Cordes, Lev- 
roux and Aygnay-LeDuc we stayed 
overnight w ith host fam ilies. T h i s

unique experience gave us the op­
po rtun ity  to  know these fam ilies per­
sonally, become fam ilia r w ith some 
o f th e ir culture and exchange unfor- 
getable experiences.

The excellent food in France was 
an experience in itself. An entree, for 
example, m ight include je llied beef, 
chicken, ham or pork: poached or ba­
ked fish, s tuffed tom atoes, sliced bo il­
ed eggs, soup, marinated tomatoes, 
artichokes or cucumbers. V e a l ,  
chicken, pork roast, beef and fish de­
lic iously prepared often w ith superb 
sauces usually composed the main 
part of the meal along w ith ample 
wine. Bowls of fresh lettuce salad, 
French bread, fresh vegetables fo llow ­
ed by an assortm ent of rich, creamy 
cheeses; fresh fru it  or fru it  compote, 
French pastries or parfa it and coffee 
completed the m'eal. However, at Au 
Pied de Cochon (At the Foot of the 
Pig), an in terna lly known restaurant, 
in Paris where French Onion Soup is 
featured topped w ith t h i c k  melted 
cheese, the soup and champagne was 
a satisfying meal in itself. Freshly pre­
pared French fries were frequently 
served and French bread, always w ith ­
out butter, accompanied every meal. 
Every b it o f the meat juices are soaked 
up w ith the bread.

We visited many medieval castle- 
fortresses w ith moats, draw bridges, 
iron gates, th ick  stone walls and 
towers topped w ith battlem ents which 
were orig ina lly designed fo r the de­
fense of the com m unity. However, 
there were o ther castles bu ilt at great 
expense ornate and lavishly furnished 
fo r the pleasure o f the nob ility  and 
the wealthy. Antiques? They were in 
the h istoric build ings as well as in the 
homes of our hosts’ fam ilies. Bob and 
I stayed one night in a 12 room sum ­

mer home o f a Parisian fam ily  where 
heirloom s 200 years old were in ­
terspersed th roughout. French provin­
cial fu rn itu re , hand sewn tapestries, 
hand woven rugs, wooden carvings, 
exquisite ly painted china, a n c i e n t  
clocks, pewter, copper pieces, pa in­
tings by the masters o f the world, fine 
glassware, Ming dynasty Chinese pot­
tery, and ju s t “ nicknacks”  some dated 
to  the 13th century were there fo r 
us to  enjoy in castles, chateaus and 
antique shops. In the Palace o f Ver­
sailles, the m ost beautifu l of all in 
Europe, in the splendid Hall o f M ir­
rors, President Woodrow Wilson signed 
th'e Peace Treaty in 1919 and Presi­
dent and Mrs. John Kennedy were 
lavishly entertained. From th is  specta­
cular room one can enjoy the me­
ticu lous and fo rm al French-s t  y I e 
gardens once a part o f tlvs 6000 acre 
estate, now a national park. In th is  
palace Marie Anto inette was married 
at 15 to Louis XVI and reigned until 
her death a t the early age o f 38 when 
she was beheaded during the French 
Revolution.

For the concerts the men in the 
cho ir appeared in black tuxedos w ith 
white ru ffled sh irts  while the women 
wore long black and white French 
designed dresses. All the perform an­
ces were benefit concerts w ith the 
proceeds collected fo r the support of 
many worthy causes: such as, the re­
pair or redecorating o f a particular 
church, fo r  ch ildren ’s funds, fo r camp 
funds and on one occasion fo r pro­
vid ing help specifica lly fo r brain da­
maged accident v ictim s. In apprecia­
tion , the French Government en ter­
tained us w ith an unforgettable dinner 
a t M eillant Chateau, the private re ­
sidence o f the Marquis o f M orlem art. 
Cocktails were provided in the garden 
w ith peacocks wandering about. The 
seven course dinner was served in 
the rom antic hunting-typ? d in ;nR room 
w ith a blazing fire  in the enormous

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fireplace. Unlim ited am ount of the f i ­
nest French wine and champagne were 
at hand. The entree ssrved on silver 
platters, a rtis tica lly  arranged, included 
crab meat on art'choke hearts, s tu f­
fed eggs, s tuffed tom atoes w ith ve­
getable salad, shrim p and deliciously 
prepared fish. The main meal con­
tained file t m ignon, the finest of beef
—  so tender it melted in your mouth
—  buttered fresh green beans, a se­
lection of several choice cheeses, rich 
ice cream and an assortm ent of de­
licate cookies and coffee.

Another h igh light of the tr ip  was, 
of course, the two day v is it o f Lourdes 
a t the foo t o f the Pyrenees Mts. At 
the 4 :30 p.m. ‘ ‘service fo r the s ick”  
in fron t of the fam ous gro tto  at least 
a thousand patients were lined up in 
long rows in wheel chairs and on carts 
w ith attendants and nurses everywhere 
helping when necessary. Many know 
the ir a ilm ent is incurable, but the 
com fort they receive in actually being 
there at the sacred gro tto  is most 
m eaningful to  them  and worth all the 
expense and effo rt. A placque nearby

bears out th is  sentim ent. The donor 
states th a t while his s ight was not 
restored, fa r more im portan t to  him, 
his fa ith  in God had been strength­
ened.

