We climbed up to the Panthenon,

which is nea¥ the center of this tem-
ple district. When I looked at its
exquisitely proportioned pillars which
have stood the test of centuries, it
seemed to me that our efforts to re-
produce the columns of the Greex
architect are indeed rather futile.
* Among other ruins we saw the
Porch of the Maidens; the Propyaea,
great entrance hall, the Odeum of
Herod Afticus, Temple of the Winds,
and the Theater of Dionysus at the
base. In the latter we got a thrill
gitting in the same stone chairs in
which the ancient Greeks of renown
had sat, The names were all carved
on the bottem panel so that no
errors in seating could be made.

We visited the Museum before we
left and saw some of the most per-
fect creations in sculpture the world
has ever known. No wonder Ath-
ens is known as the Mother City of
Art. The statues were so beautifully
carved that they seemed to possess a
supernatural element—something hu-
man and something divine. My only
regret’ was that I hadn't had enough
education in art to really appreciate
their true beauty.

An interesting experience which
was peculiar to Greece alone was the
agllity with which a group of pro-
fessional photographers took pictures
of us. When first we had stopped by
the base of the Acropolis, we were
greeted by a host of camera men \\jho
quickly snapped pictures of us. It
was such a novelty, that when they
appeared five minutes later with the
developments, they sold readily at
ten cents apiece. -

We seemed to be good prospects so
thy followed us from temple to tem-
ple, taking shots at random of our
4 party just as though we were celeb-
rities, After awhile it became tire-
some, but still, we shall always re-
member the Grecian phctographers
for they made us feel important,
