And with the proper size of
lights, properly used, you can keep
nighttime insects at a minimum,

Actually, no uscful light of any
kind can help but attract some in-
sects. Naturally, the dimmer the
light, the fewe: insects are attrac-
ted.

But, the primary purpose of light
is illumiration. Otherwise, you
could use red light bulbs. Red has
the least attraction for insects. But,
what a horrible sight your garden
would be — your guests, too
when illuminated only by red bulbs.

The so-called yellow ‘“‘insect re-
pellent” bulbs do not actually repel
bugs. The yellow color merely con-
tains some red tones. So they at-
tract insects less than do the white
bulbs, which contain bluish tores.

However, you can fool the in-
sects this way: First, use 50-watt
yellow bulbs around your patio
and barbecue. Then, at the far end
of wour yard, install a couple of
150-watt white bulbs. The larger
bulbs, being vrighter, will serve
the main purpose of attracting most
of the iase.s.

One hint: With your patio softly
Ligzhted, turn off your house lights
berind, A glave of light from the
house will attract inseets, anyhow,
if the lighting level of tha patio
1s “cown.”

Postal Savings Plan
Iz Now Discontinmued

Under the provisions of P.S. 89-
377, which discontinued the Fostal
Savings System, all unpaid postal
savings deposits as of July 1, 1967
will be trarsferred to the Secretary
of the Treasury to be retained there
until proper claims for them are
made.

F. J. Lang, officer in charge of
the Cleveland Post Office is, again,
urging all local citizens who have
funds on deposit to take immediate
steps 'for closing out their accounts.
This can be done by applying at
the local station or branch deposi-
tory until June 30, 1967. Since all
deposits have ceased to accrue in-
terest as of April 26, 1967, it is
advisable to convert such funds
into United States Savings - Bonds
or other investments.

Postmasters will not pay accounts
after June 30, 1967 but will certify
them to the Treasury Department
for payment. Effective July 1, 1967
patrons will be required to present
these certificates to the superinten-
dent, Main Office Window Services,
Meain Post Office, West 3rd and
Prospect Avenue, Cleveland, Ohio,
and complete application Form 315.
Patrons applying by mail will be
furnished the required form and
instructions. Once each week all
applicatiors for withdrawal will be
forwarded to the Treasury Depart-
ment for payment of principle and
interest due. A check will be mailed

address given on Form 315.

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ANOTHER INCREASE IN THE
DEBT LIMIT. Once again the Ad-
ministration has come to the Con-
gress for an increase in the ceiling
on the National debt limit. This
increase of $29 billion, in addition
to the $6 billion increase that was
enacted less than three months ago,
would be the largest since World
War II. It would have established
a permanent debt authorization of
$365 billion.

Notwithstanding repeated and
ever more urgent danger signals,
the Administration has refused to
place its fiscal house in order. It
has consistently underestimated the
cost of the war to avoid a cutback
in nonessential spending. For ex-
ample, in January 1966, the Presi-
dent submitted a $112.8 billion, bud-
get that proposed defense expendi-
tures of $60.5 billion, Immediately it
became apparent that this was a
totally unrealistic figure in view of
the massive federal spending, but
the Administration continued to
adhere to its original Budget. Fi-
nally, in January, 1967 (after the
November electiors), the Admini-
stration disclosed that its expendi-
tures would amount actually to
$126.7 billion — almost $14 billion

Incredible as it may seem, the
Johnson Administration is again re-
peating the same misleading budge-
tary tactics. Last January, a deficit
of $8.7 billion was forecast. Now
the Treasury officially estimates
that the deficit will be $11 billion.
However, the Administration sought
borrowing authority to accommeo-
date a $29 billion deficit. Although
the Administration is attempting to
justify the fiscal plight of this coun-
iry on the basis that the Vietnam
War is a “costly war”, the facts do
not bear out this contention. As
projected in the January 1967 Bud-
get Message, over half of the pro-
posed $37 billion :ncrease in out-
lays from fiscal 1966 through fiscal
1968 is to be in non-defense pro-
grams.

Alarmed by the fact that “red
ink” in the Federal budget could
“burst all bounds, the Democrat
Chairman of the Ways and Means
Committee has stated... “We must
continually re-evaluaie cxisting ex-
penditure programs in the light of
a very objective measurement of
the benefits which they convey and
the costs which they will impose.
Every new program should be view-

cost will be five years from now,
ten years fromn now, or perhaps
fifteen years from now..."”.

It is important that the Adminis-
tration cut non-essential spending
and place before the Congress an
accurate estimate of projected de-
fense costs. A deficit of the magni-
tude contemplated is intolerable. It
would further escalate prices and
interest rates in what is already a
strained domestic economy. If we
are to avoid a runaway economy
that may lead to governmental con-
trol of wages, prices and credit, as
well as further increases in taxes,
there must be restrairt in federal
spending and an immediate imple-
mentation of expenditure priorities.
In view of these facts, I voted
against this further increase in the
debt limit, and it was defeated 197
Yeas to 210 Nays.

SOCIAL SECURITY EARNINGS
LIMIT. In the near future .the
House will be called upon. to pass
judgment on the Social Security
Amendments of 1967 as proposed by
the Administration. One of these
amendments relates to the amount
of outside earnings that people over
€5 may have without losing any of
their social security benefits. The
Administration’s proposal, as em-
bodied in. H.R. 5710, would increase
the "limit on outside earnings to
$1680 — which is $180 higher than
the present maximum. This in-
crease amounts to less than 50 cents
a day, which is far from adequate.
