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HITLER’S PHONY CRUSADE

When Hitler came into power in Germany and began build-
ing up his great military forces his promise to protect Europe’

against Communism lulled many of the Western countries into,
a dream of security, for it was hoped the German expansion
would exhaust itself in the East.

People of wealth feared Russian ideas regarding property
more than an expanding Germany, and people of poverty did not
realize that the Hitler regime would have no more respect for
organized religion than had been the case in Russia. By play-
ing on the fears and hopes of ‘these two groups Hitler set his|
stage for action, using many of the Russian ideas, although he
let the German business man retain title to property, and the
opportunity to take losses without many choices in qavmg how

the business was to be operated.

Russia, to the surprise of those who had believed Hitler's
anti-communistic outpourings, had a sudden change of policy
which promised gecurity if military supplies were sent to Ger-

many.

But the grain and oil apparently moved too slowly, the
British Isles resisted, and what at first seemed only propaganda
came to pass: Germany turned on Russia.

Now Germany again hopes to lull what is left of the Western
world by posing as a Saint George fighting the dragon of com-
munism. The Pope, in his last broadcast, showed plainly that he

did not believe this, but Hitler

this device to bring about dissension in the countries that are
arming and fighting against the German ideal of world domina-

tion,

The big problem now is what resistance can the Russians
offer. If the Germans can be held off until autumn, the winter
weather may force the Germans into another year without a
decisive victory, and in the meantime United States armaments
will be coming into full production and more will he available

for Britain.

It is hard for many people to choose what appears to them
the lesser of two evils. After having been trained for years to
dislike the Russian way of life, some people are unable to see
that any obstacles that weaken the German forces make it more
possible for our country to stay out of the war,

Already voices are raised in this country against any pos-
sible aid in the way of shipments of needed goods to Russia.
Probably little could be sent in time, but such a reaction to the
situation suggests that again country after country may go
down, when a united action against a common danger could pre-

vent the tragedy.

Japan realizes that a Germany, enriched by Russmn re-
gources, would take over whatever Japan might get in a military
grab, and would push on for power in Asia.

Hitler’s invasion of Russia is a move to destroy a potential
foe in the east so that the Reich’s full military might can be
shifted to the west., As Bishop Joseph P. Hurley, a former Cle-
velander, so convineingly pointed out, no Nazi measure to con-
fuse the issue with talk of a crusade against bolshevism should
be given attention in this change of events which may be the
turning point in the vast conflict.

Want a Job? National Youth
Administration Is Here to Help You

The National Youth Adminis-
tration, which is entering its
seventh year as a federal agen-
ey, stands ready to give Slove-
nian youth work experience to
enable them to get jobs in fac-
tories producing national de-
fense orders, said Karl Duldner,
Cleveland NYA Director.

“In the first five months of
this year, more than 1130 NYA
youth, including many Sloveni-
an workers, ]}ave left the NYA
program for jobs in private in-
dustry,” Duldner added, “and
the majority of these youth
were able to get these jobs be-
cause of preliminary NYA work
experience.”

Besides, public and parochial
schools have received more than
$1,450,000 during the past six
years to assist more than 22,000
youth to complete their educa-
tion. Included in that group
were many Slovenian youth,
who attended East High School
and Euclid Schools, which have
received $42,964 for 1017 stu-
dents,

Six years ago, on June 26,
1936, President Roosevelt es-
tablished NY A as an emergency
agency to provide speedy em-
ployment for 5,000,000 unem-
ployed youth between the ages
of 17-24,

Today, however, NYA is list-
ed as a full-fledged agency con-
tributing to national defense by
the Federal Advisory Commit-
tee op National Defense. Fur-
thermore, NYA now is set up
by Congress asg a bureau of the
national government within the
Federal Security Agency.

“The NYA shop. center, lo-
cated at 1865 East 57 Street, is

offering young men and women
between the ages of 16-24 work
experience in welding, sheet
metal, machine shop, wood
working, drafting, radio, power
sewing, home economics, cleri-
cal, orchestra and commercial
arts,” Duldner declared. Other
projects include hospital, map
making, and construction units.

Youth on the NYA program
are given free health examina-
tions by doctors approved by
the Cleveland Academy of Med-
icine. NYA youth are also eligi-
ble to attend regular board of
education night school classes
without charge.

To be eligible for NYA em-
ployment, youth must be citi-
zens, betveen the ages of 18-24,
High school graduates 16 and
17 years old also are eligible.
NYA headquarters are located
at 4300 Euclid Avenue.
