THE PERILS OF REGULATICN

When government expands its regulatory powers it may do
so with the best of intentions and hopes — but the result may
be confusions which are definitely damaging to productive entei-
prise and to the economy as a whole.

An interesting and little-known example is provided in a
letter written by the executive vice-president of the American
Retail Federation — which represents more than 800,000 retai
establishments of all kinds throughout the country — to the head
of the Federal Trade Commission. It has to do with federal law
as it applies to cooperative advertising — that is, advertising
which is jointly sponsored by suppliers and retailers.

This is an extremely complex matter, and solutions which
may be lawful and feasible for one line of retailing may raise hob
with another. That aside, the burden of the Federation letter is
that the standards imposed by the law are extremely vague, that
recent activities of the commission in this field have caused
serious concern within the ranks of retailing and that, in existing
situation, it may in many instances be too risky to adopt coobe-
rative advertising plans.

Unless the air is cleared, the damage that can be done is
obvious. Cooperative advertising is carried on at the local level,
and is a prime source of revenue to local newspapers. It has been
proven of particular value to smaller manufacturers and to those
attempting to introduce new products. And it is informative value

to the consumer.

This particular problem illustrates a general principle: Re-
gulatory laws must be framed and administered and interrelated
with the utmost care, if the public interest is to be served and
necessary rights are to be maintained.

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RAUDULENT USE OF CREDIT
CARDS. Last week I introduced
a new bill (H.R. 2828) to prohibit
the fraudulent or unlawful use of
credit cards that have been lost,
stolen, etc. The need for a Federal
law on this subject is obvious, due
to the fact that credit card frauds
have increased at a phenomenal
rate in recent years. From 1955
through 1961, it is estimated that
they have increased 1,100%. These
crimes affect many inillions of peo-
ple in this country to whom credit
cards have been issued as they are
liable for the use of such cards,
prior to notifyving the issuing com-
panies in the event they are lost or
stolen.

A number of State legislatures,
including that of Ohio, have recog-
nized the need for legislation in this
field. However, because, for example,
gasoline credit cards and telephone
credit cards are honored nation-
wide and used by a mobile popula-

tion, the matter is appropriately a
Federal interstate one. In the period
of a month a person committing
travel
through many States prior to the
time that the person to whom the
card has been issued may be aware
that the card is, being misused. Be-
cause of the mobility of the person
committing the fraud, he is often
reach of the State
where it was committed. The great-
er reach of, and respect for, a Fed-
eral criminal statute is needed as a
deterrent to such interstate wrong-
and to protect the
innocent credit card
holders who may be victimized. I
hope that the Committee on the
Judiciary will act on this legislation

OHIO’S SHARE OF
FEDERAL BUDGET

According to calculations by the
Research Department of the Ohio
Chamber of Commerce, Ohio tax-
payers’ proportionate share of the
cost of the President’s spending
program outlined in his Budget for
fiscal 1964 is estimated to be $5.57
billion or an average of $574.09 for
every person in Ohio. The State's
taxpayers pay 5.64 per cent of the

total Federal tax burcen. By com-
parison with taxes the citizen pays
the State, Ohio’s estimated share in
Federal expenditures (the Presi-
dent’s Budget) is 10.6 times the
$525,600,000 local taxes collected in
Ohio for public schools during the
calendar year 1960. It is 21 times as
much as the $264.9 million collected
in the last reported year from the
Ohio sales tax.

The interest cost alone on the
$300 billion Federal debt will cost
Ohio taxpayers $570 million next
year, or approximately $58.00 per
person. The enormity of this annual
interest charge which is increasing
each year as new deficits are in-
curred is dramatized by the fact
that Ohio’s share would finance the
greatest part of the State’s general
fund next year. :

The United States’ greatest con-
tribution in the area of cultural
relations with the new nations of
Africa is in the field of education.

These que-
stiors will cover such items as
number of weeks worked in 1962,
whether work was usually full-time
or part-time, amount of time lost
because of unemployment and other
reasons. description of principa] job
held during 1962 and similar items.

The special questions in the Feb-
ruary Current Population Survey
as well as the regular monthly
questions on employment and un-
employment are all being asked at
the request ‘of the Bureau of Labor
Statistics, U.S. Department of Labor.
