1940 STATISTICS

A Slevenian daily in Chicago pub-
lished a compilation or summary based
on its statistical report which is rather
interesting, It has already b:zen shown
that the tabulated results cannot be
taken as accurate or correct, neverthe-
less they are of value,

For instance, during the year 1940,
975 Slovenes have died in the United
States, Canada and South America.
This i5 based on the death column
similar to the one appearing in the
Slcvenian cof the Ameridka Domovina.
In 1939, 970 Slovenes were reported to
have died.

Cf the 975 perscns; 847 died a natur-
al death, the remaining 128 met their
:nd thrcugh violence,

Furthermore, of thesz 128 people, 46
were killed by automobiles, which was
the identical number of 1939. Thirty
more were killed in factories, where in
1939 only- 26 hadjdlled.. An additional
30 met their deaths through some ac-
cident as falling down stairs, drown-
Ing, ete., as against 27 for the year
previous. There were four murders,
compared to 13 in 1939. Twenty sui-
tides were recorded last year and 29
the vear before. 'Five were killed by
train and only three in 1939.

In the Slovenian cplonfes in South
particularly Argentina, 23
men and women of Slovenian parent-
age passed ;away,

Ancther interesting report is that
2fi convalescent$,  In 1940 there were
148 cases reported @s injured by auto-
nobiles, while cnly 122 met with sim-
lar accidents in 1939, At work, 105
men and women Were more or less
sericusly injured, in 1939 only 65, The
remaining injured. either ‘at home or
clsewhere, amounted to 99, as com-
pared to 78 previously.
2ven 14 Sloyenes burned to death, but
he ycar before five, Sixty cases of ar-
€ols were reported in the newspaper
luring 1940, and 53 the year before.

The Chicago paper, furthermore,
made announcements for 829 Sloveni-

2 weddings, which is double that of
'939. Silver weddings were celebrated
by no less than 129 couples and 80 in
230, goldén weddings by 14 in 1940
and eight in 19839. <

These statistics are not complete
and the comparison between 1939 and
1940 cannot be accepted as a final fig-

re. They do, however, represent a
‘air coverage of the Slovenian settle-
ments in America, and in a relative

‘nse are informative.
