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ROTECTING THE VIEW FROM

MOUNT VERNON. Legislation
is moving slowly through Congress,
as is wsual this early in the session,
but the tempo is expected to pick
up shortly. Committee meetings are
going on apace. My Foreign Affairs
Committee is meeting almost every
day as well as many other com-
mittees.

Last week I appeared before the
Subcommittee on Department of
Interior Appropriations, as the Vice
Regent for Ohio of the Mount
Vernon Ladies’ Association, in sup-
port of an appropriation to com-
plete the purchase of land to
protect the view across the Potomac
River from Mount Vernon. You will
recall that in 1960 a proposal to
construct a sewage treatment plant
on this historic lJand was announced
by the Washington Suburban Sani-
tary Commission, a local govern-
ment body which has condemnation
powers. It was apparent that some
immediate action was necessary to
preserve the nationally significant
values of this area from inevitable
destruction by undesirable residen-
tial, commercial and industrial
development. Legislation for preser-
vation and protection of the area
was introduced into the Congress in
1961 and the Act was passed without
a dissenting vote within 60 days
.after it had been introduced, and it
became Public Law 87-362. How-
ever, to implement the Act a gov-
ernmental appropriation of $937,000
was required to match the more
than $1 million in land values
which private foundations agreed
to donate. Last year in the closing
minutes of the 87th Congress a
compromise appropriation of $213,-
000 was voted, leaving a balance of
$724,000 which is needed. This
amount has been recommended by
the Department of Interior and it
is included in this year’s bhudget.

To me i{ would be tragic should
this Congress fail to vote the money
to complete the purchase of this
beautiful area, beloved by President
Washington and appreciated by all
the millions (including many
OChioans) who visit his home year
after year, who step out from the
East Portico to stand on his lawn
and drink in the beauty of the scene
with gratitude. They go away re-
freshed and strengthened as he
must have been. It has been amply

demonstrated that private owners
cannot hold back the real estate
developers who are standing by with
their bulldozers. Only the Federal
Government can truly protect this.
area, and action must be taken now
to protect this land that contributes
so much to the beauty of our
greatest National Shrine, the home
of our first President, General
George Washington. If you feel as I
do about this, won't you express
your feelings to the Members of the
Subcommittee: Hon. Michael J,
Kirwan of Ohio, Chairman; Hon.
Winfield K. Denton of Indiana,
Hon. Julia Hansen of Washington,
Hon. William H. Harrison of Wyom-
ing, and Hon. Ben Reifel of South
Dakota.

PROPOSED LEGISLATION ON
FOREIGN AFFAIRS PERSONNEL

One of the many important pieces
of legislation in the field of foreign
affairs to come before the Congress
this session will be the recommen-
dations ‘of the Herter Committee.
President Kennedy appointed a
Committee of experts headed by
former Secretary of State Christian
Herter to review the structure and
organization of our foreign service
and related agencies concerned with
foreign relations.

The Herter report- makes three
key proposals which if adopted will
have far reaching consequences for
the personnel and conduct of these
agencies. It calls for: (1) a single,
foreign affairs personnel system in
the Department; (2) the Establish-
ment of a “compatible family of
services” hetween the foreign serv-
ice, the USIA, and the Agency for
International Development; (3) the
creation of a Foreign Affairs Col-
lege at the graduate level for career
officers.

These recommendations will soon
be thoroughly studied by the For-
eign Affairs Committee. It is ex-
ceedingly important that the Con-
gress and the Executive Branch co-
operate on any and all efforts to
improve the quality and efficiency
of the many people in the various
executive departments who engage
in the conduet of American foreign
bolicy. Now more than ever we must
pull together, for the “Cold War” is
not by any stretch of the imagina-
tion nearing a sucecessful conclusion.
