Nekaj zagrizenih
afriskih politikov v samostojnih afriSkih republikah lahko
nahujska ¢rne rodezijske domacine, da se uprejo beli vla-
di.

Tretja vrsta virusov je pa ta-
ka, da se virus, ko se prerine v
stanico tkiva, zdruzi z jedrom
stanice, ker ni navidezno popol-
noma ni¢ strupen. S tem pa se
0 bnasanje stanice popolnoma
spremeni. Stanica postane raka-
sta. Rakaste celice ali stanice se
zelo hitro mnozijo, so pomlaje-
ne z novimi hromozoni vsled

zdruzitve 'z virusom. Vsled tega

pojava ni ¢udno, da se znanstve-
nikom ni posrecilo iztakniti vi-

rusov' pri- raku, kot so jih ‘pri

drugih virusnih obolenjih.

Vendar, ¢eprav niso ti virusi
za telo skoro nié¢ strupeni, orga-
nizem ima le nekaj obrambnih
snovi proti te vrste infekeij.

43,000 Fans fer Baseball
Oakland,’ Calif. — The stadium
at -the $30,000,000 Oakland-Alameda
County , Coliseum Complex will
feature a unique design for conver-
tibility from baseball to football,
according to R. T. Nahas, president

of Coliseum, Inc.

There will be twelve movable
sections, totaling approximately
3,500 seats in the outfield and 1,200
in the infield. When the baseball
setup is shifted around for football,
the football field will be marked in
across the infield rather than the
traditional home plate to outfield
layout. With this system, it is poin-
ted out, a greater percentage of the
total seating will be good seats for

When set up for baseball, the
field will measure 330 feet down
the foul lines and 410 feet to center
field and will seat just over 48,000.

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THARKSGIVING 1965

Yesterday we celebrated one of
our most importent holidays
Thanksgiving. This would seem to
be a good opporturnity for all of us
to reflect on the history of this ce-
lchration as well as some of the
benefits and privileges we Amer-
icans enjoy and for which we should
pe most thankful. One of the first
cfficial Thanksgiving observances
was proclaimed by Governor Wil-
liam Bradford of the Plymouth Col-
cny in 162i. The Pilgrims gave
thanks to Ged for a bountiful har-
vest after a period of suffering and
starvation.

There was, of course, no sugges-
tion then that the holiday become
an annual one. It was simply an
act of faith by a people who were
deeply thankful that their grain
bins were full and that they had
food to last through the rigors of
the coming winter. One hundred
and sixty-eight years were to pass
before a “national” day of Thanks-
giving was proclaimed by George
Washington — thanksgiving for the
freedom this country had at last
achieved — Thanksgiving for the
Iiberty to pursue happiness, each in
his own way. Still, Thanksgiving
Day did not become a yearly event
celebrated by the whole Nation.
Another seventy-four years were to
pass before Abraham Lincoln in
1863 proclaimed that the fourth
Thursday in November be celeb-
rated as a day of national thanks-
giving. That is the background of
our great rational holiday!

Today, we as a nation have so
much to be thankful for that it is
difficult to know where to start.
We have an abundance of food and
cther resources, but above all else
we are rich in our rights and our
ireedoms the spiritual posses-
sions with a value beyond any
price. There is no question that
America is the wonder and envy
of the world. That the world envies
us our material wealth is natural
enough. A hungry man is hyp-
notized by the sight of a full dinner
place. But the people of some of
the less fortunate nations are more
deeply envious of our spiritual pos-
sessions — our freedom of speech,

freedom of religion, freedom of the
press. They seem to sense that it
is upor. these spiritual possessions
that our material abundance is
based. How right they are! I some-
times wonder if Americans ftruly
realize how completely these two
are interlaced — how much the
one depends on the other; how
much, in fact, the one is the out-
lgrowth of the other. Our: present
‘pre - eminence in the world was
reached under a system of free and
urtrammeled individual liberty. This
we must never forget!

