POŠTNE ZANIMIVOSTI
Malo je ljudi v tej deželi, ki 

ne bi prejemali nikakih pošt­
nih p ošiljk ; ako ne pisem, do- 
bivamo vsaj časopise. V vseh 
večjih  m estih  se poštne pošilj­
ke dostavljajo na domove ali v 
urade; pošta se razvaža in do­
stavlja tudi po deželi. Le v 
prav malih m estecih morajo 

| preb ivalci. hoditi v poštni urad 
po svojo pošto. Ako bi poštni 
sistem  hipoma odpovedal, bi bi­
la vsa dežela paralizirana, kljub 
temu, da imamo brzojav, te le­
fon in radio.

Pošta Zedinjenih držav je še 
primeroma mlada ustanova, saj 
bo 26. julija t. 1. stara šele ICO 
let. Leta 1775 je kontinental­
ni kongres sklenil, da bodi po­
šta v federalni upravi. Pred 
tem časom so kolonisti posku­
šali z različnimi poštnimi siste­
mi, toda z zelo slabim uspehom. 
Poštno omrežje je hitro rastlo 
in leta 1815 je bilo že okrog 2,- 
500 poštnih uradov in 50,000 
milj poštnih cest.

Poštne pristojbine so bile 
nekdaj znatno višje, kakor so 
sedaj. Za pismo, poslano iz 
N ew Yorka v Philadelphijo je j 
bilo treba plačati 10 centov, za 
pošiljatev iz New Yorka v Vir­
ginijo pa 25 centov. Pozneje 
je bilo treba plačati od pisma, 
ki je bilo poslano do BO milj da­
leč, šest centov; od 30 do 80 
milj, deset centov; do 400 milj, 
25 centov. Poštnina se je po­
lagoma zniževala in leta 1855 
j c bilo že mogoče poslati na­
vadno pismo kamorkoli po Ze­
dinjenih državah za tri cente.

D ostavljanje pošte na domo­
ve ali urade naslovnikov je b i­
lo vpeljano šele leta 1853; prvi 
poštni nabiralniki ob cestah so 
bili postavljeni v New Yorku 
leta 1888. Poštnina se je pr­
votno plačevala v . g  o t o v i n i ; 
znamke so prišle v porabo šeie 
med leti 1840 in 1850. R egi­
striranje poštnih pošiljk je bi­
lo vpeljano leta 1855 in prvi 
poštni money ordri so bili iz­
dani leta 1854. Navadne do­
pisnice so bile vpeljane leta 
1873, poštno hranilnični odde­
lek pa je bil pri ameriški zvez-1 
ni pošti vpeljan šele leta 1911.

Danes je v Zedinjenih drža­
vah okrog 50,000 poštnih ura­
dov. Dohodki zvezne pošte zna­
šajo okrog 600 milijonov dolar­
jev letno, izdatki pa okrog 800 
milijonov dolarjev. Pred do­
brimi 65 leti je vrednost pošt­
nih money ordrov znašala pri­
bližno milijon dolarjev letno; 
zdaj se pa pošlje vsako leto 
okrog 1700 milijonov - dolarjev 
potom teh poštnih nakaznic. V 
letu 1850 je bilo izdanih za pri­
bližno dva milijona dolarjev 
poštnih znamk; zdaj pa se jih  
porabi za 10 do 20 bilijonov 
dolarjev.

Zvezna poštna hranilnica, ki 
je bila vpeljana leta 1911, se 
je razvila v velikanski hranil­
ni zavod; ima 2,500,000 vložni­
kov in okrog tisoč milijonov do­
larjev v hranilnih vlogah. Po­
sebno popularna je postala pošt­
na hranilnica tekom velikega 
finančnega poloma pred dvemi 
leti, ko je toliko bank propadlo 
ali bolj ali manj zamrznilo. 
Poštna hranilnica se je izkazala 
za absolutno varno hranilno in­
stitucijo, kjer ni nihče izgubil 
niti centa in je vsak vložnik do­
bil svojo vlogo ali del vloge iz­
plačano, kadarkoli je hotel, tudi 
v dneh splošne bančne zaprtije.

Nova hranilna ustanova zvez­
ne pošte so takozvani “baby 
bonds,” ki se prodajajo v pošt­
nih uradih. Nominalna vred­
nost teh bondov je  $25.00,

Raznih 
vrst topoli uspevajo skoro pov­
sod, po m estih in po deželi, toda 
nekaterih vrst topoli imajo to 
slabo lastnost, da pošiljajo kore­
nine v odvodne cevi in jih za­
mašijo.

Clevelandski 
Slovenci so izvolili poseben od­
bor s predsednikom V. J. Gri­
lom, tajnikom Ivanom Jonte- 
zom in blagajničarko Antonijo  
Simčičevo, ki je v razmeroma 
kratkem času zbral vsoto 500 
dolarjev, za katero je slikar od­
stopil sliko, prvotno cenjeno na 
800 dolarjev. V pismu s kate­
rim je odbor obvestil Narodno 
galerijo o svoji akciji, pravijo 
naši ameriški rojaki med dru­
gim :

“Dnevi ameriške Slovenije so 
šteti, toda preden bo ameriško
morje pogoltnilo nas otoček, ža­
limo pokloniti svoji stari domo­
vini majhen spomin, ki naj bo 
priča, da ameriški Slovenci ni­
smo pozabili svoje rodne domo­
vine, dasi nam ni mogla nuditi 
eksistence in je  bil naš boj za 
obstanek v tujini izredno težak, 
temveč da smo vedno mislili n a ­
njo in vzlic temu, da smo bili 
stalno izpostavljeni tujim  vpli­
vom, ostali v bistv*i njeni otro­
ci. Obenem pa naj ta naš dar 
priča stari domovini, da je eden 
izmed njenih sinov postal v no­
vem svetu velik in spoštovan 
umetnik.” — V pismu sporočajo 
tudi, da se je v času njihove 
akcije mudil v Clevelandu oper­
ni in koncertni pevec Anton 
Šubelj, ki je bil takoj iz lastne 
pobude pripravljen, da priredi 
koncert v ta namen.

