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honored for our efforts.”
According to Thomas V. 

Chema, chairman of OBA, 
lighting on two of the Lausche 
building’s 13 floors were con­
verted as a demonstration of 
the project’s economic 
feasibility. The result was a 
savings of 38% in lighting 
costs. Once the remaining 
floors are retrofitted with new 
lighting later this summer, 
annual savings of $100,000 are 
expected.

Chema also said that OBA 
plans to expand energy effi­
ciency upgrade projects to its 
other four office buildings us­
ing the Lausche project as a 
model.

According to U.S. EPA 
guidelines, lighting changes 
alone in the Lausche building 
will save the equivalent of 683 
tons of carbon dioxide, 6 tons 
of sulfur dioxide and 2.5 tons 
of nitrogen oxides, annually. 
The avoided carbon dioxide 
pollutions alone is approx­
imately equal to 150 
automobiles.
The building was named after 

Frank J. Lausche, former 
Cleveland judge, mayor, five- 
times Ohio governor, and two- 
term U.S. Senator from Ohio.

I’m the most European of the 
group.”

The upkeep of these family 
traditions is what propelled 
Snyder, a first-generation 
American, into cooking and 
baking dishes of all national 
origins, she said.
“I love good, quality food,” 

she said. “I take recipes and 
build up on them. I associate 
good times with food. Cook­
ing and creating — putting a 
meal together — is fun.

“It’s the tradition that’s 
more important than 
anything. That’s what makes 
America so interesting and 
wonderful,” she said.

Dinner parties at the Snyder 
household call for an all-day 
preparation because of the 
formal, elegant effect she likes 
to achieve.

“I have to have the touch,” 
she said. “The crystal, the 
good china, the flowers. There 
have to be candles. Half the 
meal is consumed by the eyes. 
Half the time my eyes are as 
big as my stomach.”

Snyder entertains for her 
own family functions, giving a 
recent goodbye party for her 
moving neighbors, followed 
by a party for her niece’s 
christening and a Memorial 
Day picnic.

For each event, she prepared 
chicken, roast beef, rigatoni 
and lots of desserts, she said.

“Then I’ll go for a month

without anything,” she said. 
“Baking is always big at 
Christmas. But if anyone 
wants to take me out to eat, 
I’ll go. I enjoy going out.”

This part-time nurse and 
mother of two said she does 
spend a lot of time in the kit­
chen, more to satisfy her hob­
by and interst in cooking, she 
said.

“I like to have company,” 
she said. “Sometimes I’ll pro­
bably start the desserts the day 
before. My husband’s always 
scolding me, asking, “why do 
you torture yourself like 
this?” I tell my company I’m 
experimenting and they are 
trying my experiments.”
But her family cannot eat like 

this every day, Snyder said. 
She likes to have them ex­

perience a bit of the best of 
European cuisine, but as a 
nurse, she knows the value of 
healthy eating. Broiled 
chicken, salad and fresh fruit 
usually make an adequate 
family dinner, she added.

“If we ate like this (high fat 
and sugar foods) every day 
we’d be dead,” she said. “I 
grew up eating it and my 
parents still eat (traditional 
European food) but I like to 
prepare simple meals.”

Her sons, Robert, 11, and 
Carl, 9, have begun to prepare 
simple meals, as well, she said.
“I’m starting the boys on the 

grill,” she said. “I told them I 
no longer know how to work 
the grill. It’s their responsibili­
ty. They can cook.”

Gorenjska banka also decid­

ed to leave Ljubljanska 
Banka. Since the end of May 
the bank has been indepen­
dent. While LB is offering to 
sell shares at SIT 5900, Goren­
jska banka and its 
shareholders, mainly com­
panies from the Gorenjsko 
region, are ready to pay SIT 
3,500.

Trade
An international conference 

“Slovenian Trade on Its Way 
to Europe” took place in 
Cankarjev dom in Ljubljana. 
In attendence were represen­
tatives from Slovenia, Ger­
many, Austria and Italy.

Some years ago there were 
only 6,000 small company 
owners in Slovenia, whereas 
now they number 26,000. The 
employment in trade has in­
creased by 20 per cent in one 
year; thus 27 percent of all 
Slovenian employees work in 
the trade industry.

