HE FOOD FOR PEACE PRO-

GRAM. Last week the House
voted to extend the Food for Peace
Program, popularly known as Pub-
lic Law 480, for three years and
authorized $6.4 billion to finance its
operation. Since its inception under
President Eisenhower nine years
ago I have witnessed some of the
great good accomplished by using
American farm surpluses to feed
starving people throughout the
world. This does not hold true in
the case of Egypt today as that
country is undermining American
foreign policy.

Two years ago the President was
given authority — which he has no{
seen fit to use — to withhold from
those who worked against our for-
eign policy. He can hardly have
been unaware of the fact that $200
million for Egypt covers at least
half of Egypt's food supply and, of
course it gives Nasser funds with
which to develop his military
strength, thus jeopardizing neigh-
boring countries such as Israel.

Instead of withdrawing his troops
from Yemen, as he agreed to do, we
are now informed that Nasser has
some 40,000 there. In addition to
this, Cairo has become a transit
point for Russian arms reaching
Cyprus and trouble spots in Africa.

Because of all this, an amend-
ment to prohibit continuance of
our $200 million annual food ship-
ment to Nasser was introduced by
Congressman Oliver P. Bolton. I
added my voice to the heated de-
bate in support of this amendment,
Unfortunately the administration
forces were too powerful and the
amendment was defeated 117 to 113.
The adopted substitute provides
only that the President have the
same full discretion he was given
two years ago — which he has not
used.

CONSERVATION MEASURES
BECOME LAW

Among the better and most im-
portant measures passed by this
88th Congress have been three new
conservation programs: (1) Crea-
tion of a Land and Water Conserva-
tion Fund to aid development of
greater recreation facilities; (2)

Creation of a National Wilderness
System; and (3) Establishment of
Water Resources Research Centers
throughout the Nation.

The Federal Land and Conserva-
tion Fund was one of the chief rec-
ommendations of the Outdoor Rec-
reation Resources Review Commis-
sion established by President Eisen-
hower in 1958. The Fund will make
available about $200 million a year
for acquisition and development of
recreation areas throughout the
country. Sixty per cent of this
money will be passed on to the
States to match State expenditures
for recreation and conservation ac-
tivities, and 40 per cent will be used
wy the Federal government to ac-
quire more land for recreational
development. This new fund will
accrue from motce boat fuel taxes
which previously were placed in the
federal highway fund; proceeds
from the sale of federal surplus
land; and fees from federal parks
and forests.

The Wilderness System Act places
9 million acres of federally-owned
land in a National Wilderness Sys-
tem to preserve these areas in their
natural state and protect them
from future commercial develop-
ment. Creation of this Wilderness
System has been hailed by many
conservation groups who have
championed the idea that the Fed-
eral Government embrace a policy
of preserving some of the most
primitive land in our country from
the encroachment of civilization.

The Water Resources Research
program provides for establishment
of a research center on water prob-
lems in each state, and support for
recearch projects to be carried out
by the states. $50 million will be
made available annually to set up
the research centers and $40 mil-
lion as the federal share of research
projects. The proper use of our wa-
ter supply is a many-faceted prob-
lem today. It is important for agri-
culture, health, industry, municipal-
ities, conservation and many other
interests.

Years of study and deliberation
went into each one of these bills
aimed at preserving our vital natu-
ral resources. I was happy to sup-

port them.
