The European Union is a
unique undertaking, ground-
ed in the principles of free
cooperation and integration
among European states. Po-
litical and economic criteria
for accession provided help-
ful guidance on the path of
our own transformation. We
met them all. Two years after
accession, support for EU
membership among Sloveni-
ans remains high. As does
our reputation within the
European family of nations.
Like the nine other countries
of the Union’s last enlarge-
ment, we sit at the same ta-
ble on an equal footing with
other European states. How-
ever, it will be Slovenia, as
the favorite of this enlarge-
ment, who will be first to
take over the EU presidency
in the first half of 2008. It is
a huge challenge for a coun-
try of 2 million people to
guide policies which affect
the lives of almost half a bil-
lion Europeans from 27 na-
tions.

At the beginning of 2007
we will also be the first
among the 10 new Member
States to adopt the single
European currency, the euro.
When traveling to Europe
after the 1* of January, 2007,
you might find yourself us-
ing euro coins that have
Triglav or other Slovenian
symbols engraved on them.
This and some further steps
of integration will improve
the everyday life of Sloveni-
ans and open new possibili-
ties in trade and doing busi-
ness. However, we have
never been under the illusion
that accession to any interna-
tional organization releases
us from responsibility for our
own well-being.

We have done very well so
far. Our GDP has risen by
almost 60% in the last 15
years. Our economic growth

has been stable and above
the European average, which
means that a great deal of
catching up has been done.
We now stand at 80% of the
European average. It is im-
portant that this progress has
not been made at the expense
of the social welfare of our
citizens.

We must not allow our-
selves, though, to be lulled
into complacency. We must
continue to strive for higher,
bolder goals. We already
have examples of excellence.
Slovenians are at the cutting
edge in branches varying
from the automotive, phar-
maceutical, light aircraft and
sailing industries to the de-

‘velopment of new materials

and fast-growing information
technology. We want to
make the Slovenian business

environment open and
initiative-friendly, so that
others can follow these
examples.

Slovenia offers opportu-
nity to you, too. Open to for-
eign investment, with the
coming second round of pri-
vatization of once state-
owned companies, we will
welcome foreign partners on
an equal footing. We want to
deepen economic coopera-
tion with the U.S,, and the
Slovenian community in the
States is a natural partner in
this respect.

Among the Slovenians
who could not fulfill their
ambitions in their homeland
and decided to try their luck
in the USA, there were some
of the finest sons and daugh-
ters of Slovenia. Many of
you had success across the
Atlantic but did not forget
those who stayed back home.
Packages with a US postage
stamp meant the promise of
a different, better world to
many of them. Some emi-
grants returned and brought
back fresh capital, new ex-
periences and, what was
most important, a. genuine
entrepreneurial spirit which
the former regime tried to
suppress. We hope their
children and grandchildren
will recognize new opportu-
nities to express this spirit in
modern Slovenia.

We can strengthen coop-
eration in this and other
fields on the model of suc-
cessful cultural cooperation.
You are doing an excellent
job here in Cleveland. Slov-
enski narodni dom represents
a piece of Slovenia, not only
as a cultural center but also
as the most visited meeting
point for Slovenians living in
the USA. We want to ex-
press special thanks to the
organizations located in
Slovenski narodni dom for
their dedication in keeping
the Slovenian cultural heri-

Slovenian identity alive here
in Cleveland.

What Really Happened 15 Years Ago .

American Slovenians in Actio

Part IV

(WRITER’S NOTE: Parts .

I and II described what
occurred just prior to the Re-
public of Slovenia seeking to
separate itself from the then
socialist federal state of for-
mer Yugoslavia as well as
the initial beginning of the
Slovenian American Coun-
cil. Part III was the begin-
ning of the United Ameri-
cans for Slovenia, an ad hoc
committee formed to urge
the United States to formally
recognize Slovenia as an
independent and democratic
country.)

By July 3, 1991 the United
Americans for Slovenia
(UAFS) had been formally
established as an “Ad Hoc”
Committee, meaning that
UAFS was to work for a
specific purpose and then
dissolve once the stated goal
had been achieved. Member-
ship on the UAFS was ini-
tially for representatives of
various organizations, frater-
nals, parishes, etc. This was
slightly changed as individu-
als eventually were allowed
to join. But the primary pur-
pose was to have representa-
tion of organizations from
northeast Ohio; and then
from across the USA.

