o We Know About Slovenia

(Continuation)
Carinthia and Its Border
Marches
Self protection against the
Magyars brought about the re-
uniting of the Slovene States
into a new Great Caranthania
(Carinthia). All the districts
south of the Danube River to
the Adriatic Sea and the riv-
ers Mincio and Po, were joined
into one unified duchy, The
Duchy of Carinthia. This new
duchy comprised the original
Carinthia, Furlania, and  the
Marshes of Istria and Verona.
Carinthia was at first close-
ly united with the Duchy of
Bavaria as one state. Its first
ruler was Henry I, a brother
of Emperor Otto. When Hen-
ry the First died, his young
son, Henry II, fell heir to the
dual duchy, but inasmuch as
he was still a minor, his. moth-
er ruled for a time in his stead,
It happened that this dual
duchy was so much more ex-
pansive than any other state
controlled by other German
princes, that through clever
machinations of Henry’s moth-
er, Henry began to harbor
hopes and visions of becoming
an independent ruler. His
countrynten, the Bavarians,
readily joined with the young
duke in these aspirations. The
Slovenes in Carinhia pledged

ted to get

Eppensteins again came into
their.own, as ruler in Carin-

wvariang than under ithe Ger-
man emperor.
The scheme was nipped in
che'bud in 976 by the emperor,
who immediately rémoved Hen-
¢y 11, and frustrated the hopes
of the Bavaro-Carinthian dukes
by partitioning the two duch-
ies. The very first successor in
Bavaria, namely Henry III,
foolishly hoped to regain in-
dependency, as did his prede-
cessor;” but his schemes failed
atterly. 2
The same hopes were harbor-
ed by Duke Adalbert Eppen-
stein, ruler of Carinthia (1012-
1086), Adalbert formed an al-
liance with the Croats and the
Polabian Slavs, so he could rid
himself of the German sover-
eignty. In the bloody rebellion
of 1035, Adalbert and hig fol-
lowers were defeated at all
turns, Adalbert himself, seri-
ously injured in one of the
skirmishes, escaped to his cas-
tle ‘at Eresburg in Bavaria,
where he died three years lat-
er (1089). :
A number of German noble-
men succeeded to the rule in
Carinthia, starting with the
Swabian’ Baron Welf (1047-
1056) ; Conrad III (1056-1061),
Bertold (1061-1077). None of
these men achieved outstand-
ing success. Towards the end
of  the ' eleventh century, the

grave was to protect the fron-

sion. For that reason the mar-

lands and a share of what they

line became extinet in 1122,
To the east and south of the
Duchy of Carinthia were a
number of border, or frontier,
provinces or carches. These
marches formed a bulwark, or
protective wall, They were
controlled by frontier barons
called margraves, who were
subordinated to the Carinthian
duke.’

These margraves were ap-
pointed by the king; they us-
ually came from prominent
wealthy families, The pro
vince was theirs during their
lifetime only; it could not be
willed to anyone, without the
express permission of the king.

These marches, however, in
many cases, became hereditary
possessions in time,

The chief duty of the mar-

izing armies 'in their district
whenever necessary. They as-
sembled courts and presided.as
such—in the king’s name. All
