In 
both cases, two doctors, not 
just one, will need to agree 
that you are beyond medical 
help and that you will not 
recover. If you have indi­
cated that you do not want 
your dying to be artificially 
prolonged and two doctors 
say there is nothing more 
that can be done for you, 
your wishes will be carried 
out.

A Durable Power of At­
torney for Health Care be­
comes effective at any time 
you lose the ability to make 
your own decisions, even if 
only temporarily. At these 
times your decisions will be

made by the person you 
designate.

Q. - If I state in my 
Living Will that I don’t 
want to be hooked to life 
support equipment, will I 
still be given medication 
for pain?

A. - Yes. A Living Will 
only affects care that artifi­
cially or technologically 
postpones death. It will not 
affect care that eases pain. 
For example, you will con­
tinue to be given pain medi­
cation and other treatments 
necessary to keep you com­
fortable.

The same is true for a 
Durable Power of Attorney. 
The person you name to 
make decisions for you will 
not be able to order the 
withholding of treatments 
that provide you comfort or 
relieve your pain.

Slomšek - he had the 
personality of a saint
By Dr. Franc Kramberger 
____Bishop of Maribor

“Anton Martin Slomšek 
the first bishop of Maribor, 
promoter of national con­
sciousness, educator,
writer,” this is the inscrip­
tion on the statue of Slomšek 
in front of the Cathedral of 
Maribor. To this should be 
added:

Slomšek pastor with a 
deep theological education 
and a healthy mode of 
thinking. He always had in 
sight the Slovenian with his 
actual needs, the influence of 
the environment, the ideas 
and the ideological streams 
penetrating his diocese. In 
view of all this, he was 
deeply aware of his relig­
ious, educational, cultural, 
national and theological 
pastoral mission.

Carrying out this mission 
he entered the history of the 
Slovenian nation with his 
unique, really prophetic 
deeds such as: promotion of 
education, writing of school 
books, foundation of Her- 
magoras publishing society, 
transference of the diocesan 
seat to Maribor, a general 
religious, spiritual and moral 
renovation of his diocese.

Slomšek had the person­
ality of a saint, with an un­
derstanding of this world 
• id a deen love for it. He

wouldn’t show the way he 
didn’t follow himself, and he 
wouldn’t impose burdens he 
didn’t bear himself. What he 
taught, he lived himself. He 
was a harmonious personal­
ity with a clear evaluation of 
his time and a prophetic vi­
sion of the future.

Slomšek had the person­
ality of a saint with an ecu­
menical mind with a deep 
love for his own and others’ 
freedom, with an absolute 
devotion to God, to Church 
and to his people. By the 
founding of the Confrater­
nity of St. Cyril and Metho­
dius he affected the affairs 
of the universal Church and 
brought about a unity as he 
invited the East and West to 
fulfill Christ’s message 
“They should be as one.”

Three times Slomšek set 
out on a journey of apostolic 
visitation. Authorized by 
Pope Pius IX. He visited the 
Benedictine monasteries of 
Central Europe, renovating 
the life and activities of the 
monks, eliminating the con­
sequences of the strict Jan­
senism, the formal and rigid 
Joseph ism and the deca­
dence of liberalism.

Slomsek’s holiness is a 
result of all this an under­
standing personality. This 
the Slovenian people have 
been convinced of from his 
death up to the present time.

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Christian Faith for the future of Europe
The Second Special As­

sembly for Europe of the 
Synod of Bishops met in 
Rome on Tuesday, October 
5. Among the speakers was 
Archbishop Dr. Franc 
Rode, C.M., of Ljubljana, 
Slovenia. He read the fol­
lowing speech to the con­
gregation of bishops, cardi­
nals and the Pope:

When Christianity ap­
peared in Europe it was like 
fresh water from a stream 
that quenches a cruel society 
without hope, where the 
poor and the slave were bent 
under the yoke of injustice 
and fatality and where the 
powerful and cultivated 
man, enclosed in their ego­
tism, vainly searched for an 
answer to the ultimate ques­
tions on the meaning of life.

In this context, Christian­
ity appears like an unbeliev­
able novelty, with the asser­
tion that God himself has 
come to share the destiny of 
man and take on his suffer­
ing; that in the eyes of that 
God all men are equal in 
dignity, because each one is 
loved with a personal love 
and called upon to share his 
life, from now and for eter­
nity. The body itself, the 
location of the perishable 
and the ephemeral, is 
destined to the glory of the 
resurrection.

