Yugoslav Reds Break
Promise on Mestrovie

Rome, Italy Religious serv-
ices connected with the burial of
world-famed sculptor Ivan Mestro-
vic were severely limited by Yugo-
slav communist officials, Mestro-
vic's son said here.

Matthew Mark Mestrovie, whose
father died in South Bend, Ind.,
January 16, said that he and his
sister, Maricia, were “deeply dis-
appointed that Yugoslav officials
failed to live up to promises given
my mother and us that my father
would have full religious honors
when his body was returned to his
family mausoleum.”

He said that before his father’s
body was flown from the U.S., Yu-
goslav officials agreed to the fol-
lowing: ‘that -Ivan Mestrovic’s body
would lie in state for two days in
St. Mark Church in Zagreb and for
another two days in the Church of
the Holy Cross in Split, and that
on January 28 it would be buried
with solemn ceremonies at the fam-
ily cerypt at Otavice.

This procedure was never cai-
ried out, he charged. Instead, the
body was hustled in and out of Za-
greb without ceremony and without
notification being sent to Church
authorities. It was sent directly to
the town of Drnis, near Otavice,
where a funeral Mass was offered
before the family arrived.

The body was then taken to the
mausoleum, where a handful of
communists heckled Bishop Franjo
Franic of Split as he tried to deli-
ver a brief eulogy.

HOW MUCH INFLATION IS SAFE!

A certain school of economists holds that a “little bit of in-

flation” is a good thing — or, at

the least, isn’t harmful.

But there seems to be a difficulty in deciding just what de-
gree of inflation may be desirable or innocuous.

For instance, take a college

economics textbook, written by

a leader in this field. In the first and second editions, the author

observes that price increases of
not cause too great concern. In

around 5 per cent a year need
the third edition, however, the

figure is reduced to less than three per cent. And in the fourth
edition there is still another whittling, down to two per cent.
Then, very recently, in an appearance on a TV program, the
professor mentioned one-and-a-half per cent as a safe figure.
As the Chamber of Commerce of the United States observes,
in listing these percentage changes, “Some people hope the pro-

fessor will keep on talking and

that his book will go through

many more editions.” For then — if past precedent holds good —
he'll soon come to the concluson that the only safe situation is

the total elimination of inflation.

A new round of Peace Corps
Placement Tests will be given at
8:30 am. February 17th in centers
throughout the country.

These taking the tests will be
considered for the many new pro-
jects scheduled to begin this spring
and summer in Africa, Asia, and
Latin America.

Anyone interested in applying
for these projects may do so by
taking the tests and then filling in
a Peace Corps questionnaire, or vice
versa. 4

Among the many fields provid-
ing opportunities for Peace Corps
service are teaching, nursing, en-
gineering, plumbing, carpentry, ag-
riculture, medicine, home econom-
ics architecture, city planning, geo-
logy, physicial education.

While some of the projects call
for technical skills, many others re-
quire men and women without such
formal or specialized training.
Among these are liberal arts grad-
uvates for community development
projects and people with general
farming backgrounds to serve as
instruclor-demonstrators in poultry
and livestock care, irrigation, fer-
tilization, and horticulture.

“No one should automatically ex-
clude himself from consideration
because he considers himself either
too highly skilled or not skilled
enough,” Peace Corps Director Sar-

j | gent Shriver said in announcing the

tests. “We will match qualifications
to the growing requests we are re-
ceiving from abroad.”

The minimum age for applicants
is 18; there is no maximum.

At the te:ting centers, each per-

son will be given his choice be-
tween two types of placement
tests.

One is for men and women who
would like to be considered for
positions as secondary-school or col-
lege teachers. To take one of these
tests, you need a bachelor's de-
gree but you do not need to be an
accredited teacher.

The other test is for everyone
else who wants to serve in the
Peace Corps.
