1922, entered the Franciscan Order in 1939 and after the war, studied theology in Schwaz, a city close to 
Innsbruck in Austria. His last year he studied in Bolzano, northern Italy and was ordained as priest in Trent 
in December, 1948. He came to the United States in 1949 and his fir s t mass in America was at St. Stephen's 
in Chicago on Christmas Eve.

He was stationed at St. Theresa's parish in Johnstown, Pa, and St. John Vianney in Highland Park, 
Mich. In 1963, he came to Lemont, III. From 1967 to 1977 he was the house superior; in 1977 he was elected 
as M ajor Superior o f  the Slovenian Franciscans in the U.S. H e still holds this office.

A fte r  the death o f  Fr. Claude Okorn, O.F.M . in July o f  1979, he has been taking care o f  St. Stephen's 
parish until a new pastor will be appointed.

She shares several recipes 
W|th us: Chicken Soup with Farina 
dumplings , Šmoren and  one o f  Eric 
and Beth’s favorite cakes, Spice 
Cake with Baked Icing.

CHICKEN SOUP

As prepared by Ollie from her 
m other’s recipe.
* stewing or roasting chicken (has 
more flavor than a fryer)
 ̂quarts  o f  water 

^ teaspoons salt 
carrots, sliced

* onion, quartered
‘  ribs o f  celery with leaves OR 

tablespoons parsley leaves

1 cardam om  seed 
Pinch o f  saffron

W ash and place chicken in a soup 
kettle. A dd water and  remaining 
ingredients except saffron  and  heat 
to  boiling. Reduce heat,  simmer 
covered until chicken is tender (about 
1 112 hours for fryer and  2 to 3 hours 
for stewing chicken). A bou t five 
minutes before removing from heat 
add  the saffron. Let s tand about 10 
minutes until soup sets. Skim o ff  fat 
(Ollie’s mother used a  piece o f  brown 
paper torn from an  odrinary  grocery 
bag and dipped it >nto the soup to 
absorb  fat).

F A R IN A  D U M PL IN G S:
1 cup milk
1 tablespoon butter 
112 cup farina
2 eggs, separated 
112 teaspoon salt 
Dash o f  pepper

Heat milk and butter. W hen hot 
stir in farina and cook for about 1 
minute until thick and  sm ooth . Cool. 
Beat egg whites until quite stiff then 
beat the egg yolks. A dd the beaten 
yolks to  the farina blending well. 
Fold in the egg whites. Bring about 1 
q u a r t  o f  the clear soup to a boil. 
D ro p  the  fa r in a  m ix tu re  by 
teaspoonfuls into the boiling soup 
dipping the spoon first into the soup 
so that mixture drops o f f  easily. 
Cover and cook in a gentle boil 
about 5 minutes. Serve dumplings 
with chicken soup, cut-up chicken 
and  the cooked vegetables or serve in 
the clear b ro th  garnished with 
snipped parsley.

Variation: Dumplings can be
cooked in a  mild bouillon solution 
and  served drained as a  side dish with 
meat and horseradish.

“ W hen making beef soup, serve 
some o f  the cooked meat later as 
M arinated Beef (A favorite o f  
E ric’s): slice beef fairly thin, add  one 
clove o f  garlic, minced, and  thinly 
sliced onion rings. Toss with oil and 
vinegar (as desired) and  112 teaspoon 
sugar. Add small am oun t  o f  water to 
cut sharpness o f  vinegar. A dash o f  
rosemary also add  to f lavor .”

