Lani je Cleveland izgubil zadnjo redno neposredno
eleznisko potniSko zvezo z glavnim mestom deZele W3-
shingtonom, pretekli teden so objavili, da je bila ukinjena
potniska Zelezniska zveza Clevelanda s Pittsburghom, ker
osebni vlak na tej progi ni imel veZ kot povpretno 11 pot-
nikov. Podobno kot s Clevelandom se godi z drugimi veli-
kimi in malimi mesti deZele. PotniSki promet na Zelezni-
cah pada iz leta v leto in ZelezniSke druZbe bi ga najrajSe
v celoti ukinile, Ze bi jim le oblasti to dovolile. In vendar
je potniski promet prinadal Zeleznicam v ZdruZenih drZa-
vah nekdaj ogromne dobicke.

Starejs$i rod se $e spcminja, kako so se bogatasi vozili
preko deZele na svojih poslovnih potih s posebnimi vlaki,
opremljenimi z vsemi udobnostmi, kako so se politiki, po-
sebno kandidati za predsednike ZdruZenih drZav, v poseb-
nih vlakih vozili iz kraja v kraj in govorili volivcem na
“whistlestopih”. Zadnji je uporabil ita nacin volivne kam-
panje predsednik Harry Truman leta 1948.

Vlogo potniskih vlakov v tem pogledu so prevzeli kot
drugod avtomobili in letala. Kdor danes potuje v kak bliz-
nji kraj, se pelje s svojim avtomobilom ali avtobusom, kdor
potuje dale€, uporabi letalo, ¢e more pogresiti onih nekaj
procentov razlike v ceni med letalom in avtobusom. Z Ze-
leznico se vozijo najvec le 3e oni, ki potujejo nekaj sto milj
dale¢ in hogsjo med voZnjo spati. Med nami je danes ne-
mara Ze dosti takih, posebno onih srednjih in mlajsih let,
ki se z vlakom sploh e niso nikdar peljali.

ZelezniSko omreZje je doseglo najvecji obseg v nasi
deZeli leta 1916, ko je merilo skupno 254,037 milj in je ob-
vladovalo veZji del tovornega in osebnega prometa.-V to-
vornem prometu so imele Zeleznice hudega konkurenta v
vodnem prometu. PrevaZanje blaga po rekah, jezerih in
prekopih je sicer sorazmerno pocasnejse, zato pa je veliko
cenejSe. ZelezniSke druzbe so bile med drugim eden glav-
nih nasprotnikov gradnje globokovodne poti po reki
sv. Lovrenca, ki je odprla pot v Velika jezera tudi velikim
oceanskim ladjam. Vedno ve¢ tovornega prometa odvzema-
io Zeleznicam tovorni atomobili in v zadnjih letih tudi le-
tala. Velika moderna jet letala so sposobna prenesti naglo
velike tovore za sorazmerno sprejemljivo ceno. Letala pre-
vzemajo tudi vedno veéji del poste, letalske in navadne, pi-
semske in paketne V pogledu tovornega prometa se Zelez-
nice trudijo na vse naline. da bi ohranile svoj del in ge le
mogoce ga tudi povecale. Na podrodju potniSkega prometa
'so omagale, vidijo, da je tam njihova doba minila.

Zeleznice so Se leta 1956 prepeljale v nadi deZeli blizu
430 milijonov potnikov, od tedaj pa je $tevilo teh padlo da-
ije. Od celotnega medmestnega potniSkega prometa je od-
padlo leta 1650 na Zeleznice le Se 3 odstotke. :

Eddie Bressoua, the spirited short-
stop - of the Red: Sox; estimated
there are 11 or 12 spitball pitchers
in the American League.

(4)
$135 miliion is requested for fund-
ing American voluntary contribu-
tions to eight international pro-
grams in support of the United Na-
_tions, such as UNESCO, UNICEF,
WHO, etc. ;

On Monday, March 21, 196, Sec-
retary of State Rusk appeared as
‘the first witness before the Foreign
Affairs Committee in support of
this $3.4 billion program. This sum
is considerably less than President
Kennedy's request of $4.5 billion a
year ago. Of course, the Congress
-did not approve Mr. Kennedy’s re-
quest and actually appropriated $3
billion for fiscal year 1964. Closed
hearings on President Johnson’s re-
quest will get underway following
the Easter recess. Each of the cate-
gories of assistance will be carefully
evaluated in the light of present
circumstances for the purpose of
preparing a program consistent with
the econcmic, political and military
security of our nation.

JOB OUTLOOK GOOD FOR
COLLEGE GRADUATES
Continuing demand for college
graduates, at rising pay, is shown
in a new nationwide survey of jcb
offers to this year's seniors. The
survey, by the College Placement
Council, shows pay offers higher
than a year ago in all fields, but
with increases not as great as in
some recent years. Averages are
$614 a month for technical gradu-
ates, up $19 from 1963, and $515
for non-technical graduates, up $15.
Changes in demand by industries
for college graduates also show up
in the survey. The aircraft and
aerospace industry, for example, has
made 11 per cent fewer offers than
a year ago but remains in first place
in total number of offers. Petroleum
producers, on the other hand, are
increasing the number of offers to
graduates and are second in total
number, compared with sixth place
in the corresponding survey of last
year. These also are changes: Elec-
trical engineers still get the largest
number of offers, but their share is
only 26 per cent in the latest sur-
vey, compared with 35 per cent a
year ago. But seniors who are in
rising demand include mechanical
engineers, chemical engineers, ac-
countants, and business majors.
The survey covers more than
6,500 offers made to graduates who
will receive bachelor’s degrees this
year from 107 leading colleges and
universities around the nation.
