PROGRAM
(Cuyahoga County, Ohio)

(FIRST of a series of three ar-
ticles on the Food Stamp Plan which
is scheduled to go into operation in
Cuyahoga County on May 1, 1963.
The series was prepared in colla-
horation with the Cuyahoga Coun-
ty Welfare Office and the Agricul-
tural Marketing Service, U.S.. De-
partment of Agriculture. The first
article in this series presents an
overall, general picture of the pro-
gram.) "

Do you have a low income?

Are you now receiving public as-
sistance grants?

If so, you may be eligible to. buy
more and better foods with about
the same amount ¢f money you are
now spending for groceries.

This will be made possible under
the Food Stamp Program which
will go into operation in Cuyahoga
County on May 1.

The program will operate through
‘the combined efforts of the Ohin,
Department of Publiz Welfare
through its Cuyahoga County Of-
fice in cooperation with the Agri-
cultural Marketirg Service, U. S.
Department of Agriculture.

The Food KStamp Program has
two basic purposes. The first is to
help you, as a needy family, to get
more food and a better diet for bet-,
ter health. Second, to make better,
and greater use of the big supplies;
of food produced by American
farmers. I

American farmers produce more
than enough food to provide eversy-
one in this country a good diet. But
some families are not able to buy
all the food they require for good
health.

So, the Food Stamp Program
is a new method of getting addi-|
tional food to you. It will replace
the donations of surplus govern-
ment foods which you are now re-
ceiving.

Under the Food Stamp Program,
you will be able’ to purchase the
extra food at your retail store. In
this way. everyone will benefit.
Your decision to participate in the
program means you will eat better
and enjoy better health. The farm-
er will be able to sell more food.
The Community will be helped by
yvour added food buying power.

Broadly, here is how the program
will operate:

You, as a low-income family or
one receiving public assistance, will
be certified to participate in the
program by the Cuyahoga County
Office of the Ohio Department of
Public Welfare. -

The welfare ofice will determine
the amount of food coupons you
must purchase and the amount of
bonus or free coupons you will re-
ceive in accordance with a scale
approved by the U. S. Department
of Agriculture. You then spend
these food coupons at your favorite
grocer for any food produced in the
United States. just as anyone else
would use money.

The grocer redeems or deposits
the coupons at his bank just as he
does his other receipts or deposits.
The grocer must be authorized to
participate in the program by the
local Food Distribution Division of-
fice of USDA’s Agricultural Mar-
keting Service. Currently, all of the |

major chain stores and nearly 200
irdependent grocers in Cleveland
have already been authorized.

The Food Stamp Program, it is
pointed out by USDA, is not a wel-
fare program. Rather, it is a food
assistance program. The whole idea
is to get more food to you as a
needy family by increasing your
food purchasing power, It is not to
make available for other purpcses
some of .the monthly income yau
are now spending for food. :,

To make sure you actually -buy
more food. the Food Stamp Pro-
gram rules require you to put up
some of the money you would nor-
mally sperd for food. If the coupons
were absolutely free, some families
might use them -to buy. only focd
they would have hought anyway
and still have an .inadequate diet.
That' would defeat the main ' pur-
pose of the program. s

The amount of money you pa

for food coupons and the amount of

bonus or free coupons you receive
depends upon several factors. One
factor is the ircome of your family;
another is its size. The idea is to
charge you about what a family of
your cize and income could be ex-
pected to spend for food.

SPRINGTIME IS FOR LETTUCE

In thci_;‘pring a‘saladdover’s fancy lightly turns. to thoughts;
of home-grown lettuce. And with good reason, for several
kinds of lettuce with the greatest appeal for eye and palate

‘are oftéen hard to find at the

supermarket, If you've never

_eaten home garden lettuce, you don’t know what you've been
- ' missing. It's quite a different vegetable from the leathery

i heads that you buy in the store.

The surprising thing is that more
people don't try growing their own,
It takes very little space, and very
little time and effort, and home
garden lettuce plots are seldom seri-
ously affected by insects and plant
diseases, Here are some pointers
for those whose spirit or adventure
is not yet dead.

The main requirements for a
good crop of backyard lettuce are:
fertile soil and plenty of moisture
to promete the kind of rapid, uni-
form growth that will make. your
lettuce tender and sweet,

You can probably improve your
soil for lettuce by adding one or
more of these materials to your
soil before preparing the seed bed.

Fertilizer: about 4 or 5 lb. per
hundred square feet of one of the
standard garden fertilizers. Lawn
fertilizer can be used, but only
about 4 - Y2 as much. Organic
matter, such as peat moss, old hay
or straw, decomposed grass clip-
pings, poultry litter, manure (if
you can find it), etc. — and the
more the better. -

Lettuce plants have a rather
small, shallow root system, so it is
important to keep the upper soil
from drying out. This is usually ho
problem in the spring, but summer
lettuce will benefit from a layer of
lawn clippings, or similar material
spread around the plants. This con-
serves moisture, keeps the soil
cooler, and eventually returns or-
ganic matter to the soil when you
turn it under for the next crop.

Varieties
For earliast_ picking in . late
spring, Simpson’s Curled (Black
Seeded Simpson) (light green),
+ Grand Rapids (darker green), and

lar non-heading or leaf varieties.
They can be picked a few leaves at
a time. Salad Bowl (light green),
and. Ruby (dark red) are good
leaf-types for later plantings, as
they stand hot weather very well.

Among the loose-head or semi-
head types there are several good -
ones to choose from. White Boston
(medium  green), Bibb (small,
dark green), and Mignonette (red-
tinged) are good for cool season.
Matchless (dark green) Butter-
crunch (dark' green) are better
suited for warmer weather, These
varieties are popular for their
rather thick, heavy leaves and their
rather mild, sweet flavor, -

Another type 'well suited for
home gardens and adapted for a
wide range of growing conditions
is romaine, the upright, rather tall,
long-leaved rather loose-headed
kind. Parris Island or Dark Green
Cos are widely used. 3
After spading, work the soil free
of stones and clumps to prepare a
fine seed bed. Lay out your rows
to allow between 12 and 24 inches
between rows, and plantto a depth
of about ¥4 inch at a rate of about
6 to 8 seeds per foot. As the young
plants begin to grow, thin‘out a
space of about 8-12 inches between
plants, using the pulled plants for
leaf-lettuce.

The early maturing leaf-lettuces
reach full size in six to eight weeks.
The heading types may take 10 to
12 weeks for full maturity. To
avoid the gluts and famines, make
a small planting every week or so.
