NOVI SAD, SFRJ — V¢eraj je bil burni
dan v tem glavnem mestu Vojvodine. Ze do-
poldne so bile ulice napolnjene s tiso¢imi de-
monstranti, ki so zahtevali takojinje povisa-
nje — podvojitev — njihovih pla¢ in izbolj-
Sanje Zzivljenjskega standarda. Zahtevali so
tudi odlo¢ne ukrepe zoper albanske naciona-
liste na Kosovu, zdruZitev Vojvodine in Ko-
sova s Srbijo, kon¢no pa tudi odstavitev voj-
vodinskega partijskega vodstva, ki se je upi-
ralo »velikosrbskemu« -programu srbskega
vodje Slobodana Milo3evica.

Vojvodinski voditelji so li v Beograd in
se posvetovali s srbskim vodstvom. Obljubili
$0, da bodo kolektivno odstopili. To ni bilo
dovolj za razjarjene demonstrante, ki so si-
noci, bilo jih je po razli¢nih virih od 30 do 50
tiso¢, obkolili poslopje v Novem Sadu, kjer
ima vojvodinsko partijsko vodstvo svoj se-
deZ. Prislo je do spopadov med demonstran-
ti in policisti, v spopadih je baje bilo do 100
ljudi ranjenih. Centralni komite vojvodinske
partije se je sestal in z vecino 87:10 glasovalo
za razreSitev celotnega dosedanjega 15-¢lan-
skega predsedstva. Zatasno bo vojvodinsko
partijo vodila 10-¢lansko skupina in sicer,
dokler ne bo izvoljeno novo vodstvo.

Kriza v Jugoslaviji gre torej k svojemu
vrthuncu. Srbski ¢lan zveznega predsedstva
in bivii obrambni minister SFRJ, gen. Niko-
la Ljubiti¢, je predlagal »izrédne ukrepec,
da bi se napravilo konec pouli¢nim izgre-
dom.

29, oktobra 1945 je Sloven-
ski narodni odbor izdal ob pri-
liki narodnega praznika sledec
razglas.

»29. oktobra 1918 smo se
Slovenci osvobodili avstrijsko-
nemikega gospodstva in vsto-
pili v kraljevino Jugoslavijo,
ki smo si jo izvolili za svojo
narodno drzavo.

29. oktobra 1944 so zastop-
niki slovenskega javnega Ziv-
ljenja podpisali narodno izja-
vo, s katero Slovenci ponovno
potrjujemo svojo zvestobo
Kraljevini Jugoslaviji, ki jo
hotemo imeti urejeno kot fe-
derativno drzavo jugoslovan-
skih narodov. V tej izjavi Slo-

Zlasti pri
otrocih so mozne 3e druge
oblike komplicirane migrene,
ki jih spremljajo agresivnost,
zmedenost, vrtoglavica, dvoj-
ni vid in motnje govora. Hista-
minska migrena, imenovana
tudi paroksizmalni no¢ni gla-
vobol, migrenska nevralgija
ali Hortonov sindrom, je po-
gostejSa pri moskih., Oznacuje
ga stalna enostranska bole¢ina
otesnega predela, ki se javlja
ponavadi dve do tri ure potem,
ko smo zaspali.

Spremljajo jo solzenje in iz-
cedek iz nosu. Nagiba k po-
navljanju no¢ za nocjo kar vet
tednov, temu pa lahko sledi
vecletno obdobje brez -tezav.
Glavobol, ki spremlja napade,
utegne ponehati tako nenado-
ma, kot se je pojavil. Vnaprej
ni mogoce predvideti, kdaj se
bodo napadi ponovili.

Vsekakor pa jih lahko izzo-
vejo stresi, preobremenitve,
preutrujenost in duevni pre-
tresi. Obdobja opisanega tipa
migrene, ki trajajo obicajno
dva do tri tedne, se lahko vec-
krat ponovijo, pri éemer pripi-
sujejo doloteno vlogo tudi
alkoholu, nigroglicerinu in
hrani, ki vsebuje prevel tyra-
mina. Podnevi je izjemoma
pride do napada.

In kaksno je zdravljenje?
Veckrat pravzaprav sploh ni
potrebno, Se zlasti takrat, ka-
dar je bolnik izérpno poucen o
naravi bolezni in pomirjen.

za preventivnho zdravljenje.
Véasih se obnesejo ampule z
amilnitritom, ki jih v zaCetku
napada zdrobimo v Zepnem
rob&ku in vdihujemo. Pri laz-
jih oblikah so nekateri bolniki

vajeni aspirina ali kombinira-
nih praskov. Nekaterim poma-
gajo preparati, ki vsebujejo
ergotamin, avamigran, sando-
migran, ergotan, ditamin, ki
pa jih ne smejo uporabljati no-
secnice!

Ve€ini bolnikov je nujno
potreben pravocasni pocitek v
mirni in zatemnjeni sobi. Na
Zalost moramo koncati z ugo-
tovitvijo, da do danes za mi-
greno $e ni na voljo zanesljive-
ga, neskodljivega in uspesnega
zdravila.

Yugoslav Political Crisis At Its
Peak — Hardliners Are Winning

The most serious political crisis in Yugoslavia at least
since the fateful split between the late dictator Josip Broz Tito
and Soviet leader Joseph Stalin in 1948 has apparently neared
the point of no return. Large demonstrations organized by
highly nationalistic groups in the southern parts of Yugoslavia
‘have been manipulated by Serbian strong man Slobodan Milo-
sevic to provoke a showdown between the pro-Stalinist, pro-
military hardliners on one side, and those elements in Yugosla-
via, centered primarily but not exclusively in Slovenia, who
desire either to retain the present relatively decentralized form
ol government or to evolve the system into a western-style
parliamentary democracy. Indications are that the hardliners
have gained the upper hand, which does not bode well at least
in she short term for -advocates of change toward greater

In the last weeks at least three members of the ruling
Communist Party’s Presidium have resigned; all had been at-
tacked by the Milosevic faction and al least one was a Slovene,
r Franc Setinc.

In mid-October there will be a meeting of the Central
Committee of the Communist Party. It is expected there will
be large-scale expulsions of members, who will be replaced by
individuals in tune with the winning side.- Unfortunately, at
this point it seems more democratic or at least anti-hardline
Central Committee and Presidium members will be the ones
removed. It is not unlike the recent shakeup in the Soviet
leadership, where, however, Mikhail Gorbachov was able to
get the hardline opponents. ol reform removed or at least o
weaken their position. In Yugoslavia it appears the reformers
will be the ones to get the axe.

There is general agreement among observers ol Yugoslav
affairs, both inside and outside the country, that the hardliners

have no lasting solutions to offer-for the prolonged and still
deepening economic crisis which has made the Yugoslav dinar
worthless paper and produced a 200%-plus inflation rate.
