In the quiet of contemplative at-
mosphere of Franciscan Monastery
of Perpetual Adoration at Amputti
Sister Gerard celebrated her Sil-
ver Jubilee on Saturday, July 1.

Sister Gerard comes from Cleve-
land, Ohio, and is the daughter
of Matt Leskovec, 1449 E, 172nd St.

Greater Cleveland’s Oct. 16 to 26
campaign that this year represents
the biggest challenge in Cleveland's
long history of federated giving
for meeting needs of privately sup-
ported health and welfare services.

The goal this year is $12,737,424
an increase of 519,271 over the
amount raised last year, or 4.25 per-
cent more than raised in 1960.

The goal must be attained. The
goal should be surpassed.

The biggest reason for raising the
goal is that $12,737,424 will meet
only minimum needs of Cleveland’s
143 Red Feather agencies and the
American Red Cross. Attaining the
goal will assure adequate, effici-
ent agency services. Surpassing the
goal means a much needed im-
provement in health and welfare.

A big area for improvement and
expansion of agencies is in the new
“suburbia.” One out of nine Great-
er Clevelanders now lives out of
Cuyahoga County. One of the ma-
ny problems facing these booming
suburbs is the need for more and
better health and welfare services.

This year three neighboring
communities joined United Appeal
on a two-year trial basis. They in-
clude all Geauga County, three
northern townships in Medina
County and Mentor in Lake Coun-
ty.
Following a successful two-year
trial agreement, Wickliffe became
an official participating community
in 1959. Berea joined for a two
year trial period in 1960,

The 12 million dollar plus figure
is more money than most of us can
imagine. But with everyone's co-
operation, it can be reached. Like
voting, the success of United Ap-
peal depends on each individual.

With more than 58,000 volun-
teers, United Appeal hag five soli-
citing divisions. Division A solicits
company executives and groups
well above the average income;
Commerce and Industry Division
solicits salaried employees in lesser
income brackets and hourly wage
employees; Unit Plan solicits small
and medium size companies; Metro-
politan Division works with neigh-
borhood stores and homes; Schools
and ‘Colleges Division solicits paid
school staffs and develops in stu-
dents of all ages a growing under-
standing of community welfare
needs.

This year the Community Chest
of Cleveland, which receives United
