Chrisimzs Mail For The
Armed Forces Overseas

Francis J. Lang, officer in charge
of the Cleveland Post Office, ‘ad-
vised that the period October 14th
te November 9th has been designa-
ted for the mailing of Christmas
parcels by surface transportation
to members of our Armed Forces
overseas. For air mail, the period
is November 30th to December 11.
Space available mail (SAM) is
limited to gift parcels weighing not
more than 5 pounds ard measuring
not more than 60 inches in length
and girth combined, addressed to
members of the Armed Forces over-
seas in Viet Nam. This type of mail
will be air-lifted from the West
Coast even though prepaid. at the
surface rate from October 21st to
November 23rd.

Parcel Air Lift (PAL) any parcel
weighing up to 30 pounds and not
exceeding 60 inches in length and
girth combined ,addressed to mem-
bers of the Armed Forces overseas
will be transported on a space avai!-
ablé basis upon payment of a $1.00
fee'in addition to the regular sur-
face rate of postage.

Greeting cards for the Armed
Forces should be mailed within the
period designated for parcels if
they are to have a reasonable ex-
pectation of delivery prior to Christ-
mas. :

Mr. Lang further advises that ad-
dresses on parcels and greeting
cards must be legible and complete,
and should be prepared by typewri-
ter or pen and ink.' In addition, he
said, “The five digit APO or FPO
number is an essential part of these
addresses. Mail showing all the
other elements of the address, that
is, the name, rank or rating, service
number, and org_a_mzation. without
the five digit military post office
number is incompletely addressed.
The five digit number is required
to route the mail to its destination

USDA Asks Comments
Cn Use of Paprika
in Fresh feals

The U.S. Departmert of Agricul-
ture has proposed to amend Federal
Meat Inspection regulation to pro-
hibit the use of paprika in fresh
meats and fresh meat products ex-
cept chorizo sausages and Italian
‘types of sausage.

USDA’s Consumer and Market-
ing ‘Service said the proposed

amendment was based on the results

f laboratory tests and other infor-
ation which give it reason. to be-
lieve that the use of paprika—weak
flavored red pepper — can mask
undesirable qualities in meat, espe-
cially ground meat, by preserving
the color characteristics after the
meat has begun to spoil. C&MS
said evidence also indicates that
paprika causes meat to appear
leaner than it really is because it
produces a reddish coloring of the
fat in the meat.

Chorizo sausages and Italian types
of sausage would be exempt from
the proposed regulation, C&MS
said, because there is reason to be-
lieve that consumers generally ex-
pect to find paprika in these
products and do not generally de-
pend on color to show the fresh-
ness or quality of the product.

The Federal Meat Inspection Act
does not allow the use of anything
in meat or meat products that hides
damage in them or makes them look
better than they are.

The proposed amendment was
published in the Federal Register
Qctober 8.

Comments on the proposal should
be sent to the Office of the Hearing
Clerk, Rm. 112-A, U.S. Department
of Agriculture, Washington, D.C.
20250, not later than Nov. 7. A re-
port on the C&MS test results and
other evidence are on file in that
office. Two copies of all comments
should be sent to the Hearing
Clerk’s office, where they will be
available for public inspection.
