Experience Still Besi Teacher

The citizens of the communist countries have no means of
changing the economic system under which they live. They have
no vote, in any sense of the term. The state, with all its appara-
tus of ruthless power, sees that they obey — or else.

But there are free countries where, in past times, socialism
has made tremendous strides. And in certain conspicuous cases
the pendulum has now swung the other way.

The outstanding ezample is England. The Labor Party, once
transcendent with its program of total nationalization, is out
of power, and many competent observers believe that, unless it
materially modifies its position, it will continue to go down hill
and into eventual extinction as a political force. The Conserva-
tive government, reelected last fall with a far heavier Parliamen-
tary majority than even the most sanguine expected, is following
a policy of all-out encouragement to private enterprise. The
British people, and particularly the younger people, have proven
with their ballots that this policy has majority approval and en-
thusiasm.

Now Sweden provides another example. Her leading party,
the Social Democrats, has in past times urged a program of total
nationalization comparable to that of the British Labor Party.
But, apparently, a great change is about to take place. A new
proposed program states: “The Social Democratic Party will sup-
port those forms of enterprise and ownership which best serve
material progress and human welfare. It will favor public own-
ership and public control of natural rescurces and enterprises
insofar as they are necessary to safeguard important interests of
the citizens . . . It will enccurage privatz enterprise in those
fields in which it proves able to combine efficiency and the will

ployes and the community . . .”” This, in the light of the Party’s
pact position, marks a very important switch indeed.

HOW THE NEW LABOR LAW
IS WORKING

According to reports from the De-
partment of Labor, the Landrum-
Griffin Labor-Management Reform
Law, passed by Congress last year,
already is benefiting rank and file
union members—its principle intent,
Though it is too soon to evaluate
the law fully, experiences thus far
show that it has improved condi-
tions involving abuse of union trus-
teeships, fiduciary responsibility of
union officers and convicts in union
office—areas where reform was most
needed. The Department reporis
that both labor and management
are making an honest attempt to
comply with the law.

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ACCOMPLISHMENTS OF THE
INTERSTATE
HIGHWAY PROGRAM

During the summer many vaca-
tion-bound Americans will be trav-
eling on our highways. The motor-
ists will see first-hand many im-
provements made possible in recent
years by the Federal Interstate
Highway Program. In 1909 because
of the automobile the first mile of
concrete road was laid. The progress
made in the 51 years since that time
is phenomenal. We far exceed all
other nations of the world in roed
building. Highway officials, engin-
eers and technicians come to the
United States from all parts of the
world to study American road build-
ing methods and techniques. Good
roads are essential for the well-be-
ing, economic development and de-
fense of our country.

The Interstate Highway Program
which has been greatly accelerated
during the last four years is one of
the greatest enginesring projects
ever attempted by any nation.
When it is completed it will com-
prise 41,000 miles of super hichways
and a large number of first class
state highways and rural farm to
market roads. At the present time
more than one-fifth of the inter-
state system is open to trafiic—
8.855 miles of the 41,000 mile total.
More than 4,000 miles are under con-
struction and preliminary engineer-

ing or right of way acquisition is

underway on 10,400 miles. In other
words, work has been finished ér is
