Departing from my normal
approach to Russia (ie., its his-
torical progress), this and a fu-
ture article will concern itself
{with the economic ‘structure in
Russia.

Using the Early Middle Ages
(as a reference point, one can
_compare Russia to Western
'Europe. In this comparison,
there is a significant difference
i,.o‘ﬂ;.reen them: while a major-
1ty of peasants in Western Eu-
10pe were serfs during the
i Early Middle Ages, a majority
lof peasants in Russia were liree-
men.

But the word “freemen” cah
‘be misleading to the reader. 1
am using the word freemen in
the "sense that the peasants
'could move from one place of
'labor to another without losing
their rights or privileges fo the
owner(s). As such, the peasants
"had some control over the iabor
'market (i.e., those who deman-
'ded their skills and labor). Such
| was not the -case in Western
' Europe during this era. Serfdom
‘had not established itself as an
‘institution in Russia as it did in

| Western Europe during the the

|Early Middle Ages 1000:1200).
| But as time progressed, Rus-
sia fell behind Western Europe
in developing technology for

. the oncoming Industrial Revolu-

tion.

RUSSIAN SOCIAL THEORY

In the process, it became en-
trenched in archaic system:
serfdom became a way of life
and the Industrial Revolution
never cccurred in Russia as it
did in Western Europe. And it
was from this archaic system

that the “seeds” of a social re-
volution were implanted in
Russia.

However, it was an intellec-
tual German, not a Russian,
who gave impetus to a new so-
cial and economic order in the
world. While Karl Marx was
writing out this thesis, he was
not thinking of Russia but of
western Europe. In fact, he
was inimical toward Russia.
According to Marx, the ‘‘found-
ing father” of communism, all
of history was a seguence of
class strife, with class identities
based upon economic relation-
ships.

The major strife was between
the capitalists and the- proletal—
iate (working class).

Since the capitalists controlled
the means of production, the
proletariats eventually became
the “tools for production” (i.e.,
exploited by capitalists as cheap
labor). This continuous process
would eventually lead to a

“spontaneous revolution” where
the workers would take over

:t11e means of production. This

revolution would cause the des-

truction of class distinction, vis-

a-vis a classless' society. Hence,
Marx’s communist society would
be one where “each according
to his ability, to each according
to his need.”

But a problem arose from
Marx’s dissertation on this so-
ciety. He did not define how
its economy would function in
this classless and stateless so-
ciety. His main function was to
raise the worker’s level.

What has been manifested
from Marx’s writings is an evo-
lutionary process of develop-
ment ifi a hation’s economy: |
from capitaiism to socialism to
communism. It is in this interim
period - socialism - where Rus-!
sia has progressed to and where
it remeins as of now.

Unéder soecialism, the state
aets as a central authority for
reallocating resources and goods
accerding to each person’s need
and working ability. !

Moreover, the means of pro-
duction are supposedly pubhcly
owned. The main idea behind'
this is that its economy will
reach a level of abundance that!
each person’s needs (materially)
will be satisfied. Once this oc-
curs, the state would; gradbﬂally
dissolve ‘sifice it would beeome
uhnecessary and impractical.

The next guestion one asks is,
“Can it work and is it feasible?”
