Occasionally the process of evolution does leave some stone
unturned, thus giving rise to those quaint misfits which remind
us of another age. A few of the more striking examples are the
duckbilled platypus, San Francisco’s cable cars, Casey Stengel
and movies the whole family can see. A less happy example is
our public schonl system.

With their six- or seven-hour schedules and three-month
vacations our schools still are geared to the agricultural economy
of the 19th century, when pupils doubled as farmhands. The
President’s Council on Physical Fitness points out the waste
involved in this system in urging communities to open up their
school sports and fitness facilities for after-hours and summer
use. It also indicates a logical place to begin making some effi-
cient use of an $85 billion physical plant.

Why shouldn’t the residents of a community use the gymna-
siums, tennis courts, playing fields, running tracks, activity rooms
and swimming pools (if they have them) of the schools which
they build and support with their tax dollars? All of us—young
and old alike—could use the exercise, and every community could
use the facilities which would be added to its resources for
recreation.

The time is long past when we could afford to utilize expen-
sive public facilities for only a few hours a day, 180 days a year.
Meeting the needs of the modern community is a full-time job
which won't permit part-time use of valuable resources.

Of course, there is more involved in making our schools
neighborhood recreation centers than merely unlocking the doors
and throwing out the balls. Someone has to be there to organize,
supervise and instruct, and there are problems of maintenance,
insurance, equipment, etc.

Communities which already have adopted this approach
have discovered that it costs them only a few dollars per capita
per year. That's cheap when compared to the cost of duplicating
the trained staffs and extensive facilities which our schools now
employ on a part-time basis.

The flood tide of immigration that
rushed into this country in the
first two decades of the 20th cen-
tury reached its crest in 1907, when
more than 1,200,000 immigrants
poured through the gateway of Ellis
Islard. The last detainee left in
1954.
Soon Ellis Island will be conver-
ted into a national park and most
of its buildings will be torn down.
But now the island sits silent. What
was once a ‘‘city” of 30,000 is now
a complex of eerie buildings.

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BUSY DAYS AHEAD. On Jan.
10th — the elected members con-
vened for the opening cf the first
session of the 92Uth Congress. Once
again the Demoecrats wil control the
Congress but their ranks will be
reduced considerably as a result of
last November’s election. On the
House side the line-up will be 248
Democrats, 187 Republicans. The
Senate line-up shows 64 Democrats
and 36 Republicans.

The problems facing the netw 90th
Corgress may not be the sort that
produ"c landmark legislation, or
but they certainly
may be d°sc11b(—_.i as the most diffi-
cult and controversial of the 1960’s.
There are many questions that in-
volve deep consideraticn. What
course wil! this Congress take? Will
the United States deploy an anti-
missile defense system; now that
the Soviets have begur. theirs?
Shall we continue to “build Hridges”
to the Soviet bloc through increased
trade? What should be done about
the “War on Pecverty?” Will the
Administration ask for a tax in-
crease? These are just a few of the
comples questions.

The war in Vietnam continues to
require massive numbers of men
and more dollars. For this reason,
it is certair. to shape much of the
legislation coming up in the new
session. Shortly after Congress con-
venes, the President presented his
1967 program in his State of the
Union address. This was followed
by messages outliring the wvarious
propos in detail. Deeply involved
in all of the messages was the basic
question of disciplining ourselves to
make scme hard decisions on spend-
ing, revenues, and Treasury bor-
rowing. Programing the needs of
the country and corsideration of
these needs in legislation is at best
a matter of judgment involving
many choices and mary priorities.
Yet in spite of all the considera-
tions involved iin dealing with
great national problems, the public
senses what must be done 'to re-
solve the issues. As of now, there
appears to be a strong feeling that
Vietnam must be dealt with first
and that the purse-strings will have
to be tightened in non-essential
programs to do this.

The Democratic Majority ILeader
of the Senate has predicted that
this will be a “stop, look, and listen
Congress”. Ir, a letter to Senate
Committee Chairman he has asked
for more emphasis on review and
revision of what has been done al-
ready, rather than on new programs
and innovations. Many will agree
with this approach.