The sacred gro tto  is inspiring with 
the statue of the Blessed Virgin lo­
cated where she appeared before Ber­

nadette eighteen tim es in 1858. The 
rock below is worn to a shine by the 
kisses and th'e touch of people over 
the years. A m iddle aged priest held 
his eye glasses in the trick le  of water 
from  the sacred rock presumably tha t 
his vision be improved.

They, in 1916, 
settled on a 320 acre farm  in the 
M illston area from  which they retired 
in 1945 to  move to the village where 
they purchased a small grocery store 
and a filling  station. Two years later 
the grocery store was eniarged by a 
counter service coffee shop (4 stool 
coffee counter). Later, the Rest Best 
Motel was added nearby and operated 
by Mrs. Smrekar until her death. 
However, a fte r seven years in the res­
tau rant and service station business, 
the ir devoted son, John, and his lovely 
Slovak wife, Emma, took over the 
partenership. The coffee shop was 
enlarged to  an attractive ly designed, 
a ir-conditioned dining room to  seat 70 
people.

John and Emma are energetic, 
warm, enthusiastic and m ost hospit­
able people. They are proud of the ir 
th riv ing  business and jus tifiab ly  so. 
Emma does all the baking of cakes, 
cookies, pies and sweet rolls beginn­
ing a t 6 :30 every m orning —  7 days 
a week. She uses many of Grandma 
Smrekar’s recipes as well as a number 
from  our own cookbook, WOMAN’S 
GLORY, THE KITCHEN. Four cooks 
prepare the home made meals served 
daily from  7 A.M. to  10 P.M. Along 
w ith the many chores, John cuts all 
the meat having purchased the finest 
quality. I t ’s a real team e ffo rt and 
the ir devotion is reflected in the in ­
v iting  and pleasant dining room with 
delicious food. The business is located 
near T o m a h, o ff I 94 on U. S. 
highway 12. M a n y  Slovenians are 
am ongst the ir clients. My husband 
and I had a de lightfu l v is it while en-
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joying good food and taking a few 
pictures.

Grandma Smrekar died in 1963 and 
grandpa in 1968 at 87 years of age. 
Both enjoyed a meaningful and de­
dicated life. Their daughterin-law, Em­
ma, is happy to  share some of her 
recipes w ith you. A t another tim e she 
w ill assemble a few of G r a n d m a  
Smrekar’s recipes fo r Zarja.

For Zarja, Mrs. Smrekar, Jr. shares 
the fo llow ing recipes:

BEEF VEGETABLE SOUP

1 to  2 pounds of soup bone or shorl 
ribs 

\  cup barley 
1 cup diced carrots 
I  cup diced onions
I  cup diced celery
1 cup diced potatoes 
Salt and pepper to taste
1 tablespoon paprika (makes a nicer 

looking soup and colors the fa t a 
golden color).
Put soup bones or short ribs in a 

soup kettle and cover well w ith cold 
water —  about 3 quarts. Bring to a 
boil and boil gently covered fo r one 
hour. Skim soup.. Take meat out, cut 
into small pieces and put back into 
the soup. Add the vegetables, bring 
to a boil and sim m er fo r 30  m inutes 
longer or un til meat and vegetables 
are cooked. Mrs. Smrekar says: "C h i­
cken bouillon is a delicious flavoring; 
try  it in place of salt; and other ve­
getables can be s u b s titu te d ".

MOCK LOBSTER

Drop in salted boiling water frozen 
Pollock Fish and boil un til flaky. Drain 
and serve w ith 2 wedges oi lemon 
and in small individual containers 
melted butter. Squeeze the lemon over 
fish and dip bite-size pieces w ith a 
fo rk  into the melted butter. Delicious! 
Serve w i t h  creamed potatoes and 
salad.

POTATO DUMPLINGS

This recipe is excel,ent to use left 
over mashed potatoes.
1 cup cottage cheese (optional)
2 cups mashed potatoes
2 cups flou r
2 eggs
Vi pound butter, melted 
Salt, as desired

Mix together in to a s t if f  m ixture. 
Have ready an 8 quart kettle half fu ll 
o f boiling water. Make dum plings by 
ro lling a heaping tablespoon of the 
dough in the palm of your hands (a 
little  flou r on the hands w ill help 
against stickiness) and drop into the 
boiling water. Cover k e t t l e  s lightly 
open and boil fo r J hour.

Mrs. Smrekar: "Th is  recipe was used 
by both my m other-in-law  and m y­
self; very good and very easy". Serve 
w ith sliced roasted meat and top  all 
w ith meat drippings.

Prepare one pie crust. Mix together