The United States grew in less
than 200 years from 13 poor strug-
ghing colonies to a strong and re-
spected nation of 50 states because
of its people and the priceless kind
of government given us by our fore-

fathers at Constitution Hall in Phi-
!ladelphia. We did not grow from a
country of magnificent open spaces,
rmarvelous forests and vast inland
seas into a country whose -cities
awe the world because a Federal
Government decreed that it should
be so. The inventive genius of the
individual, his dogged determina-
tion, his capacity for labor when
he knew that the fruits of his labor
would remain his — this is what
gave us our present greatness.

As we ‘“give thanks” let us count
cur blessings and resolve to pre-
serve for our children and our
children’s children the great heri-
tage of the Unrited States of Amer-
ica.

Profile Of The Bmerican Hunier

CAR AND CANINE

The hunter’s two most faithful friends are his car and his canine
companion. The need for an automobile in hunting today is essen-

tial; over 85 percent of hunters

use the car to get to and from

their shooting sites. They ride an estimated 5 billion automobiles

in pursuit of hunting recreation.

Time was when the hunter was
cither a check-shirted rustic or a
wealthy sportsman. But today’s rush
{0 the duck blind .is. being led by
that vast “midle group” in America
that stretches to ‘include corpora-
tion executives and college profes-
sors, bookkeepers and. bus drivers.

What all these men have in com-
mon is a desire to escape tempo-
rarily from routine, conformist en-
vironments. All respond to ‘the ad-
venture of the outdoor life. Hunt-
ing holds out a promise of challenge,
of simplicity, and of independence.
For many men — scarred by a
bruising encounter with Modern
Womanhood — hunting represents
the best area to confirm and express
their masculinity. 7

Women, however, have estab-
lished an ever-widening beachhead
on what was one of the most male-
dominated activities. Today over a
million modern. Dianas have taken
to the fields—and their number is
increasing.

Most people would guess that the
average hunter is on the oldish side
probably because of the image of
the grizzled old-timers of legend.
Actually hunting is very much an
every-age sport. While the US Fish
and Wildlife Service finds that out
cf a study of 14 million especially
active hunters the largest number
are in the 45-64 age bracket, they
also point out that there are over

two million hunters between the

ages of 12 and 17!

Hunters seek out all types of
game with the ' largest number —
about 12 million — setting their
sights for small game varieties, Over
two million hardy souls willingly
bear the early hours and  watery:
discomforts of waterfowl huntirg.
A mere 600,000 lay claim to being
big game hunters which isn't too
surprising as there isn't generally
much big game around.

“Today's hunter is the most for-
tunate of all time in America,” ac-
cording to W. R. Kelty, Jr., vice
president and assistant general man-
ager, Winchester-Western Division
of Olin Mathieson Chemical Corpo-
ration.

“Despite the oft-heard reference
to the ‘good old days,” there is more
game available in the nation now
than at any time past. Deer, for
example, are more abundant than
when Columbus first set foot on
our shores. With modern scientific
techniques and equipment, game is
better managed, too. Ultra-modern
cars, expressways and efficient road
retworks permit us to reach game
country quickly and safely.

“What’s more,” Mr. Kelty em-
phasizes, “today’s American hunter
has far more leisure time and op-
portunities to hunt for sport than
his grand-daddy or even his father
ever had. In the year 1800, the aver-
age work week was 84 hours and

even at the turn of the present
century it had slackened only to
52 hours. Certainly today’s far
shorter work week allows us to
devote more time to hunting than
our forebears dared to dream of
back in the ‘good old days’.”

According to a recent survey spon-
sored by Outdoor Life Magazine,
the hunter is a prime mover in the
American economy. The approxi-
mately 20 million wood, field, and
stream-ers make cash registers jin-
gle to the tune of over a billion
and a half hollars. And to keep the
shopkeepers even happier is the
fact that there is a five percent in-
crease in the number of hunters an-
nually.

The hunter is one of the country’s
leading buyers — generally at an
age still young enough to need just
about everything in terms of equip-
ment and old enough to be able to
pay for it. Here is one of the few
markets remaining where men
value that old-fashioned thing called

to pay for it.