Robots will be t ire less ,  invu lnerab le ,  
im m u n e  to gas,  g e rm s  and fi ts  or t e m ­
per. Som e robots,  which have a lready  
been  invented , have been tau g h t  to a n ­
s w e r  te lephone,  open doors,  to adm it  
people, a n sw e r  quest ions ,  and do o th e r  
helpful m echan ica l  tasks .  They  are 
pu t  into motion by rem ote  control,  
usua l ly  th ro u g h  photoe lec tr ic  reac tion  
or by cer ta in  so u n d s  m ade  by the  h u ­
m an voice, a te lephone  bell, etc., ac ­
cord ing  to th e i r  in te rna l  construction .  
At p re sen t  the  pho toelectr ic  ceil is b e ­
ing used at P e n n sy lv a n ia  s ta r ion  in 
New York City. The  doors  between the 
ga tes  and the  w aiting  room open a u to ­
matically  upon the  approach  of a p e r ­
son. How ever,  these  p re sen t  invented 
robots  a re  ju s t  a sam ple  of w hat  the 
robo ts  will  be, and can do, in the  
fu tu re .

ni tobak (nicotiana a ffin is) in 
kapucinarje (nasturtium s).

mine (balsam ), aistre (a ster), 
californijsk i mak (C alifornia  
poppy), slam nate rože (helich- 
risum ), lobelia, ostrožnik (lark­
spur), petunia, p 1 a m e n k a 
(ph lox), mak (poppy), nevesti­
ca (m ourning bride), sanvita- 
lia, salvia, sladki grah (sw eet 
peas), sončna roža (sunflow er), 
verbena in zinnia. Portulaka  
(portulaca) je  zelo priporočlji­
va nizka cvetka za zelo suho, 
sončno in plitvo gredico. E no­
letna rastlina z velikim , lepim, 
tropskim listjem , ki zraste več 
čevljev visoka, je klošček (rici- 
nus). Vse navedene enoletne 
cvetlice je  navadno mogoče po­
sejati na prosto že v aprilu.

Za kuhinjski vrt so, poleg ne­
izogibnega peteržilja in koren­
čka, priporočljive še sledeče di- 
šavne rastline: janež (a n is e ) ,i 
prežilka (sw eet basil), žafran  
(sa ffro n ), majron (sw eet mar­
joram ), tim ijan (thym e), pelin 
( worm wood) in pehtran (tar­
ragon).

Lepe vejčletne cvetlice poleg1 
onih, ki so bile navedene za sen­
čne prostore, so še: anemone, 
kampanule (cam panula), mar­
jetice (Shasta  d aisy), večletni 
ostrožnik (delphinium ), večlet­
na plamenka (p h lox), potonke 
(peonia), kitajski naglji (diant- 
h us), naprstec (d ig ita lis), več­
letni mak (perenial poppies) in 
popelni (hollyhocks).

His  fa th e r  was a 
na tive  of Sco tland  and  a n ep h ew  of 
R obertson ,  the  ce leb ra ted  h is to r ian .  In 
ear ly  life, H e n ry  en g ag ed  in ang lin g  
and  h u n t in g ,  and he seem ed  too in ­
do len t  to app ly  h im se l f  to any  re g u la r  
occupation .  H e  m anag ed ,  however,  to, 
p ick up a good deal of  g en era l  in fo r ­
m at ion  and he seem ed  to p o ssess  by 
in tu i t ion  a p ro fo u n d  know ledge  of h u ­
m an  n a tu re  in all its v a r io u s  phases.  
H a v in g  fa iled  success ive ly  in “ s to re  
k e e p in g ” and  in fa rm ing ,  he a t  leng th  
w as inclined to t ry  the  p ro fess io n  of 
law.

For a few y e a rs  th is  seemed to p ro m ­
ise no b e t te r  su c cess  th an  h is  fo rm er  
occupation  had alone, bu t  he  was e m ­
ployed in 1755 to plead the  cause  of 
the people  a g a in s t  an  u n p o p u la r  tax. 
This  g re a t  speech  las ted  for m ore  th an  
two hours .  F rom  th a t  m o m en t  to the 
p re sen t  day he h as  been  reg ard ed  as 
the  g re a te s t  of A m erican  ora to rs .  H e  
was a z ea lo u s  pa tr io t  in the W ar  of 
the  Revolution  and  w as one of the  
m ost  p ro m in e n t  and in f lu en t ia l  m e m ­
bers  of  the  V irg in ia  Leg is la tu re .  H en ry  
was also a de leg a te  to the  f irs t  g enera l  
C o n g ress ,  which  m et  at P h i lad e lp h ia  
in Sep tem b er ,  1774, and his voice was 
the  f i r s t  to b re ak  the s i lence  of th a t  
assem bly .

His  e loquence  on th a t  occasion is 
sa id  to have a s to n ish ed  all his l i s te n ­
ers.  In 177(5 he w as  elected g overnor  
of  V irg in ia ,  and a f te rw a rd  twice  r e ­
elected. In 1795 W a s h in g to n  a p p o in t ­
ed h im  se c re ta ry  of s ta te .  H e  d ied in 
1799.