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a Victor Antolin -1922/1984 
tenth anniversary of death

This July 1st marks the 
tenth anniversary of the death 
of Viktor Antolin on his 62nd 
birthday. The last months of 
his life, and for several years 
after he died, his family felt 
the intense pain of loss and the 
tremendous burden of having 
to rebuild around his absence. 
But, even as he lay in his bed 
dying, Viktor Antolin gave us 
great strength and impetus to 
continue.

For, despite his will to live 
and his efforts to remain with 
us, he recognized, perhaps bet­
ter than we did at the time, 
that death is another phase of 
the life cycle to be faced with 
dignity.

His life, however brief, was 
marked by vast changes, with 
emigration across Europe and, 
eventually, the Atlantic to 
Canada and then the United 
States. In his turn, he left an 
indelible impression on the 
Slovenian community in 
America:

To those who knew him, he 
was an impressive thinker, a 
philosopher in the truest sense 
of the word, because he truly 
loved and sought wisdom in 
the New World he was forced 
by World War II to flee to.

He was an outspoken ad­
vocate of human rights and 
civil liberties, of responsible

and dignified behavior of peo­
ple toward one another. The 
atrocities in Bosnia that hor­
rify the world today, no more 
or less than the violence that 
plagues urban America would 
have been targets of searing 
criticism and thoughtful 
debate in his classroom, where 
he provoked students to seek 
answers to difficult questions.

After a brief six years in 
Toronto, Canada he moved 
his family to Pennsylvania, 
teaching at a small Catholic 
college in nearby Maryland, 
until it closed in 1971. The last 
13 years of his life, his dedica­
tion to the teaching profession 
was severely challenged by the 
unavailability of positions, as 
small colleges throughout the 
country closed. He continued 
to teach on an adjunct basis at 
the many schools in the area 
that had no full-time posi­
tions.

To those who have only 
since his death met his widow, 
Ivanka Velikonja Antolin, and 
his 12 surviving children, his 
legacy is unmistakable. Mrs. 
Antolin has been a librarian at 
Mt. St. Mary’s College in 
Emmitsburg, Maryland since 
1982, a career that he urged 
her to pursue after the birth of 
their many children.

For their own part, the An­
tolin offspring have pursued 
careers in academe, law, 
library science, medical 
pathology, art, business and 
engineering, at the same time, 
marrying and producing 
numerous grandchildren, only 
one of whom their grandfather 
ever knew.

His son, Robert, died only 
15 months after he did, on 
October 2, 1985, of Acute 
Lymphacitic Lymphoma, at 
the age of 21. His grandson, 
Christopher Antolin died just 
last August 14, from

metabolic acidosis at the age 
of 4.

The cycle of life and death 
continues, with changes that 
are welcome, while many that 
are sudden and catastrophic, 
and unwelcome slip in as well.

We were forced to move and 
a week later the beautiful 
house, the pride of Ma and Pa 
Zelle, was torched and torn 
down. What a heartbreaking 
experience that was!

While on business near New 
York, I naturally had to visit 
my “second home,” where I 
had worked at CBS for four 
years. I wanted to see my good 
old friend the late Dr. John 
Nielsen (Sešek). We met at a 
nearby saloon in Greenwich 
Village around 5 p.m. on a hot 
August afternoon.

I was very nervous leaving 
my car parked unattended. I 
came out a couple of times but 
everythng seemed normal ex­
cept I saw a big burly person 
standing back against a wall 
opposite my car with his arms 
folded across his chest. Im­
agine my shock when, coming 
out, I discovered the back win­
dow of my Ford Escort shat­
tered. Everything was taken 
out of the car. Some $6,000 
worth of broadcast equipment 
and my belongings were gone.

I stood in my shirt sleeves 
among the skyscrapers feeling 
totally lost and frightened. 
NYPD did not even bother to 
respond. I had to go to the se­
cond or third district, where a 
young lady took down the 
details and said thank you.

My personal last lesson so 
far occurred a year ago. Our 
little cottage in the country 
was broken into and my spinet 
piano and all of the kitchen­
ware were borrowed.

As usual the rear door was 
kicked in doing extensive 
damage to the door and door 
\amb. Some $2,000 in 
damages was done.

Every time I tell grief to a 
friend he or she has similar ex­
periences. Or they know of 
someone who had a similar 
suffering. In other words 
crime is common every day liv­
ing, as is confirmed in the 
newspapers, radio, and televi­
sion. However, not until it 
happens in your own life or 
house, does it have the impact 
of a real invasion. And from 
my experiences I am constant­
ly in fear for my life and my 
welfare.