A decision was made by
UAFS when informed of the
work that the Slovenian
American Council was and
had been undertaking to con-
tact representatives in the
U.S. Congress and President
George Bush (Sr.) via a
“packaging” information kit.
The kit and information
Would be mailed to the U.S.
Congress  representatives,
President Bush, and nearly
1,200 American Slovenian
Clubs, organizations, frater-
nals, etc., in the USA. This
Work was completed on In-
dependcncc Day, July 4,
1991. At the same time a
Specific publication of the
American Home / Ameriska
D?movirza (AD) had been
Printed and was included in
the information kit. This
Work was performed by pub-
lisher James Debevec and his
Staff along with wife, Made-
t"le Debevec.

Nonetheless, Mr. Jancar was
now officially a citizen of
Slovenia. he lost his diplo-
matic accreditation and was
unemployed. As such, he
soon returned to the Repub-
lic of Slovenia.

By Tuly: *10; 1991 =ihe
European Community was
finally able to negotiate a
cease-fire with the eventual
start of the Yugoslav Army
to withdraw from the terri-
tory of Slovenia. This even-
tually led to the “Brioni
Agreement,” a document
signed on the Brioni islands,
located near Pula, Croatia,
on July 7, 1991 by and be-

tween representatives of the -

Republic of Slovenia, former
socialist state of Yugoslavia
and the European Commu-
nity of nations. The agree-
ment essentially stopped the
fighting between former
Yugoslavia and Slovenia
with a “cooling” period of
three months that both Slo-
venia and Croatia would not
continue their respective in-
dependence work during this
time (90 days). All Yugoslav
Army troops left Slovenia by
the end of September, 1991.

Meetings continued by
representatives of UAFS on
a weekly basis during July,
1991. There were two indi-
viduals who helped spur ac-
tivities toward recognition of
Slovenia by the USA. The
first was by Dr. Peter Millo-
nig. Dr. Millonig was born in
Celovec, Austria to a Slove-
nian émigré and native
Slovenian from Celovec
(Writer’s note: Celovec is
called Klagenfurt in German
and is the capital city of the
province of Carinthia, known
as “Koroska' in Slovenian).
Dr. Millonig had Masters
and Doctorate degrees, in
addition to a law degree
from the University of
Vienna.

Dr. Millonig was ap-
pointed in October, 1990 by
then Executive Council of
the Republic of Slovenia to
be the “Official Representa-
tive” for Slovenia in Wash-
ington, DC. His purpose was
to continually inform the
general public, primarily
representatives of the US
Congress and the White
House, why Slovenia should
be a sovereign and inde-
pendent country.

During July 27 and 28,
1991 Dr. Millonig visited
northeast Ohio and met pri-
vately ~ with  Slovenian
American  Council  and
USAF as well as the general
public appearance at Sloven-
ska Pristava in Harpersfield,
Ohio. He continued to pro-
vide good and effectiv.c
counsel for Slovenia in this
task until the first Slovenian
ambassador to the USA, Dr.

Ernest Petri¢, was appointed.
But the real ground work to

establish ties and contacts
were performed by Dr. Mil-
lonig.

The second individual was
Archbishop Alojz  Sustar,
archbishop and metropolitan
of the archdiocese of Ljubl-
jana. Prior to being ap-
pointed and installed as the
archbishop of Ljubljana,
Archbishop. Sutar was sec-

retary for the European
Conference of (Catholic)
Bishops. He made numerous
contacts with leading reli-
gious as well as civic and
government officials across
Europe during his time as the

secretary for ECB. When the

time came for support from
the European Community,
one of the first countries in
Europe to recognize Slove-
nia’s right as a sovereign
country was the Vatican,
followed by a host of West-
ern European countries. This
was something that USA
government officials, espe-
cially the White House,
could not ignore.

In August, 1991 a radio
marathon was hosted by
Tony Petkovsek Jr. and the
American Slovene Radio
Club. This action and that of
mail-outs completed in July,
1991 as well as the weekly
publication and news articles

by the AmeriSka Domovina

enabled over $30,000 to be-

raised and used for the spe-
cific purpose to have Slove-
nia recognized as an inde-
pendent country by the USA.

At the same time the
Slovenian American Council
had a major campaign un-
derway so that by August 12,
1991 over $128,000 had
been raised to support Slo-
venia. Canadian Slovenians
raised over $219,000 while
Australian Slovenians raised
over $34,000. The combined
efforts of SAC, Canada, and
Australia Slovenians was
over $388,000 raised and
forwarded to Slovenia via
the Slovenia community in
the province of Carinthia to
help the Slovenian govern-
ment, primarily for relief
work.

In the late 1980s and the
early 1990s, I was privileged
to write invited articles about
Slovenians for The World &
I, an impressive publication
of the Washington Times
Corporation. The editors
were always courteous and
open-minded. I, therefore,
deeply regret the recent mis-
understanding  concerning
the Washington Times (July
8) label of Slovenia as a Bal-
kan nation and of our highly
esteemed Prime Minister,
Janez Jansa, as a Balkan
leader.