This immense novelty 
was so rich in content, it 
brought such a sentiment for 
freedom for the hearts and

such light for the souls, that 
the small stream of fresh 
water, springing from the 
heart of Jesus, became a 
river, acquiring new banks, 
reaching the frontiers of the 
empire.

The encounter of Christi­
anity with the Celtic, Ger­
manic, Slav, Hungarian, 
Finnish and Baltic peoples 
was under the best of aus­
pices. Depository of the 
evangelical message and 
successor of the Graeco- 
Roman culture, the Church 
did everything possible to 
make herself accepted by 
these peoples. A process of 
inculturalization took place, 
with the Gospel penetrating, 
purifying and elevating the 
values of young nations, 
which recognize in her, their 
new spiritual country.

This did not last. With the 
Renaissance, nostalgia for 
old paganism reappeared and 
the European spirit turned to 
the purple shroud where the 
dead gods sleep. If the peo­
ple remain faithful to Christ, 
the intellectual and the artist 
see the possibility of a more 
intense life and a richer truth 
outside Christianity.

This is the point we are 
at. It is surprising that under 
these conditions we continue 
to lose? That religious prac­
tice continues to diminish? 
That Christian values crum­
ble away from even what is 
left of the Christian people? 
And this despite Vatican 
Council II and the updating,

despite the magnificent wit­
ness of the martyrs of our 
century, despite the new 
charismatic movements and 
the enormous effort of 
spiritual renewal in the 
Church.

A turning point is perhaps 
underway. I see the proof of 
this in the defeat of atheism 
of this cruel century which 
leaves behind immense suf­
fering and millions of vic­
tims. Having revealed its 
radical negativity, one is 
allowed to hope that it will 
also reappear, in the eyes of 
European man, as a prison 
for the heart and for intelli­
gence, unable to give a 
meaning to life and a future 
to humanity.

Now, without a future, 
man is prey to despair or 
menaced by folly. Under 
these conditions, it appears 
ever more clearly that only 
faith in God is our only pos­
sible eternity, the only One 
w'ho protects us against the 
universal power of death. 
“To live for God or to live 
for death,” said the French 
poet Pierre Emmanuel. This 
is the dilemma. We can hope 
that European man will 
choose God, and with him, 
life rather than death.

Another sign of this 
changing tendency in the 
spiritual history of Europe is 
the fall of communism. The 
fact that the Marxist utopia, 
of apparently impeccable 
intellectual rigor, with its 
enormous administrative,

Že dolgo časa je velik del slovenske zunanje, pa tudi 

splošne politike usmerjen v Evropo oz. v približevanje 
Evropski uniji- s končnim ciljem dokončne vključitve va­
njo. Slovenija je že več let pridružena članica te zveze 
in s tem na dobri poti za Bruselj. Obstaja pa še precej 
nerešenih vprašanj, s katerimi se mora Ljubljana soočati 
in jih privesti na raven evropske zakonodaje. Skupaj z 
Estonijo, Češko, Poljsko, Madžarsko in Ciprom je danes 
Slovenija že na poti v politično Evropo. Roki pa so še 
vedno nekam dolgi in od časa do časa lahko beležimo 
take ali drugačne možne letnice za njen vstop.

Med Ljubljano in Brusljem sicer že dolgo potekajo 
prava pogajanja za uresničitev tega končnega cilja Slove­
nije. Razna področja - od kmetijske in sploh gospodar­
ske politike do pravosodja in drugih problemov - so da­
nes predmet tehničnega oz. strokovnega preverjanja na 
teh pogajanjih. Tu sicer ne bomo šli v podrobnosti, dej­
stvo pa je, da se kaže politična Evropa precej zahtevna, 
republika Slovenija pa ni še kos vsem tem pogojem.