ŠMOREN

Ollie’s father loved ŠM O R EN  
especially in the springtime when 
served with a tossed salad o f  regrad 
(tender dandelion greens).
3 tablespoons hot fat (lard preferred)
4 large eggs, well beaten 
1 cup flour
114 teaspoon salt 
112 teaspoon baking powder 
112 cup milk

With a whisk or large spoon beat 
th e  eggs un ti l  well b lended .  
Gradually  add the flour mixed with

salt and  baking powder. Then 
beginning with 1/4 cup milk beat 
well (about 7 minutes) add ing  flour 
and  milk as needed until the batter 
drops o f f  in sheets from whisk or 
spoon (batter  is neither thin nor 
heavy). In a 10 inch skillet heat the 
fat until fairly hot (not smokey hot). 
Pou r  the entire mixture into the pan 
and  fry covered about 3 minutes over 
medium heat until edges begin to  roll 
and  underside is light brown. With a 
large spoon break into fairly large 
pieces (about 2 inches square) and  
turn. Keep turning gently so tha t all 
edges become browned cooking 
ab ou t  7 to  10 minutes. Should be 
puffy and light brown. Serve with 
crisp tossed salad.

SPICED CAKE WITH 
BAKED ICING

11 / 3  cups sifted cake flour 
114 teaspoon salt 
1 /4  teaspoon baking soda 
1 112 teaspoons baking powder
(single acting)
112 teaspoon cloves 
112 teaspoon cinnam on 
112 cup butter
3 /4  cup plus 2 tablespoons brown 
sugar, sifted and packed 
1 egg
1 egg yolk
1 /2  cup buttemilk or sour milk 
Baked icing
1 /4  cup broken nut meats.

Mix flour, salt, baking soda, 
baking powder and  spices. Sift 3 
times. C ream  butter  well, add  sugar 
gradually and  continue creaming 
until mixture is light and fluffy. Add 
whole egg and  egg yolk which have 
been beaten until light; mix well. 
A dd sifted dry ingredients alternately 
with buttermilk or sour milk, mixing 
just enough af te r  each addit ion  to 
keep the batter  sm ooth . Pour batter  
into a greased 8 inch square pan; 
carefully spread B aked Icing on top 
o f  batter  and  sprinkle with nut 
meats.  Bake in a preheated 350 
degree oven for 30 minutes. Cool 5 
minutes, remove cake and  cool 
thoroughly on wire cooling rack.

BAKED ICING:
1 egg white
1/2 cup brown sugar, sifted and 
packed

Beat egg white with ro tary  beater 
until a peak o f  egg white will stand 
upright when beater is pulled out.  
Add brown sugar gradually and  beat 
until mixture is s t iff  enough to hold 
its shape.

TIE IMMIGRANT

Štefka from Jesenice

Šlcfanija, age 4

I was born in Jesenice, Slovenia, a part o f  the old 
Austrian Empire, on New Year’s Eve, 1911. Jesenice, 
known for its iron industry, is the highest town in 
Slovenia above sea level, and is located in a valley 
(dolina) surrounded by the Alps. The crystal clear river, 
Sava, flows through the town and is the longest river in 
Slovenia, rising between the Karavanken and the Julian 
Alps, and flowing near L jubljana and  Zagreb and 
eventually joining the Danube River.

My father w'as a tailor by trade, but due to shortage 
in that line o f  work, turned to  the iron factory, which is 
similar to the steel mills, for a more secure salary. A year 
after  I was born , there was threat o f  war in the wind and 
my m other’s sister, Angela A um an  from Ely, Minnesota, 
later from Willard, Wisconsin, sent my father the fare 
for passage to America. O f f  he went, leaving my m other 
in Jesenice with four children. He intended to send for us 
as soon as lie had loeatcd employment, housing, and 
saved enough money, but changed his plans at the 
beginning o f  World W ar I. We received no letters or 
money from my father for eight years. M other did the 
best she could to keep us alive, moving from one village 
to ano ther  in an effort to secure work. At one time we 
lived on the premises o f  a farmer and his wile, in a 
wooden cabin no larger than a woodshed. O ur temporary 
home stood in the courtyard  o f  the fa rm er’s house. 
M other had been employed by the farmer as a field hand.

The wife was very kind-hearted but her husband was 
unkind and stingy. Whenever she milked the cows, I 
followed her to the barn and would stand in the doorway 
watching. When the pail was full o f  creamy milk, she 
would check to see that her husband was not around  then 
call me into the barn for a dipper o f  lukewarm milk to 
drink.

Every evening as they had dinner, 1 would sit on the 
doorstep. A fter  the farmer had finished his meal and 
went out to the barn or the fields, the lady would give me 
the left-overs. But she dare  not do this in her husband’s 
presence.