Ever alert to new developments
in the gun field, hunters are quick
to accept the latest quality improve-
ments and will not blink at paying
a substantial sum for a superior
rifle. With deer on the increase, a
growirg number of whitetail hun-
ters by necessity as well as by pre-
ference have been turning to the
shotgun as their principle tool. In
recognition of this trend, Winchest-
er-Western now offers a newly de-
signed Deer Gun version of its
popular shotgun models, the Model
1200 slide action and the automobile
Model 1400.

Neot only does the hunter purchase
fine sporting arms and eguipment,

game such as the ring-necked

Hurters are particular about the quality and craftsmanship of
their guns and ammunition. Whether it's a slide action field gun
for less than $1000 or the classic double barrel Grand American
for $3,500, hunters for years have relied on Winchester-Western'’s
precision crafting and sure-functioning reliability.

Lut he surrounds himself — often
lavishly — with the accoutrements
of the hunting scere.

" The boating industry . credits
hunters with accounting for $2000
million — neary 10 percent of its
gress volume. This includes pur-
chases of new and used boats, out-
board motors, safety equipment,
fuel, launching expenses and re-
pairs. >

The government too, has felt the
golden touch of the hunter. Before
he even pulls the trigger he has to
pay the fees, permits and licenses
that net the Federal till over $70
million yearly.

In all, hunters account for about
a billion and a half dollars in ex-
i penditures. This testifies to more
thar. an ‘interest in hunting; it un-

‘derscores the openhandedness with

‘which hunters approach their lei-
an attitude

‘which contributes heftily to the
national economy. :

Winlertime Is a Woman’s
Whirl - Choose Shoes
With Care

The busy winter season keeps us
fast, frantic ard forever on our
feet, especially the ladies. It's a
woman’s whirl — what with holi-
day entertaining, Christmas shop-
ping, rounds of visits, in addition to
daily housework, marketing and
other chores.

No wonder, reports the American
Foot Care Institute, that the great
rnajority of patients in any podia-
trist’s office is women. Not only is
woman’s footwork never done, but
often her foot troubles are self-
induced. The agony of bunicns,
blisters and corns is largely due to
the sheoes she wears, plus lack of
proper foot care.

Dr. Benjaminr, Kauth, prominent
podiatrist and director of the Ame-
rican Foot Care Institute, offers
the following advice in avoiding
the wintertime woes of pinched and
pain-wracked feet:

While doing housework, wear
shoes with supple leather uppers
and sturdy flexible leather soles.
Never wear flimsy slippers or bro-
ken-down pumps that offer neither
support nor safety. Plastic, canvas
and rubber playshoes are no better
— they give no support and trap
unhealthy perspiration inside the
shoe. A leather shoe “breathes”
through the natural pores of the
leather, keeping your foot dry and
comfortable.

Dress and casual footwear (in-
cluding hoots) for long shopping
tcurs, evenirgs out and other occa-
sions should follow the same rule:
leather is best. Mid heels are re-
commended and — fortunately —
are currently very much in fash-
ion.

When shoe shopping, buy foot-
wear that fits. Good fit means your
toes are comfortable, not cramped,
so that blood circulates properly
and tender nerves and muscles are
rot squeezed. Shoes should fit
snugly around the heels, otherwise
they will slide up and down and
raise blisters.

Don’t neglect your feet. Examine
them frequently, especially if you
suffer from circulatory or other
chronic ailments. Beware, however,
of self-treatment. Corns, calluses
and blisters should respond to a
change of shoe or stocking size —
or style. If not, see a qualified po-
diatrist. “Bathroom surgery” is
dangerous and expensive.

Change your shoes and stockings
often. It's a wise woman who does
not wear the same pair of shoes
two days in succession.

Following the few simple rules
listed above, says Dr. Kauth, you
should come through the whirl of
winter (also spring, summer and
fz11) with feet flying.