This is no longer a free 
country. America’s boasting is 
resting on laurels of the early 
settlers and pioneers. In our 
case it is the honest, hard­
working, conscientious Slove­
nian relatives and friends who 
helped make America great. 
Their efforts of sweat and 
tears are frozen in the com­
munities that arose out of the 
wilderness.

People see the momentum 
of the past two centuries. They 
are barely aware that today we 
live in a decadent country. 
They are not hungry. They are 
not aware that they are 
economic slaves. That 40% of 
the people support not only 
themselves but the other 60%

I consider FDR the greatest 
traitor to the working stiff of 
America, if not the whole 
world.

A short few months later I 
received a call from my 
employer who was vacationing 
oceanside in Captiva, Florida. 
The calls are a daily occur­
rence while the family is vaca­
tioning so I suspected nothing 
out of the ordinary with yet 
another phone call. An excited 
voice from Florida was.saying, 
“You’re not going to believe 
this one.” I proceeded to ask 
what she was talking about 
when she began to tell me the 
most amazing St. Anthony 
story to date.
“The kids were playing in the 

ocean when a big wave came 
crashing down and knocked 
down one of the kids. When

they pulled themselves up and 
out of the water, their glasses 
were gone. We looked and 
looked with no luck. (The 
water was about 4 feet deep 
and the waves kept coming in.) 
We had given up all hope and 
then I remembered St. An­
thony and how you told me to 
pray to him in situations like 
this After calling on him, I 
reached down into the water, 
felt around with my hands and 
my feet, and found the glasses 
- about a half hour after the 
fact.”

I thought to myself, OK - St. 
Anthony doesn’t seem to care 
if you are Catholic or not. 
What a guy. What a saint. Fin­
ding something as small as a 
pair of children’s glasses in the 
ocean, now that is pretty 
remarkable.

About three months ago I 
had come home from work to 
find my wife crying and quite 
upset. I asked what the pro­
blem was and she disclosed

Crime Shouldn’t Pay 
the Criminals Should

Every once in a while, an idea 
so good comes along that you 
wonder why it wasn’t done a 
long time ago. For instance, 
why not make prisoners pay 
the cost of their imprison­
ment?
That is exactly what the Ohio 

House of Representatives is 
seeking to do in a new bill in­
troduced last month. House 
Bill 679, if enacted into law, 
would make prisoners in coun­
ty jails pay all or part of their 
incarceration costs.
If a prisoner has money in the 

bank, this could be used to 
cover the cost of food and 
supervision normally borne by 
the taxpayers. A large share of 
those costs are in medical care 
that could very well be covered 
by private insurance on the 
part of the prisoner.

Crime clearly doesn’t pay 
when a person is put in jail. 
But for some of these 
lawbreakers, the way to really 
hit them where it hurts is to 
make them pay for their food, 
“lodging” and medical care 
while they are in jail.

As the sponsor of the bill 
said, “This may not do one 
thing to deter crime, but it will 
sure make a lot of taxpayers 
feel better.” In fact, this 
legislation may deter crime for 
some jail prone people because 
once they have to foot the bill 
for a jail stay, they might 
think twice about committing 
a crime the second time 
around.

It is important to note that 
this measure has the backing 
of the law enforcement com­
munity. The Buckeye State 
Sheriffs Association is behind 
this measure because it makes 
sense. The association makes a 
number of points about the 
bill.

First, it is the right thing to 
do. Second, it is fair to coun­
ties that bear a tremendous 
burden in paying the cost of 
incarcerating prisoners and 
protecting the public. And 
third, the bill will allow county 
law officers to spend more 
time enforcing the law and less 
time cutting their budgets or 
fighting for tax levies.

These are all worthy goals 
and the Ohio House is taking 
them very seriously.

More specificially, here is 
what the bill would do:

— Require prisoners to 
reimburse the county for their 
confinement. Costs may in­
clude food, shelter, clothing, 
medical care and personal 
hygiene products. The amount 
of reimbursement will be 
determined by a court upon 
the offender’s release from 
jail, and ability to pay will be 
considered.

— Requires the state to 
reimburse the county for per 
diem costs of each third or 
fourth degree felony prisoner 
held in that jail. Under current 
law, the state “may” reim­
burse the county.

— Allows sheriffs and 
police chiefs to suspend work 
release privileges for any

prisoner suspected of violating 
terms of the work release pro­
gram (i.e., returning late, in 
toxication).