- Slovenia is an alpine coun-
try and foreign writers and
journalists usually compare
it to Switzerland or Austria.
The fact that it is geographi-
cally and culturally a part of
Central Europe and is not a
Balkan country has been
emphasized by several lead-
ing  scholars, including

‘Robert Lee Wolff in his de-

finitive book, The Balkans in
Our Times (1956, p.15).

With extremely few excep-
tions, the Slovenians in their
native land as well as those
of us who live in the United
States find the application of
the Balkan label to Slovenia
incorrect and regrettable. We
wish to be correctly consid-
ered as a progressive, self-
respecting nation of Central
Europe, while Slovenians in
America are also proud of
their many contributions to
the USA and of the fact that,
according to the latest U.S.

In an earlier American
Home article 1 described the
problem of productively dis-
posing of collections of
Slovenian language books.

A
variety of items may be in-
volved including:

e Historically significant
documents such as letters,
fraternal society items, birth,

death and  immigration
documents, :
e Medals awarded for

military service or fraternal
society participation,

e Musical instruments,

e Sheet music, phonograph
records, 8-track, cassette and
other forms of recorded mu-
sic,

e  Photographs, home
movie films and other re-
cordings

e Picture post cards, and

e Written material from
personal archives.

While it may not be desir-
able or feasible to preserve
all the above items, the his-
tory that such items describe
may have considerable value
to interested persons and
institutions. For example, the
Slovenian Women’s Union
has encouraged its branches
to be on the alert for material
that have special historical
significance, and has encour-
aged branches to preserve

Many plays were pre-
sented in barrack 14 - the
auditorium, and [ partici-
pated in two of them. Choir-
practices, which continued
after hours, were moved
from the woods into a room
in the barracks and the con-
certs continued until we were
moved to Spittal in Novem-
ber, 1946. The choir also
went on an outing to
Grosslockner in September,
1945 and performed at the
camp in Kelenberg, where
we had to go across the
Drava River by boat. There
was also an outing to Go-
sposvetsko fields. All of the
above we were able to ac-
complish despite the low
food intake.

When we received our
trade diplomas, we arranged
a display of our achieve-
ments; however, we slept
beside our displays because
we feared that the commu-
nists would come in and de-
stroy our display and sabo-
tage our efforts. One morn-
ing, the Austrian police ar-
rived in the camp and no-
body was allowed to leave
the cabins. We were sus-
pected of harboring Nazis.
All the men were searched
for the Nazi tattoo on our
upper thigh, but the accusa-
tions of the Slovenian party
proved to be false.

Our camp at Peggez was
one of the main targets of the
secret police and we were
often the subjects of various
searches. Perhaps the Slove-
nian party could not under-
stand that there could exist
some intelligence in the
camps, especially when
young people were being
educated there. Mr. Lozar
composed a special song to

commemorate this situation.

He sang it over the camp
microphones  when  the
Americans announced that
the secret of the atomic
bomb had been stolen. It
went something like this:

The secret of the atomic
bomb was stolen.

Most likely it was us who
stole it.

The investigation will
come soon.

In Lienz and in Spittal.

There were many speeches
and classes among the vari-
ous refugee groups, which
caused considerable compe-
tition. I was very surprised
one day when a friend ap-
proached me with the direc-
tive to attend a special
speech in order to stop it. To
me it was unthinkable to do
such a thing to others who
were in the same situation as
we were and I firmly refused

to participate.

Religious life was also
very active and the weekday
and Sunday masses were
very well attended. The sing-
ing of the choir contributed
to the enjoyment of the mass.
The priest was Father Gregor
Mali. There were some in the
camp, however, who were
not interested in participating
in plays, festivals, outings,
choirs or church activities,
but their lack of interest did
not dampen the enthusiasm
of those who did become
involved.

The Slovenian secret po-
lice opened a repatriation
office in the camp in 1946,
their propaganda encouraged
us to return voluntarily to
Slovenia, and the English,
who assured us that it was
safe to do so, supported this
initiative. Food rations were
reduced to stimulate interest
in repatriation. Some people
did opt to return to Slovenia.
Those who did so were met
at the border by guards and
“escorted” home. However,
many of these people “dis-
appeared” and never made it
back to their home town.
Four individuals from my
cabin returned home to Slo-
venia, were met at the border
by these guards and actually

locked me in the room,
climbed overhead under the
roof, opened one of the ceil-
ing panels and poured a
bucket of water over me. The
women in the cabin did not
appreciate these pranks.