Danes gleda Slovenija predvsem na odnose s sosedi, 
zlasti z dvema članicama Evropske unije, Italijo in Avstri­
jo. V slednji sedaj zaskrblja slovensko javnost podoba 
Jorga Haiderja, moralnega zmagovalca avstrijskih parla­
mentarnih volitev. S svojo desničarsko, nacionalistično in 
populistično politiko ta avstrijski politik danes zelo obre­
menjuje zlasti odnose s Slovenijo, ustvarja pa tudi neza­
dovoljstvo v Evropi nasploh. Sicer so tudi zadnje parla­
mentarne volitve v Švici prinesle nekaj podobnega, nam­
reč zmago desničarskega politika, ki zlasti grdo gleda na 
tuje priseljence (ti pa le s svojim delom pripomorejo k 
rasti švicarske konfederacije...). Z Italijo so odnosi relativ­
no dobri, čeprav jih obtežuje problem slovenske manjši­
ne z neskončnim zavlačevanjem odobritve zaščitnega za­
kona v parlamentu.

Današnja politična Evropa je v nečem morda podobna 
nekdanjim nemškim kraljestvom, velikim vojvodinam in 
kneževinam, ki so se leta 1871 združile v cesarstvo pod 
žezlom pruske dinastije Hohenzollern. Kraljevine Saška, 
Bavarska in Wurttemberg so skupno s prej omenjenimi 
manjšimi državicami sprejele prusko nadoblast, vendar so 
do konca prve svetovne vojne le ustvarile nekake države 
v državi. Morda je tu še najbolj zgovoren bavarski pri­
mer, saj je pravzaprav še danes ta nemška dežela ohra­
nila nekako svobodno mesto v Zvezni republiki (Frei- 
staat). Tako lahko rečemo, da je tudi Evropska unija da­
nes nekako republikansko cesarstvo, sicer brez blišča 
preteklosti, pa vendar zveza svobodnih velikih in malih 
držav. Kakšno mesto bo v njej imela Slovenija?

Predvsem si skoraj ni 
mogoče misliti, da ne bi 
bilo neke organske zveze 
med nedavnim obiskom pa­
peža Janeza Pavla II. v 
Sloveniji in odločitvijo nad­
škofa Rodeta. Ali gre za 
papeško “naročilo” ali pa 
samo za nadškofovo “obve­
stilo” cerkvenega vrha, naj­
brž ne bo tako kmalu po­
vedano, ni pa bistveno za 
nadaljnji razvoj.

Ni si težko predstavljati 
čustvenega razburjenja, ki 
so ga nadškofove besede 
dvignile pri sv. Urhu v tre­
nutku, ko jih je izgovoril. 
Podrobna analiza pa neka­
ko nakazuje, da je dr. Ro­
detovo sporočilo nejasno v 
dveh točkah.

Predvsem je tu seveda 
dejstvo, da je nadškof v 
govoru v resnici potrdil tr­
ditve levega tabora, da so 
se pri sv. Urhu med revo­
lucijo dogajali politični 
umori. Ljudje, nekateri še 
živeči, ki so službovali na 
tej postojanki, so to zani­
kovali.

In drugič: govoreč o žr­
tvah pri sv. Urhu, je nad­
škof dejal: “Obsojeni in u- 
smrčeni so bili po volji 
drugih Slovencev, ki so se 
borili za drugačno Sloveni­
jo. Ni naša naloga, da so­
dimo o njihovih namenih, 
zastavljamo pa si vprašanje 
o pravilnosti njihovih de­
janj.” Tu bi se dalo posta­
viti vprašanje: Čigavi name­
ni in čigava dejanja, žrtev 
ali storilcev. Nadškofov sta­
vek se torej zdi nejasen.

Vsekakor pa je dr. Ro­
de učinkovito prevzel inici­
ativo in, kot kaže, bo zdaj 
celotno boleče vprašanje 
slovenskega razkola slednjič 
le pripeljano do svojega vr­
hunca, pa naj že bo potem 
izid tak ali drugačen. Toli­
ko bolj, ker je prva sinoda 
slovenske Cerkve napoveda­
la, da bo o postu prihod­
nje leto objavljen doku­
ment o narodni spravi in 
da si bo zdaj prizadevala, 
da bi bil Veliki petek do­
ločen za državni praznik 
kot “Dan odpuščanja”. Na 
vrsti je torej levica, da re­
če svojo besedo.

Rešeno mora biti tudi 
vprašanje po vojni zasežene 
lastnine, iz enostavnega ra­
zloga, ker vsi zakoni dolo­
čajo, da mora biti ukrade­
na lastnina vrnjena prave­
mu lastniku. Tu ni nobene 
nejasnosti, zato ne sme biti 
nobenega obotavljanja.