One day 1 remember wearing a red dress that a kind 
lady lady had made for me and as I was walking through 
the courtyard  towards the cabin, a big rooster started to 
chase me. I ran  and  fell down. The rooster jum ped  on my 
back and began to peck at my head. The farmer lady 
hearing my cries, came running with a broom and hit the 
rooster til he ran in the opposite direction. When her 
husband appeared  on the scene and saw what his wife had 
done, he became very angry with her for hitting the 
rooster. To this day I have not forgotten that kind lady

and I’m sure that she had earned her reward in heaven.
We children were left alone a great deal o f  the time, 

and m ore often hungry than not.  Yet, in my memory, 
remain many happy hours, especially on Sundays when 
we were all together.

Many times soldiers from various countr ies who 
came on maneuvers would take possession o f  all 
premises. Each house was required to take in as many 
soldiers as possible. We lived on the second floor, while 
the first floor was occupied by the soldiers. Their kitchen 
was in the barn. My mother was just a tenant at this 
house, working in the fields for the owner. Some o f  these 
soldiers were very friendly and others were not,  so 
mother warned us children to stay away from them. I 
recall how they punished a man by tying him to a tree, 
with his hands behind him, and then forcing him to stand 
on his tiptoe; I felt very sorry for him.

When we lived in this house, I recall walking to the 
woods and  finding bullets left by soldiers following target 
practice. I had collected a sizeable box full o f  these tiny 
metal nuggets and stored them in my room. One day as I 
started down the stairs clutching the box in my arms, I 
had lost my balance and felt my body tumble forward. 
One o f  the soldiers picked me up at the bo ttom  o f  the 
stairs and a ttempted to carry me upstairs but I cried and 
struggled away from him in an effort to retrive the 
scattered bullets which were strewn over the floor. 
M other scolded me and wanted to throw away my 
collection until she heard my plea: “ I wish to save them 
to make a bell for the church. I miss the ringing o f  the 
bells very m uch .”

At this time we lived in 
Cesnjevek, Cerklje, near Kranj 
brother, Tonček, the oldest of 
second mother to us, especially to me. He had the 
patience o f  an angel. When I was a child and cou ldn’t 
keep up with the rest o f  the children, he would carry me 
on his back. I called him “ T o ta ”  before I could speak 
well. When I became hungry or thirsty I would say, 
“ T ota ,  p u p o !”  He would take me home and give me 
some o f  the coffee mixed with boiled milk and sugar, 
which my mother prepared every morning before leaving 
for work. I missed him very much, when at the age o f  10, 
he went to ano ther village to work as a “ pastirček” 
(shepherd). He not only tended cows, but did all the odd 
jobs for the farmer. Tonček came home only on special

holidays, bringing with him a round loaf o f  white bread, 
which was a treat for us. I recall that as a youngster he 
Played a m outh  organ, and  taught me how to dance the 

valček.”  Later on, Tonček learned to play the “ squeeze 
° °x ,”  as we used to  call the button  box accordions.

My sister, Paula , next in age, also went to work at 
the age o f  10, because addit ional education was not 
required for girls at the time. She went to a small farm on 
lhe Šentjurska G ora , an area plainly visible from Kranj.  1 
used to visit her during  the sum m er vacations.

It was 1921, and  I was in the th ird grade in Cerklje, 
' '’hen we finally heard from father and received our 
Passage for America. It was not easy to part with friends, 
b|Jt o f f  we went to a new land o f  opportunites.

We traveled by horse and wagon to Kranj, then by 
train to the port o f  Trieste, where we were delayed about 
three weeks till repairs to the ship “ Belvedere,”  a C unard  
Liner, were completed. Sister Rose, from Mt. Assisi 
Academy in Lemont,  Illinois, came across on that same 
ship in Janu ary  o f  1921.