As this bill was introduced 
one sheriff said, “I look for 
ward to turning the tables o| 
once and collecting the hi 
from the prisoners.” With ac 
tion from the Ohio House, 
that wish will likely soon 
become reality.

Nejasnost v Sloveniji
Politična situacija v Sloveniji je zelo nejasna: 

ministri odstopajo, potem ne odstopajo, druge 
odstavijo, a ostanejo v vladi, ena komponenta za­
pušča vladno koalicijo, druga zahteva izgon skraj­
ne levice, ki ostaja trdno zasidrana v centru obla­
sti, reforma krajevne uprave (le zakaj ji po karde- 
Ijevsko rečejo »samouprava«?) pa pade na prvem 
izpitu. Prav dejstvo, da se volilci niso poslužili 
pravice obnoviti nekdanjih občin dokazuje, kako 
nizko je padlo zaupanje državljanov in obenem, 
kako slabo so v prejšnjem režimu ravnali z javnimi 
zadevami. Dosedanje občine so bile prevelike, v 
njihovih središčih pa sta se osredotočila politična 
oblast in gospodarska moč. Nove občine, ki bi se 
ločile od obstoječih, bi bile dolga leta obstojene 
na marginalno vlogo, stari centri pa bi se z novo 
delitvijo samo okoristili, ker bi svojo gospodarsko 
moč delili na manjšem teritoriju in za manjše šte­
vilo krajanov. Sebičnost je prišla do izraza tako 
jasno, da je malokdo nasedel in mnogi na referen­
dum sploh niso šli. Mnoge je to presenetilo, ker je 
do tega prišlo zelo spontano in ne da bi ena ali 
druga politična sila tega podprla.

V Sloveniji pa še najbolj kaže na gospodar­
skem področju in to kljub očitni krizi, ki pa ne 
more biti prehuda, če imajo vsi dovolj denarja, da 
ga še naprej nosijo v Trst. Kar najbolj jezi, je to, da 
ta denar polni blagajne prav tistih tržaških trgov­
cev, ki podpirajo desničarske stranke, njihovo ob­
jestnost do Slovenije in splošno protislovensko 
politiko. Prejšnja oblast je nacionalni ponos pri 
Slovencih uničila, nova pa te zavesti še ni znala 
ustvariti. Se bo kdaj sploh komu to posrečilo?

Morda se bo zgodilo prav nasprotno, saj 
mnogi že objokujejo Jugoslavijo in prejšnji režim, 
ki je znal tako lepo kar pri mizi reševati vse nerod­
ne situacije, predvsem pa pomanjkanje denarja.

• Trdite, da ta organizacija 
ne obstaja?

Tega nisem rekel, zavračam 
pa razmišljanje o njej, ker je 
prav zaradi tega prišlo do sto­
picanja na mestu.

»Organizacije« in se sumilo 
vse po vrsti.

Problem ni med najresnejši­
mi. Letno na podlagi disciplin­
skih postopkov delovno raz­
merje preneha 200 ljudem, od 
teh pa je bila verjetno le manj­
šina vpletena v podkupovanje. 
Seveda korupcija obstaja. Te­
mu se je nemogoče izogniti, 
lahko pa se s problemom soo­
čamo, ga torej ne skrivamo 
pred javnostjo, ampak mu sle­
dimo in ga preprečujemo.

Minister za notranje zadeve 
ni isto kot policijski minister. 
Naša temeljna naloga bo kre­
pitev civilne funkcije ministr­
stva, da torej postaja pomem­
bnejše upravljanje vsakdanjih 
nalog, kot so upravne zadeve 
(osebni dokumenti, prijavno- 
odjavne službe, statusne zade­
ve). V tej državi za zdaj nihče

ne skrbi za razvoj državne u- 
prave, čeprav je to področje 
izredno pomembno. Oddelek 
nima ne kadrov ne prostora in 
znanja.

• Kot državni sekretar ste se 
ukvarjali z vprašanjem pode­
ljevanja državljanstva. Kak­
šna bo vaša politika do tega 
vprašanja s prestopom na no­
vo delovno mesto? Se je vaš 
pogled na državljanstvo spre­
menil, morda omilil?