We took turns in the bar-
racks helping the cooks peel
potatoes. In our barrack, we
were fortunate to have
women in the next room who
were assigned this task.
Once they decided it was
“payback” time. They waited
by the door with a blanket.
When they saw the figure of
the commandant of the bar-
rack approaching, they cov-
ered him with the blanket
and beat him up. They did
not realize until it was too
late that they were beating
the high school teacher by
mistake. Some of the women
were beating up their own
teacher.

‘Slovenia’s Marvelous Gift of Freedom

Homily delivered at 1 p.m.
Mass of Thanksgiving cele-
brating the 15" Anniversary
of Slovenia’s Independence
in St. Vitus Church on Sun-
day, June 25.

History clearly reveals that
God has graced many small
and sometimes almost un-
known nations with the mar-
velous gift of freedom. This
afternoon we pause in- the
business of these days to of-
fer prayerful thanks for the
independence of our Slove-
Nia, that truly previous gem
of a nation that graces our
world.

The entire world seemed
very startled when this com-
Paratively tiny country de-
clared its independence on
June 25, 1991. It happened
With suddenness and deter-
Mination, with a minimum of
bloodshed and with the
Strong arsenal of faith and
Conviction that human dig-
ity and national freedom
Were worthy of any struggle,
no matter how difficult.

No longer would there be
the stifling of the hopes and
dreams these hardy people
had endured for centuries.
The quest for freedom that
had burned in the hearts of
$0 many for so long was
Over. Many strong, remark-
able, and courageous patriots
of the past had reddened the
Soil of Slovenia with their
blood, but it was their spirit

that engendered a people
Who were willing to risk life
liself for the freedom of their
families and co-patriots. The
end of this struggle came so
SWiftly and unexpectedly
that some American news-

Where Slovenia was or how

A great nation is deter-
mined not so much by its
size or military might, but by
its ability to care for all its
people.  True  greatness
springs from a sense of vi-
sion of the greater good and
the acceptance of the dignity
of all human beings. True

greatness stems from the
ability to forgive hurts, even
those which may have been
very painful. True greatness
comes from the ability to
learn from mistakes. True
greatness comes from the
humble recognition of one’s
own weaknesses and limita-
tions, and from a total un-
questioning trust in God’s
loving grace and providence.
True greatness and genuine
national pride come from
acting justly, loving tenderly,
and walking humbly with
our God.

We hear from the Old Tes-
tament Book of Deuteron-
omy that God’s chosen peo-
ple who were being brought
into a land full of springs and
fountains, wheat and barley,
vines and fig trees — a land
where they would lack noth-
ing — that they were to be
mindful that the Lord se-
lected them and showed
them his favor. “Be careful,”
Moses warned them, “not to
forget the Lord your God by
neglecting his command-
ments and decrees... * Never
were they to think that it was
by their own power and
strength that they obtained
this land. What they had
were gifts from a loving and
caring God, and what we
have are gifts from a loving
and caring God. It is for this
reason that we leave our
homes, halls, and auditori-
ums to celebrate Slovenia’s
independence with this Mass
here in St. Vitus Church.

We are grateful for all that .

has happened during the
Cleveland Slovenian Days
these past three weeks and
we look forward eagerly to
all that is yet to come. We
feel that in so many ways we
are God’ chosen ones — that
the nation of Slovenia was
truly gifted by the Lord with
a freedom that has been an
exemplary sign 1o all .the
world, especially to nations
who are still victimized by
oppression in all its variqus
forms. We have heard stories
and may even have memo-

ries of what once had been,
and we rejoice in the free-
dom that has become a real-
ity. We certainly are God’s
chosen ones, and we hope to
bear with one another, for-
give one another, and love
one another in Christ’s
peace, as we were reminded
by St. Paul in today’s second
reading.

From our vantage point in
the United States of Amer-
ica, a nation under God,
where independence has
been cherished for almost
230 years, we rejoice with
the people of Slovenia who
have now enjoyed their God-
given rights of national and
individual freedom for 15
years. With them and for
them we thank our God.

How many times we’ve
read and heard the words
that were proclaimed in our
Gospel reading this after-
noon. Almost two thousand
years ago our gentle Lord sat
down on a mountain side and
taught his disciples some
important lessons that must
have surprised them.