Tretja, morda najbolj 
kočljiva postavka, pa zade­
va zadržanje javnih medijev 
in njihovo poročanje, ko­
mentiranje in analiziranje 
polpreteklih dogodkov; v 
uredniškem pogledu izbor 
prispevkov in brzdanje jav­
nega mnenja; na ravni po­
sameznikov pa vprašanje 
osebnega zadržanja v jav­
nosti.

Pri tem gre predvsem za 
določene propagandno o- 
barvane in uporabljane fra­
ze in izraze, za pretirane 
ali krivične očitke, za po­
narejanje dejstev in stališč, 
pa tudi, na žalost, za čisto 
navadno prostaštvo. Te po­
jave in ekscese bo treba 
odpraviti, če naj vsi Slo­
venci, ne samo Cerkev, 
stopijo v novo tisočletje 
“očiščeni, prenovljeni in 
neobremenjeni”.

V slovenskem tisku se 
zadnje čase pogosto pojav­
lja pritožba, da so bile vse 
te stvari že nekako porav­
nane in da je bilo že do­
seženo neko sožitje ljudi z 
obeh strani ideološke pre­
grade; zdaj, ko je Slovenija

samostojna, pa “nekdo” 
(mišljena je “desnica” ali 
celo Cerkev) te stvari spet 
vlači na dan in “neti novo 
sovraštvo”.

Samo na videz se zdi 
tako. V resnici je bilo nei­
zbežno, ker je bila “desni­
ca” iz revolucijskih časov, 
vsa ta leta prisiljena k 
molku in je bilo vsako ne­
pristransko ocenjevanje do­
godkov v leti 1941-1945 ta­
bu, ki se ga nihče ni upal 
dotakniti, ker se je pač 
predobro zavedal, kaj se je 
zgodilo z ljudmi, ki so si 
drznili upreti komunistični 
revoluciji. Obžalovanja vre­
dno je, da je pri tem od­
prtem razpravljanju o pre­
teklosti prihajalo do eksce­
sov, ki so potem dajali za­
gon novim medsebojnim 
napadom in obrekovanjem.

Z novim tisočletjem pa 
se začenja tudi zadnje ob­
dobje življenja slovenske 
politične emigracije. Pogled 
nazaj nam pokaže poleg 
“morja bridkosti” tudi svet­
le točke, uspehe in zmage, 
osebne in skupnostne. To­
da - čas se izteka. Tako 
stojimo zdaj kot Mojzes na 
gori Nebo in gledamo v 
lepšo, obljubljeno prihod­
nost svojega rodu. Morda 
je ne bomo dočakali, bo 
pa prišla in takrat bo potr­
jeno, da tisti tisoči v Te- 
harjih in Kočevskem Rogu 
le niso umrli zastonj. ■

Vojaško sodelovanje Slovenije, Italije in Madžarske

Brigada treh držav
Načelniki generalštabov oboroženih sil Slovenije, Italije 

in Madžarske, general podpolkovnik Iztok Podbregar, gene­
ral Mario Arpino in general Lajos Fodor so dne 21. okto­
bra, v Ljubljani podpisali tehnični dogovor o sodelovanju 
t.i. trilateralne mednarodne brigade (MLF).

Dogovor, podpisan v Ljubljani, ureja vprašanja sestave 
in sestajanja skupnih politično-vojaških teles, ki bodo na 
podlagi vladnih usmeritev odločala o uporabi brigade, nje­
nem urjenju oziroma usposabljanju, vodenju in vojaški se­
stavi. Poveljstvo brigade, ki bo izključno pehotna, bo v Vi­
dmu v Furlaniji. Tam je tudi nastanjeno poveljstvo italijan­
ske brigade Julia, ki bo kot prispevek Italije sodelovala v 
trilateralni brigadi. V njenem poveljstvu bosta v mirnem 
času tudi po dva častnika slovenske oziroma madžarske 
vojske. id/i;

Načelo vodilne države je splošno sprejeto pri vodenju 
večnacionalnih vojaških formacij v zvezi NATO. Finančne 
obveznosti posamezne države še niso jasne, zagotovo pa si 
bodo skupne stroške razdelile sorazmerno. Načelnik gene­
ralštaba italijanske vojske general Mario Arpino je v Ljub­
ljani slovenske davkoplačevalce izzivalno pozval, naj bodo 
mirni, “saj si s trilateralno brigado nismo sestavili igračke”.