It took us 21 days to cross the ocean to New York.
children always managed to amuse ourselves on the 

deck and were not seasick like many of our elders were. 
Waiters would pass out tiny barrels o f  wine to each 
family with our main meals, but most o f  it was wasted. 
One day we children tackled one o f  those barrels and 
drank a great deal o f  it, then, you guessed it, we were the 
Seasick ones and never touched that wine again.

There was a man in our g roup  who achieved the 
Position o f  a “ leader”  as he had made trips across the 
° cean before. We called him “ A ta ”  and lie acted as our

counselor when we reached New York, where we were 
delayed for three days.

On the long train ride from New York to Chicago, 
“ lunch boxes”  were passed out.  Much o f  the food was 
unfam iliar  to us. “ A la ”  showed us how to peal a banana 
and eat the fruit hidden inside. I d o n ’t remember if I 
liked the banana,  but 1 ate it along with everything else.

We reached Chicago at night and all the lights gave 
an illusion of paradise. My father and his friend waited at 
the railroad station for us with a car, something we never 
saw or rode in before. This was my first meeting with my 
father. Needless to say, I shied away from him for he was 
a total stranger to me — I was merely an infant when he 
left Slovenia, and  it took time, much time, to accept him.

We settled down for the night in a meager four-room 
apartm ent on 19th and Laflin Streets. Next morning, all 
the glitter o f  the lights the night before was gone, and the 
reality o f  the next day brought second thoughts about our 
life in America. My mother, with our help, had com ­
menced with cleaning our new home. The beds had 
bedbugs, and we took out all the springs and sprayed 
them with kerosene. It took a long time to get rid o f  the 
pests. The toilets were in the hall, shared by o ther 
tenants. This was the m onth  o f  June, and  very hot,  so 
long with the bedbug bites, we also had heat rashes. We 
never experienced such heat in Europe.

My older sister and 1 wanted to go to church, so a 
friend o f  our father showed us the way to walk to St. 
S tephen’s. Then came September and  time to go to 
school. A friend took us to C ooper  School and I was put 
in the first grade at the age o f  nine and one-half  years. I 
was very embarrassed am ong the little six-year olds, and 
my strong determination  for learning, especially English, 
was the incentive I needed to study hard. I d id n ’t like 
being called a “ green h o rn ,”  as most immigrants were 
labeled, and tried hard to look, speak ,and  act like an 
American. I did well in school g raduating  in six and one- 
half years at the age o f  15. Very few o f  us “ green horns”  
went to high school. Most o f  us sought employment by 
the time we were in our teens. My brother was 15 when 
we arrived-in A merica so he went to work immediately 
a ttending night school to learn English. My older sister 
went to school for only two years, then to  work and  night 
school.
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Al age 15,1 went to work in a factory, but soon there 
were lay-offs, and I began walking the streets looking for 
work. I went to an agency in downtown Chicago. The 
wom an at the desk said, “ I d o n ’t have any factory work, 
but a lady called today asking for a girl to work in the 
delicatessen store, would you be interested?”

I never worked in a store, but somehow they had 
always intrigued me; 1 loved to shop for my mother.  1 
thought I’d b luff  my way. “ Yes, M a ’m, I can do 
delicatessen w o rk .”  I took the jo b  and paid the agency 
$10.00. My wages were $14.00 per week, 10 hours a day, 
six days a week, including Sundays with Tuesdays off. 
That was my daily schedule for eight years, along with 
riding the street car one hour each way.

In 1925, my father bought a house in the St. Stephen 
Church  area. We liked it as there were m any Slovenians, 
and we soon had a host o f  friends, and conditions were 
better.

My father made wine in the cellar, I can still smell 
that fermenting odor. He also made “ S naps .”  So you 
can imagine there were many gatherings around  our table 
and much singing o f  traditional Slovenian songs.