Politika se ne bo radikalno 
spremenila. Opozoril bi na to, 
da je državljanstvo pred vsaki­
mi volitvami dobra tema za vz­
pon politikantov, ki lahkotno 
opletajo s pojmi, kot so revizi­
ja, referendum, izgon, pode­
ljevanje, nakup državljanstva. 
To so strahovito posplošene 
zadeve in negativno vplivajo 
na odločitve, ki niso sporne, 
hkrati pa pri naših delavcih vz­
bujajo stalen dvom o tem, ali 
svoje delo ne opravljajo stro­
kovno.

Osebno vztrajam pri tem, 
da ima vsaka država pravico in 
dolžnost preverjati svoj lasten 
interes pri podeljevanju držav­
ljanstva. Zato se vsaka resn£ 
država izogiba skrajnosti. Hi­
tre, tako imenovane »šnops« 
ideje, je lahko propagirati v 
javnosti, težko pa jih je uresni­
čevati. Trdim, da nisem skraj­
než ne v eno ne v drugo smer.

Boleči spomini na komunistično nasilje
Ivo Žajdela

V nedeljo, 12. junija, so bile 
na štirih krajih spominske slo­
vesnosti z blagoslovitvami 
spominskih plošč žrtvam ko­
munističnega nasilja. Poleg 
Kostanjevice in Primskovega, 
so plošče postavili tudi v Hor­
julu in Ihanu.

Na spominskih ploščah v 
Horjulu je 126 imen (tri manj­
kajo). Od tega je bilo med voj­
no ubitih 28 ljudi (12 padlih v 
boju in 16 civilistov), ostali so 
bili ubiti po vojni (61 jih je 
bilo polnoletnih, 37 pa mlado­
letnih).

Leta 1942 je revolucija-hor- 
julski župniji vzela kar 17 lju­
di. Začelo se je pri Bastičevih 
iz Vrzdenca. Potem, ko so po­
noči 13. junija 1942 partizani 
na Brezovici pobili tri Mravlje- 
tove, četrtega pa. odgnali s se­
boj in ga ubili na Ključu, so 
naslednjo noč 14. junija prišli 
k Bastičevim. V noč so odgnali 
očeta (župana!) Janeza (r. 
1878) in mater Marijano (r. 
1880) in ju umorili blizu vasi. 
27. 2. 1943 je nastavljena mina 
na Korenu ubila sina Toneta, 
vaškega stražarja, po vojni pa 
so bili ubiti še sinovi Alojz 
(komandant domobranske po­
stojanke), Pavel in Karel. Hišo 
Bastičevih so po vojni nacio­
nalizirali, grob, kjer sta bila 
pokopana Bastičeva, pa so po 
vojni oddali drugim lastni­
kom.

Marijo Potrebuješ (r. 1884) 
so partizani 1. septembra 1942 
ugrabili na poti na Slevico ter 
umorili v »Pasjeku«.

Naslednja noč groze se je 
zgodila v bližnjem Zaklancu 
20. novembra 1942, ko so par­
tizani od doma odvedli sedem 
ljudi: očeta in mater Janeza (r. 
1877) in Marijo Dolinar (r. 
1885), njuni hčerki Ivano in 
Bernardo, ki sta imeli 18 in 16 
let, mater Ivano Zalaznik (r.

1882), njeno hčerko Kati ter 
Marijo Fajdiga. Njihove do­
move so izropali, njih pa po­
morili brez strelnega orožja v 
kilometer oddaljeni grapi »Ši­
roki potok«. Družini Dolinar 
je revolucija vzela šest članov, 
Zalaznikovim pa štiri. Še štiri 
družine so izgubile po tri brate 
(Stanonik in Tominc iz Samo- 
torice, Pohleven iz Ljubogoj- 
ne ter Setnikar iz Horjula).

S hudimi posledicami se je 
končala tudi partizanska »mo­
bilizacija« 11. novembra 1943. 
Tri »mobilizirance« so ustrelili 
v noči na 15. november na 
Gornjem Vrsniku pri Žireh, 
štiri pa 18. novembra v Lesko­
vici pod Blegošem. Ker so zad­
nji štirje napisani na partizan­
skem spomeniku v Horjulu, 
ostali trije pa ne, so ti sedaj 
dobili svoje mesto na spomin­
skih ploščah.