To a people who have
known slavery and subjuga-
tion and for whom the hope

of personal and national lib-
erty lay in the hope of a
messianic takeover,  Jesus
provided an unexpected pat-
tern for living. It was not the
mighty or the powerful who
were blessed. Blessed were
those who were poor in
spirit, who were sorrowing,
who were lowly, who hun-
gered and thirsted for holi-
ness, who showed mercy,
who were single-hearted,
who were peacemakers, and
yes, blessed were those who
were persecuted for doing
what was right and honor-

able. A message from our
gentle Savior who taught
then and who teaches now
that we who are his creatures
have to look beyond the dif-
ficult times in life and strive
to live as those who have
been called to live in his
peace. Knowing that above
all we are God’s children;
we are to dedicate ourselves
to thankfulness.

Our prayer today is one of
deep and humble gratitude.
We know that unless we
trust in God, all our efforts
are in vain. In us theére is
darkness, but with God there
is light. When the world
around us looks bleak and
feels hopeless, we know that
God is there even in his
seeming absence. Though we
may be feeble in heart and
may drift from our resolve,
our God is always strong and
reliable.

We pray that the memories
of past wars and struggles
may strengthen our efforts

for peace. May the memory
of those who have died in-
spire us to provide greater
service to the living. May the

memory of past destruction
move us to build for the
future.

We pray that God may
continue to lead our precious
Slovenia from the emptiness
of death into a fullness of
life, from stifling oppression
to life-giving freedom, from
the darkness of falsehood to
the brightness of truth, from
despair into hope, from fear
into trust, from hatred into
love.

We ask God to bless those
who have gone before us
who have given us the
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Slovenian heritage of which -

we are so proud. May God
bless those who still journey
with us and who promote our
Slovenian heritage. May God
bless our world that all peo-
ple, without exception, may
live in the freedom of the
children of God.

v Archaeologists Discover Much in Slovenia

AMERISKA DOMOVINA, JULY 20, 2006

It has become a tradition at
this time of year for Slove-
nian archaeologists to pre-
sent interesting discoveries
from the previous year. They
were presented rather sym-
bolically at Turjaska palaca,
the palace in Ljubljana that
houses the City Museum and
under which the remains of a
Roman road were discovered
several years ago. This year
archaeologists called the
public’s attention also to
sites in the highlands that
bring new evidence about the
lives of our ancestors.

The presentation of ar-
chaeological excavations
served several purposes. It
presented the conclusion of
work begun in previous
years, pointed to numerous
international  projects in
which Slovenian archaeolo-
gists have been involved,
and brought attention to sev-
eral new sites, said Irena
Lazar, PhD., president of the
Slovenian  Archaeological
Society.

Last year excavations took
place at approximately 40
sites in Slovenia.

Archaeologists did excava-
tions on the site of the for-
mer Sumi factory in the very
center of the city, where they
focused on a part of Emona
insula. Their ﬁndings date
from the 1* to the 4" centu-
ries AD.

The Ljubljanica River,
where new Mesolithic un-
derwater - findings were re-
covered, has also been hid-
ing many treasures; one of
the most interesting pieces
was a part of the sheath of a
Celtic sword.

Two very valuable sites
were in the surroundings of
Ljubljana: Przanj and Kamna
Gorica, where archaeologists
happened upon the remains
of an early medieval settle-
ment from the 7" and 8"
centuries. Many ceramic ob-
jects, simple wooden things,
and the remains of a metal-
lurgical plant were un-
earthed.

The Dolenjska region was
also very rich in findings.
Excavations were resumed at
Kapiteljska njiva and the
archaeologists there came
across a richly decorated
central female grave marked
with stones and containing
several women’s decorative
objects said Irena Lazar.

Archaeologists completed
excavations at the motorway
near BreZice and at the Rib-
nica site known as ancient
Romula.

In recent years, archaeolo-
gists have discovered a num-
ber of interesting findings in
the area of Celje, or ancient
Celeia. Last year they found
the remains of an ancient
wooden bridge connecting
the banks of the Savinja

River, two Roman temples
on the banks of the river, and
the remains of a Celtic sa-
cred place, in the southern
part of the town, a Roman
burial site with 50 graves.
This year’s findings origi-
nate from the 18" century,
from which the newly dis-
covered road also dates.

Very interesting and well-
preserved findings also come
from Idrija, where the re-
mains of a sacral building
were found.

Archaeological  excava-
tions in the high mountain-
ous regions belong among
the most interesting. “This
year we have had many re-
ports from this area, with
excavations under way in
Krvavec, Pertové Mountain
near Tolmin, and other
places. The archaeological
finds date from the Stone
Age, Prehistory, and Antig-

~ uity to the medieval period,”

explains Ms. Lazar.

These excavations from
the mountainous regions
prove that settlers not only
found the lowlands hospita-
ble; higher-lying areas, too,
were accessible enough in all
historical periods. Last year,
the remains of ceramics and
stone tools and the traces of

pails were found in the
mountains.