Novo vojaško enoto, o kateri so se zainteresirane drža­
ve več časa pogajale in usklajevale poglede, bodo kmalu 
začeli oblikovati. Slovenija bo v njej sodelovala z lahkim 
pehotnim bataljonom vojakov in častnikov. Po dogovoru 
naj bi mednarodna brigada delovala predvsem v jugovzho­
dni Evropi (v političnem besednjaku jo označujejo za regi­
jo). Na razpolago pa bi bila tudi za mirovne misije med­
narodnih organizacij, OZN ali NATA, tako na primer na 
Kosovu, čeprav Slovenija ni članica Atlantskega zavezništva, 
je pa na strateško pomembnem območju. General Lajos 
Fodor, načelnik generalštaba madžarske vojske, je ob prilo­
žnosti podpisa dogovora o sodelovanju v Ljubljani dejal, 
“da bi - če bi bila brigada že ustanovljena - lahko delo­
vala tudi na območju nekdanje Jugoslavije.” - M.

razumen in neodpustljiv. 
Plakati svarijo pred komu­
nizmom, ki pa je videti 
imaginaren in propaganda 
proti navadna psihoza.

Nobene revolucije, srp in 
zvezdo zagledamo samo v 
prilogi s posnetki domo­
branskih plakatov, nobene 
državljanske vojne. Samo 
čista izdaja, sicer nepoja­
snjena in obzirno ovita v 
celofan, vendar kar vpije iz 
vsega, kar vidimo in sliši­
mo.

Poleg tega sploh ne iz­
vemo, kaj so se šli ti do­
mobranci, ki so se razcve­
teli leta 1944, torej v zad­
njem letu vojne, za katero 
so morali vedeti, da je za­
nje in njihovega gospodarja 
izgubljena?

Leta 1959 
se je njegova želja uresni­
čila.

“Začetki so bili težki,” 
se spominja, “kajti v plesni 
šoli, katero sem kot štu­
dent končal v Mariboru, 
nas niso učili ljudskih ple­
sov.' V Kanadi sem se mo­
ral sam izobraževati na 
področju slovenske folklore 
in nabavljati material.

Slovenija tiste čase ni 
dala na razpolago gradiva 
- na Ministrstvo za prosve­
to in kulturo smo morali 
zaprositi za dovoljenje, da 
smo lahko dobili gradivo 
za izvirne slovenske plese. 
Potem sem se povezal s 
Tončko Maroltovo in sem 
dobil od nje, kar sem ra­
bil. Postopoma sem vzpo­
stavil stike tudi s folklorni­
mi skupinami iz Bele Kra­
jine, Štajerske, Prekmur­
ja..., tako da danes ni več 
problem z materialom.

Tudi z nošami so bile v 
začetku velike težave - v 
Torontu smo jih šivali po 
spominu in iz materiala, ki 
je bil tukaj dosegljiv. Sedaj 
ima skupina Nagelj šest 
različnih originalnih kom­
pletov narodnih noš in v 
programu ima plese vseh 
slovenskih pokrajin.”
. Pot folklorne - skupine Na­
gelj od začetkov do danes 
je torej dolga štiri desetle­
tja, ves ta čas je bil Ciril 
ne samo njen vodja in 
učitelj folklore, pač pa je 
njegovo delo v skupini ob­
segalo še veliko več, kajti 
plesalci se niso pri skupini 
učili zgolj plesnih korakov.

“Mladi ljudje, ki nasto­
pajo v skupini, predstavljajo 
slovensko skupnost,” pravi 
Ciril. “Poznati morajo Slo­
venijo, njene vrednote, zna­
čaj njenihi ljudi. Zato sem 
šestkrat organiziral turneje 
po Sloveniji, da so se ple­
salci seznanili z deželo, ki 
so jo zastopali.”

Prav te turneje po Slo­
veniji so bile pred osamo­

Najstarejši zlati 
nakit na 
Koroškem so 
našli pri Šmihelu
900 do 550 let pred Kristusom je bila naselbina pod Katarino pri Šmihelu najbolj 

pomembna v celi spodnji Koroški. Arheologi so našli nove priče tega časa.
Šmihel. Že v 19. stoletju (1885) 

je Koroško zgodovinsko društvo 
ob vznožju Katarine izkopalo gro­
bove, ki so jih datirali v 7. stoletje 
pred Kristusom, torej v starejšo 
Hallstattsko dobo. Eno teh gro­
bišč (višina 3-4 m, prerez 8 m) je 
Koroški deželni muzej (oddelek 
za pra- in mlajšo zgodovino) letos 
avgusta in septembra ponovno 
raziskal. Pod debelo plastjo zem­
lje so arheologi pod vodsvom dr. 
Paula Gleischerja našli ostanke 
grmade zažigalnega pogreba, 
ostanke kosti in posod ter oglja. 
Grobišče (2,40 x 160 m) je bilo 
vdolbjeno pol metra v zemljo; koti 
grobišča so usmerjeni po nebes­
nih smereh.