In 1934, I married Joe  O sterm an, also from St. 
S tephen’s Parish. We were blessed with two children and 
now have six grandchildren. Throughout our marriage, 
we. operated a butcher and  grocery store for a total o f  15 
years, as well as working for others. In our store we sold 
fresh dressed poultry. Chickens were my department.  
A fter closing hours, my husband slashed their throats 
and cleaned them out; I dressed them and  cut up the 
fryers as requested by customers. While doing this, I had 
time to think, so I always had a pad and pencil in my 
pocket and made notes from the events and conversations 
o f  the day. O ur Slovenian immigrants, in an effort to 
learn their new language, sometimes found themselves 
mixing the two languages together in what 1 call “ half  
Slovenian and half English.”  Sometimes the con­
versations were rather amusing. That was when I started 
writing the H alf  and  Pol skits, like this one:

“ H A L F  IN P O L ”

(H a lf  in Slovenian and half in English)

This conversation was heard in an American- 
Slovcnian store.

Mrs. B. “ Hallo! Dans je pa lep dan  ou ts ide .”
Mrs. O. “ This morning je  bilo takšno  d am p  sem 

mislila, da bo rain, sedaj je  pa be tter .”
Mrs. B. “ O, si ti tudi tukaj, zmeraj si busy in zmeraj 

eleanaš. Povej, kaj bom o kuhali za supper. Saj že več ne 
vem, kaj be, ker so vsi a tako fussy. Moj stari je last night 
pršu precej na trkan dom u pa I think, da bo gut', če malo 
ž u p e s k u h a m ."

Mrs. O. “ Kje je pa bil vaš last night?”
Mrs. B. “ Basov bir thday je bil iz shope in je vzel en

Say, ali so tiste klobase 
hom em ade?”

Mrs. O. “ Ja  sure de so, sem jih glih this morning 
sfiksala, so čist fr išne.”

Mrs. O. “ Jas t pa tako ne feelam gut in ne smem jesti 
such a th ings."

The youngsters d id n ’t 
have a happy childhood or much family life because my 
husband and  I worked so many hours just to survive here 
'n America. It w asn’t an easy life for immigrants. Most 
° f  the time they were hom e alone w ithout com panionship  
qnd personal a ttention  which a m other usually gives her 
youngsters. Even though we always saw to their basic 
needs, perhaps they still feel the lack o f  the parental 
aUention.

Holiday mail for Slovenia keeps me busy as I always 
vvrite a few lines to accom pany each card; so considering 
my relatives and those o f  my husband, 1 always send at 
least 20 letters, twice a year — Chris tm as and  Easter.

Now my husband and I live in retirement. I write

many letters to ou r  relatives in Slovenia. Even though Joe 
was born  in Chicago, his parents and  mine knew each 
o ther  from Kranj, Slovenia. Since he can ’t write in 
Slovenian, 1 also correspond with his relatives whom 
we most recently visited in 1979.

Due to arthritis , I find it difficult to write at times, 
so I make taped cassettes and  send them to Slovenia.  O ur 
relatives seem to enjoy hearing our voices.

My first tr ip to  Slovenia was in 1964, after 42 years 
in America. It was the most enjoyable trip  ever. My 
second trip in 1979 was equally good and, G od willing, I 
hope to m ake ano ther  tr ip some day.

I was a bit sad about all the changes in Slovenia as I 
remembered it — new buildings, etc. but, progress is 
progress, and  I realize that one cannot expect the 
memories o f  the past to remain the same. All things 
change — even here in America.

Gratefully , I recall the past and  am happy to  think 
that I experienced life in two different countries — both 
have remained close to my heart.

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MINUTES OF THE BOARD DIRECTORS’ MEETING 
MARCH 3, 4, 5,1980, HOME OFFICE, JOLIET, ILLINOIS

The annual meeting o f  the Slovenian W om en’s 
Union o f  America, Board o f  Directors was held at the 
H om e Office o f  the SWU, Joliet, Illinois, on Monday, 
Tuesday and Wednesday, March 3, 4, 5, 1980. The Board 
o f  Auditors began the annual examination o f  ledgers at 9 
a .m . M onday, M arch 3, until 1 p .m . After lunch, the 
Auditing Board, National President and National Vice- 
President met with the Trust Officers o f  the Union Bank 
o f  Joliet, to examine the investment portfolio . Returning 
to the H om e Office at 3 p .m. the Auditing C om m ittee 
examined and verified the ledgers o f  Ihe National 
Secretary, National Treasurer, President o f  Scholarship 
F und  and  Editor. All investments and  accounts were 
found in perfect order. The meeting was called to o rder at 
5 p.m.