Naj omenimo tudi to, da na­
sprotniki postavitev spomin­
skih plošč niso mirovali in so 
dediča kiparja Toneta Kralja 
obvestili, kakšno kulturno 
škodo delajo v Horjulu z vzi- 
davo plošč pod Kraljev relief. 
Ta je nasedel in objavil v Slo­
venskih novicah ostro pismo, 
v katerem je zagrozil s tožbo. 
Naj k temu dodamo, da bi bil 
umetnik Kralj nedvomno vesel 
takšne obogatitve njegovega 
izdelka, kot se jo lahko od ne­
delje ogledamo na horjulskem 
pokopališču.

Na spominskih ploščah v 
Ihanu je napisanih 27 imen, 
sedem pa jih manjka. Revolu­
cionarji so tudi tam povzročili 
nekaj hudih zločinov. Najhuj­
šega 29. marca 1943. Tega dne 
je oče Janez Učakar poslal 
svoja sinova, devetletnega 
Tončka in dvanajstletnega 
Marjana v gozd, da bi zlagala 
na kup vejevje. Prišli so parti­
zani ter ju odvedli v svoj ta­
bor. Morala sta prespati pri

njih, naslednje dopoldne pa 
sta morala kopati jami »za 
orožje«, kot so dejali. Ko je 
Marjan slišal krike svojega 
bratca, se je pognal v beg. Pre' 
bredel je mrzli narasli potok, 
se zgladil pri neki ženski, po­
tem pa pritaval domov, 
gozd ni upal nihče, saj so se 
bali, da bodo ubili še njih. Sele 
po vojni je Marjan večkrat h' 
na mestu zločina, vendar so
bili takšni časi, da svojega zve­
rinsko umorjenega bratca ni­
koli ni prekopal na pokopa i­
šče.

Drugi brat, sedemnajstletni
Ernest, se je 15. februarja 
1944 peljal s kolesom z Dola 
domov. Na cesti so ga ustavil 
partizani in nikoli več ga nihče 
ni videl (čez nekaj dni so na i 
le kolo brez gum).

Neke noči so partizani ob 
kolih njihovo hišo ter pobrah 
živino, sladkor ter vse, kar s° 
rabili. Zaradi vsega tega Je 
oblast v Domžalah družino 
preselila (zaradi varnosti)
Salzburg.

Zgodaj spomladi jim je lela 
sporočila, naj pridejo domov, 
ker hiša ter vse okoli nje hitf 
propada. Domov se je napo11 
le oče, vendar so ga domo
branci na Gorenjskem Pre2 
vorili, da je doma prenevarno- 
Ostal je pri njih, čez ne*caJeyj-.

Več o obisku Milana Kučana v Republiki Hrvaški

Molk ne pelje do rešitev
Slovenec, 8. jun., iz Zagreba — »Namen obiska v Zagrebu 

je bil v pogovoru s predsednikom Franjem Tudmanom ugoto­
viti, kako presojava stanje medsebojnih stikov. Ugotovila sva, 
da to stanje ne ustreza potrebi po dobrem sodelovanju, da je 
pod ravnijo teže teh vprašanj in ne ustreza življenjskim intere­
som niti Slovenije niti Hrvaške,« je po pogovorih s hrvaškim 
predsednikom dejal Milan Kučan.

»Najin pogovor je bil zelo odkrit, polemičen in o nekate­
rih točkah zelo oster, kar pomeni, da se z molkom, brez stalne­
ga dialoga in sposobnosti za ta dialog teh vprašanj ne da rešiti. 
Ugotovila sva tudi, da med nama dvajset mesecev ni bilo dialo­
ga, kar ni najboljša rešitev, zato je bilo pred najinim srečanjem 
nekoliko preveč pričakovanj in iluzij. Prepričana sva, da bodo 
organi, pristojni za reševanje odprtih vprašanj, sprejeli takšno 
presojo. Prav tako sva tudi prepričana, da enostranske in vsi­
ljene rešitve ne prispevajo k dobremu razumevanju in utrjeva­
nju medsebojnega razumevanja. Slednje je pomembno toliko 
bolj zaradi spremembe številnih mednarodnih okoliščin, ker 
državi pričakujeta vstop v evropske povezave, te pa ne želijo 
članov, ki ne znajo in niso sposobni reševati medsebojnih 
vprašanj. To je pomembno tudi zato, ker balkanski spor ter 
vojna v Bosni in Hercegovini nista dokončno rešena in ker tudi 
od naše zahodne sosede prihajajo nekatere ne prav ohrabrujo­
če novice in obeti za prihodnost.