Zlati nakit. V grobišču so arheo­
logi našli fragmente dveh zlatih 
uhanov ali lasnic, ki predstavljajo 
najstarejši doslej na Koroškem naj­
deni zlati nakit. Nadalje so našli tudi 
fragmente tanke zlate žice ter 
bronaste igle, ki je pokrita s pločevi­
no iz zlata. Našli pa so tudi vrsto 
majhnih biserov (2-3 mm). Iz naj-

Takšni so ostanki posod, ki so jih 
dajali rajnim v grob. V eni takih po­
sodi so našli tudi amulet iz gorske­
ga kristala.

denega nakita arheologi sklepajo, 
da je z možem bila pokopana tudi 
žena. Tedaj je bilo običajno, da je 
možu v smrt sledila tudi ženska, ki si 
je s tem v drugem svetu zagotovila 
ustrezno visok socialni položaj.

V bližini grobišča so našli tudi

obstranski grob, ki je bil zelo pre­
prost. Poleg žare je bila skodeli­
ca, v kateri je bil gorski kristal, ki 
je očitno služil kot amulet. V nas­
lednjem grobu so našli kosti, ki so 
verjetno od sorodnikov ali pa do­
datnih žensk pokopanega, ki so 
umrli prej, preden so dosegli višji 
socialni položaj.

Naselbina. O naselbini na gori 
sv. Katarine poroča že duhovnik 
in zgodovinar Stephan Singer. 
Prebivalci (Singer jih imenuje Ilir­
ci) so na Katarini živeli med leti 
900 od 550 pred Kristusom; tedaj 
je bila ta naselbina najbolj po­
membna v celi Podjuni, mogoče 
je bil tu sedež poglavarjev posa­
meznih plemen. Celotni grič je ob­
dajal zaščitni okop, ki je deloma 
še danes viden. Najbolj pomemb­
ne najdbe so doslej našli na se­
vernem vznožju griča, kjer so tudi 
tokrat spet kopali. Doslejšnje naj­
dbe hranijo v. Deželnem muzeju v 
Celovcu.

Cerkev na Katarini pa je bila

Pomembna sprememba za koroški NAŠ TEDNIK

Jubilejno darilo
(Urednik koroškega NAŠEGA TEDNIKA mag. Janko Kul- 

mesch je v številki z dne 5. novembra v svoji tedenski rubri­
ki “Pismo iz uredništva" objavil sledeči komentar. Ur. AD)

Zbor narodnih predstavnikov (ZNP) je prejšnji teden 
(28. oktobra, op. Ur. AD) na svoji zadnji seji pred volitva­
mi NSKS sprejel zgodovinsko odločitev - dal je načelni 
pristanek na osamosvojitev Našega tednika. Novi lastnik naj 
bi postalo samostojno Društvo prijateljev Našega tednika. 
Odražalo naj bi raznolikost celotne narodne skupnosti in 
zagotovilo uredniško delo po priznanih novinarskih kriteri­
jih. Ob 50-letnici, ki jo letos praznujeta Naš tednik in NS­
KS, bi lahko k najnovejšemu sklepu NSKS tudi rekli: gre 
za jubilejno darilo, ki so ga člani ZNP v svoji daljnovi­
dnosti namenili slovenskemu časnikarstvu na Koroškem.

Naš tednik je bil od vsega začetka glasilo ene od obeh 
osrednjih političnih organizacij koroških Slovencev. Začel je 
izhajati v času ostrih ideoloških konfliktov in strankarsko- 
političnih opredeljevanj. Predvsem so te konflikte narekova­
le razmere v povojni Jugoslaviji, v kateri je zavladal ko­
munizem z našemu narodu tujo ideologijo. Tako se je 
uveljavila politika, ki je postavljala interes večinskih strank 
in svetovnonazorskih taborov nad narodnega - na žalost 
dalj časa tudi na strani NSKS. Temeljila je na ločevanju, 
ki ni imelo več opraviti z normalnim pluralizmom, temveč 
z miselnostjo križarskih bojevnikov.