The President,  M ary Muller, led the opening prayer. 
Roll Call o f  officers present was as follows: President,  
M ary Muller, Vice-President, Anne Kompare, Secretary, 
Olga Ancel,  First A udito r ,  Barbara Rosandich, Second 
A uditor ,  M arion M. Marolt, Third  Auditor ,  Irene 
Jagodnik , Editor, C orinne  Leskovar and President of 
Scholarship Fund, Hermine Dickc. Absent due to  illness 
o f  her husband was Treasurer,  M ary Marolt.

By unanim ous agreement, the Minutes o f  the 
previous meeting were dispensed as they were printed in 
April,  1979 Z A R JA . President appointed the recording 
secretary, C. Leskovar.

Reports were called by the president.  All were ap ­
proved and ordered to be filed by unanim ous agreement.

Report o f Officers will be printed next month.

It was moved by the Scholarship Com m ittee  
President that if there is no  journalism  m ajo r  scholarship 
applicant for the 5th scholarship in 1980, a general 
scholarship will be given in its place. On motion ol M. 
Muller, unanimously carried, a  special scholarship lor 
religious vocation will be given in 1981.

A letter submitted by W om en’s Activities Director,  
Albina Uehlein was read and a recom mendation  made 
that Mrs. Uehlein sent copies to  all branches.

Greetings were received from former officers , Mary 
Bostian o f  Cleveland, Ohio, Ann Podgoršek o f  Duluth, 
Minnesota, Ann Paehak o f  Pueblo, C olo rado  and a 
message o f  sympathy from the Slovenska Izseljenska 
Matica o f  L jub ljana , Slovenia on the passing o f  
Founder, Marie Prisland.

Meeting was ad journed  at 7 p.m.
Tuesday, March 4, 1980, ihe meeting was called to 

order  at 9 a .m . by the president who also led the prayer.
First on the agenda was the selection o f  a  new 

Spiritual Advisor since the demise o f  Fr. C laude O korn , 
O FM  last September. The President reported having 
writ ten to all Regional Presidents asking for their 
recommendations. There were six names suggested at 
this meeting.

Lengthy discussion followed with the Directors in 
agreement that the Spiritual Advisor has an im portant 
function in writing monthly columns in Z A R JA  in bolh 
English and  Slovenian languages. They m ade unanim ous 
agreement to select Fr. A thanasius Lovrenčič, O FM , 
Custos o f  the Slovenian Franciscan Fathers in Lemont, 
Illinois. Fr. A thanasius is currently the pastor o f  St. 
S tephen’s church in Chicago. He has a responsible 
position as head o f  the Slovenian Franciscans ol the 
Custody o f  Chris t the King which oversees the Franciscan 
parishes in the United Stales. His education and  ex-
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pcrience arc  outs tanding. T he  Directors were very 
pleased to  receive the immediate consent o f  Fr- 
A thanasius by telephone.

The discussion turned to Ihe Secretary’s report on 
mem bership  standing. A num ber o f  branches, nos. 7, 46, 
62, 90 and 29, arc in the process o f  either merging or 
d isbanding due to lack o f  officers . These groups find it 
hard  lo elect suitable officers , especially secretaries to 
handle  the assessment. The Secretary was advised 1° 
accept the dues payments directly in the H om e office. If 
view o f  the increase in assessment since January ,  1980, 
the Board was encouraged that so many members were 
accepting the increase, realizing the increase is necessary- 
The C am paign  shows a substantial number o f  junior 
transfers to adult dept, which constitute  new m e m b e r s h ip  
credit in the campaign. Altho there are some junior 
members d ropping, they are doing so not because o f  the 
increase in ju n io r  dues from 10 lo 20 cents per month , but 
because the jun io r  transfer age has been shortened Iron'
25 to 18 years.