Dejstvo je, da prihaja do enostranskih rešitev. Življenje 
zahteva, da se vprašanja rešijo. Posebno pa me veseli, ker sva 
oba ugotovila, da samo najine izjave in ugotovitve o dobrih 
stikih niso zadostne, če jim ne bodo sledila konkretna in pre­
pričljiva dejanja,« je v Zagrebu izjavil slovenski predsednik 
Milan Kučan.

Komentar o Kučanovem obisku v Hrvaški

»Trdi« pogovori med obiskom
Obisk slovenskega predsednika Milana Kučana na Hrva­

škem je »delovni«, poudarjajo vsa hrvaška občila, ki spremlja­
jo obisk našega predsednika v sosednji državi. S poudarjanjem 
delovnega in ne protokolarnega značaja obiska se je Kučan 
izognil prevelikemu pompu med bivanjem na Hrvaškem.

Istopa tudi (za hrvaški diplomatski slog nenavadno odkri­
to) priznanje, da stiki med državama niso na primerni ravni. 
Hrvaški poročevalci tako pravijo, da so bili včerajšnji dopol­
danski pogovori med Kučanom in Tudmanom v predsedniških 
dvorih »trdi, vendar odkriti«.

O sedanjih stikih med državama in o tem, kakšno sodelo­
vanje si Slovenija želi s Hrvaško, je Kučan obširno govoril v in­
tervjuju za hrvaško televizijo. Milan Kučan je poudaril, da že 
dve leti ni bilo pogovora na naj višji ravni, čeprav so se med 
osamosvajanjem obeh držav dogovorili, da se bosta njuna 
predsednika sešla vsaj enkrat letno. Še mnogo večja težava pa 
je po njegovem mnenju v tem, da so zastali tudi pogovori na 
vladni ravni. Kučan je odkrito dejal, da je prišel na obisk, ker 
bi rad ugotovil, ali tudi na Hrvaškem obstaja volja, da bi na­
kopičene težave reševali s strpnim pogovorom, ker pač ni pri­
merno, da bi predsedniki držav reševali konkretne probleme. 
Odkrito je govoril tudi o dvomih glede mogočega »novega za­
vezništva« s Hrvaško med procesom približevanja obeh držav 
Evropski zvezi. Državi bi lahko uredili le medsebojna razmer­
ja, da ne bi bili problematični v času pridruževanja Evropski 
skupnosti. Poudaril je še, da Slovenija ne razmišlja o kakr­
šnem koli novem »jugoslovanskem okviru«, ki bi jo približal 
Evropi, prav tako pa takšnega okvira ne išče niti pri čedalje 
intenzivnejšem sodelovanju z Višegrajsko skupino.

Zanimivo je, da je v Zagrebu prav 
med Kučanovim obiskom zasedala Hrvaška škofovska konfe­
renca. Dejstvo, da je kardinal Kuharič, ki je nesporno največja 
avtoriteta vdržavi, kljub temu našel čas tudi za srečanje s slo-'" 
venskim predsednikom, je jasen izraz njegovega spoštovanja 
do slovenskega naroda in njegove države.

Odstop ali sestop?
Slovenski krščanski demokrati se že ves čas po zadnjih volitvah 
srečujejo s krizo identitete.

A variety of prescription drug products have been used to help 
people lose weight - central nervous system stimulants, narcotics, 
hormones, and enzyme inhibitors. Phenylpropanolamine is the 
active ingredient in the majority of nonprescription “diet-aids” in 
tablet or capsule form. According to an advisory panel to the U.S. 
Food and Drug Administration, this agent is “probably safe and 
effective” as an aid to weight reduction.

Persons with hypertension, heart disease, and certain other 
health problems should use products containing phenylpropanol­
amine only with a physician’s guidance. In several studies, persons 
taking this medicine lost about one-half pound each week, which is 
about the same amount that occurs with the popular prescription- 
only appetite-suppressing drugs.

TOKYO-The average 
Japanese family had stashed 
away $86,250 in savings as of 
1989, confirming Japan s 
place as' one of the world s 
most frugal countries, the 
government has announced.

The average family added 
15.3% to its already large nest 
egg in 1989, the highest growth 
rate since 1979, the Manage­
ment and Coordination Agen­
cy reported Friday.

The United States has com­
plained in trade negotiations 
that Japan’s high savings rate 
is a contributing factor to the 
massive U.S. trade deficit with 
Japan, which stood at ^ 
billion in 1989.