Posledice take politike so bile za narodno skupnost ka­
tastrofalne. V kateri meri so na nazadovanje narodne sku­
pnosti vplivale prav notranje-slovenske povojne razmere, 
znanstveno še ni obedalno. Morda pa se bo kmalu našel 
nekdo, ki se bo posvetil tudi temu vprašanju. Čimprej se 
bo to zgodilo, tem bolje bo to za prihodnost koroških 
Slovencev.

Danes na srečo slovenske križarske vojne niso več aktu­
alne. Politika po načelu: Kdor ni za mene, je proti meni 
zanesljivo nima prihodnosti. Sicer drži, da se še vedno ni­
smo docela otresli starih cokel, pa vendar razvoja, kakršne­
mu smo priča v Evropi parlamentarne demokracije, odprte 
družbe in idejnega pluralizma, tudi v naši narodni skupno­
sti ni več možno ustaviti.

To velja še posebej za odnos do medijev. Nesporno 
morajo manjšinski mediji ostati zvesti svoji prvotni in po­
glavitni nalogi - pomagati krepiti narodno skupnost ter 
njen jezik in se zavzemati za njene legitimne interese. To­
da časi, ko so bili manjšinski časniki navadna propagandi­
stična glasila, se ne srečo ne dajo uvekovečiti. Novinarski 
standardi, ki so se uveljavili v evropskih večinskih družbah, 
morajo postati samoumevni tudi za manjšinske. Kar predv­
sem pomeni, da morajo biti mediji izključno v službi bral­
cev, ki ne predstavljajo nekega monolitičnega bloka, tem­
več so izraz pluralnosti v najpristnejšem in najžlahtnejšem 
pomenu besede.

V nasprotnem primeru bo manjšinske časnike doletela 
enaka usoda kakor tiste večinske, ki niso bili pripravljeni 
pravočasno spoznati teh načel, kaj šele, da bi jih uresniči­
li. Prejeli so največjo kazen, ki jo lahko časniki dobijo - 
izgubili so zaupanje bralcev, predvsem tudi mladih. Večin­
ska družba tako kazen preživi brez posledic, za manjšino 
in njeno prihodnost pa je lahko pogubna.

Tudi pod fašizmom se 
je ta vzajemnost ohranila, 
pa čeprav okrnjena. Takrat 
se Hrvatom še sanjalo ni, 
da bo v nekaj desetletjih 
dobršen del Istre hrvaški. 
Še več. Ekstremistični Hr­
vatje so se takrat bratili z 
italijanskimi fašisti, v brk 
hrvaškim Istranom, ki so 
takrat trpeli kot so primor­
ski Slovenci.

Slovenska suverenost nad 
Piranskim zalivom ni po­
membna samo zaradi oze­
mlja na Savudrijskem polo­
toku. Nadvse je pomembna 
meja na morju. Ni vseeno, 
če se meja med Slovenijo 
in Hrvaško začne pri Savu­
driji ali pa pri izlivu reke 
Dragonje v morje. Če se 
meja začne pri Savudriji, 
pomeni, da je dohod iz 
odprtega morja v Koper 
prost, oziroma da dohod 
po morju poteka po morju 
Hrvaške minimalno. Če pa 
teče meja od izliva Drago­
nje- v morej in po sredini 
Piranskega zaliva, kot to 
kažejo zadnji hrvaški zem­
ljevidi, pomeni, da morajo 
ladje iz odprtega morja v 
Koper po dobršnem delu 
hrvaškega morja.

Taka rešitev problema 
Piranskega zaliva pa je za 
Slovenijo nesprejemljiva oz. 
težko sprejemljiva. Taka re­
šitev postavlja gospodarstvo 
slovenske Obale in del 
splošnega slovenskega go­
spodarstva v odvisnost hr­
vaške države, njenega poli­
tičnega odnosa do Slovenije 
in njih političnih muh. Za­
radi tega je tudi slovenska 
suverenost na tem ozemlju 
talec Hrvaške.

Zato pričakujem od slo­
venskih politikov modra, 
preudarna, nikomur podre­
jena in ne prenagla odlo­
čanja.