It was again the opinion o f  all Directors that 
b ranches without active officers are having d i f f icu l t ie s ,  
while those with active officers are doing very w ell .  Son'e 
com m ents  received from  members in regard to dues 
increases for members over 75 years o f  age were 
discussed. The Board feels that il is up to in d iv id u a l  
branches to help those older members not able to Pa/  
dues. Members o f  age 75 are  encouraged to keep their 
policies in order. Since modern  medical and  living 
s tandards are the highest ever, we arc finding people 
living longer than ever. W hat was old at 75 is today not 
old at all. The  Vice-President noted that the average age 
today is over 85, not over 75. These are known as “ late- 
late adu lts ,”  whereas people younger than 75 are called 
“ late adu lts” . As a result o f  this discussion, the B oard  
asks that th rough Ihese Minutes, members be advise® 
lhat the elderly members are an inspiration to  all o f  us 
and  we love and  appreciate  them.

Secretarial Awards will be increased lo 20<t Per 
member per year lo Ihe secretary if the branch remains 
ihe same or increases in membership. She will be awarded 
lOt per m em ber per year if Ihe branch tola! is decreased 
in ihe year. This proposal was made by ihe Nation3 
Secretary in her report and after  the discussion, carried 
unanimously. .

The Board hopes that in this way the secretaries o 
our branches will be encouraged to keep all tl’cl  ̂
members in good standing. In this regard, Mrs. Ance 
read a letter received from Ihe secretary o f  Br. 40> 
Lorain, O hio  and asked t hat il be added to the Minutes o 
this meeting. Agreed by ihe Board who thank M 'v 
Kozjan and coneurr with her sentiments.

ČEDNIK
Mlajši obiskovalci starega kraja  zaha ja jo  tudi v 

slovenske planine — na Karavanke, Kamniške planine, še 
bolj pa na Julijske alpe ali Triglavsko pogorje. Tam  
srečujejo pastirje. Ti se ne menijo za turiste, ako  se pa 
kdo  spusti z njimi v razgovor so zelo prijazni in zgovorni. 
Pastirsko življenje se zdi ljubiteljem planin skrivnostno, a 
včasih je bilo tudi znamenje revščine. Opisal bom pastirje 
v M ojstrani in na Dovjem. O d pastirja  m oram o ločiti 
planšarice, ki so šle v poletju na planine, kjer so se molzle 
krave. Pastirji, ki so bili mladi fantje, so prignali proti 
večeru krave h koči, da jih je  planšarnica pomolzla. Čez 
dan  je delala puter in ako  je bilo na planini dovolj krav 
tudi sir.

Pastirji na Dovjem in v Mojstrani so bili dvojni. Na 
Dovjem so imenovali pastirja  čednik. Molzne krave so 
pasli po okoliških dolinah in po pašnikih in vzpetinah 
nad njivami. Čednik je šel vsako ju t ro  po vasi in trobil na 
rog, da so gospodarji  vedeli, kdaj spustiti krave in 
govedo iz hleva. Vsaj ena krava vsakega gospodar ja  je 
imela na vratu zvonec, da je čednik vedel, kje se pasejo 
krave. Zvonec je bil pa tudi znamenje za druge krave, da 
se med pašo niso preveč razkropile. V pomoč čedniku so 
bili odrasli otroci.  Oskrbeti iih ie moral gospodar po 
številu krav. Ti so imeli nalogo paziti čez dan, da  krave 
niso zašle tam , kjer so bile ograje slabe ali pa morda 
odprte  zaradi dela v gozdu. Čednik je imel navadno  tri 
take pomočnike, včasih tudi štiri. Z a  plačilo so dobili od 
gospodar ja  h rano. Imenovali so se tretinjiki.

Od jun ija  meseca do male gospojnice (malega 
šm arna) so imeli ja lovo  in nemolzno živino ter ovce v 
planinah na Rožci, Možaklji in Vrtaškem vrhu pod 
Slemenom. Koširjev Janez, po domače Kobarjev, je  pasel 
na Vrtaški planini.

Pot na Planino je silno s trma in se začne dvigati v 
strmino takoj za nekdanjo  cementno tovarno  v 
Mojstrani. Je  kar dve uri hoda po zelo strmi poti, ki se 
vije nad drevjem in grmovjem. Se kar prileže, da se od 
časa do časa ustaviš in uživaš ob vsakem počitku lepe
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naravne prizore po dolini Vrat, kjer se vije kot srebrna 
nit deroča Bistrica. Lahko  opaziš tudi skalovje, med 
katerim se spušča mogočni slap Peričnik v praznino in 
teče nato  po strmini v Bistrico. P redno  pa se voda nagne 
pod slapom v dolino je to lmun. Kolikokrat sem zavidal 
ribiča, ki je  stal na skali in metal trnek v vodo. Lovil je 
postrvi.  Nad Peričnikom je s trm o pobočje, poraslo z 
nizkim drevjem in grmovjem; in nad tem so strme stene, 
po katerih bi rad plezal, a nisem mogel niti do njih priti.

Med po tjo  v s trm ino smo pogosto počivali in uživali lep 
razgled. Spomnim se, da sem bil ob enem takih vzponov 
precej obložen. Na planini so gradili kočo. In ako  si hotel 
veljati za pravega planinca, si moral v dolini k svojem^ 
lastnemu bremenu, nahrbtn iku, dodati še eno ali dve 
deski za novo kočo. Za nekaj korakov je bilo 
malenkost, ki s e je  pa kmalu spremenila v težko breme.

T o  pot je čednik, Koširjev Janez, po domače 
Kobarjev  iz M ojsrane, pogostokrat prehodil oprtan  z 
velikim nahrb tn ikom  in še polno malho, v kateri je  imel 
krhlje in steklenico čaja z brinjevcem. V rokah je imel 
pastirsko palico, stalno spremljevalko. Ko bo prišel na 
P lan ino ,  jo  bo okrasil z rodondendrom  in ob svojih 
pohodih  po skalovju, ki se dviga nad pašniki pod 
Vrtaškim vrhom, bo sredi avgusta utrgal dve ali trl 
planike, ki bodo potem vse poletje krasile njegovo 
pastirsko palico. Zanj so znamenje , da je dom a v 
p laninah in da pozna skrivnosti planinskega sveta.

Po  dveurni hoji postane pot položna. Strmin3 
po lagom a prehaja  v planino. Skozi bukovo drevje 
p r ihaja jo  sončni žarki, ki sprem inja jo  ozko pot,  ki je 
postala zaradi trohnelega listja in smrekovih ter botovil’ 
igel mehka, v stezo, ki pelje v pravljični svet. Tu in tam se 
pa drevje preneha in znajdeš se na jasi, po kateri je  p0* 
zopet kam nita  in zaradi neenakega kam na  neprijetna- 
Pripekajoče sonce in suh jezik te prestavita lZ 
pravljičnega sveta v stvarnost trdote  pastirskeg3 
življenja.

Na tem delu poti je  čednik Robarjev Janez  prosto  
zadihal in težak nahrbtnik ga več ni tako pritiskal k tlom 
kot na poti v s trmino, ko je  mora! hoditi sključen naprej, 
da ga ni nahrbtnik potegnil na najbolj strmih delih poti 
nazaj.

Robarjev Janez je  bil molčeč mož. Samotno 
pastirsko življenje in pa delo, ki ga je dobil , kadar  so v 
planinah postavljali kako kočo, ga je naredilo takega. V 
osamljenosti in molku se je naučil opazovati naravo z 
bujnim življenjem in najrazličnejšimi prizori, ki j ih je 
sonce ustvarjalo  v dolini ob živahno tekoči Bistrici med 
belim peskom in na pobočjih proti planinskim pašnikom 
in strmim skalam, na katere še ni stopila človeška noga. 
Čeprav je bila sam ota  resnična, ker turizem še ni bii 
razvit, so bile doline in planine polne življenja, ki ga pa 
ni vsakdo odkril.  Janez Robar,  preprost mož, ki ga je 
vzgajala narava sam a in vplivala nanj klena, a obenem 
mehka osebnost Jako ba  Aljaža, je  živel z naravo  in je 
znal opaziti njena čudesa.
