Cene za industrijske surovine so $e zmeraj nestalne, se
gibljejo na nizkem povpredju, ni znaka, da bi se ta polozZaj
kmalu zboljsal.

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NATIONAL SCIENCE FOUNDA-
TION SUMMER PROGRAM FOR
HIGH SCHOOL STUDENTS

The National Science Foundation
has announced the awarding of 180
grants amounting to $2 million for
Summer Science Training Programs
for high-ability secondary school
students, A total of 158 colleges,
universities, and non-profit research
organizations are developing spe-
cial programs and using their fa-
cilities to provide instruction in szi-
cntific content and method. Ohio
celleges and universities participai-
ing are: Bowiing Green, Case Insti-
tute of Technology, Denison, Ken-

ties. Programs being offered are of
two main types. One stresses lec-
tures, quizzes, supervised study per-
iods, laboratory work, and field
trips centered around one or more
areas of science. The other gives
the student real research experience
by enabling him to work on a
project of appropriate scope under
the guidance of experienced scien-
tists. Some programs combine ele-
ments of both types. Admission to
the training program will be de-
termined by the various colleges
and universities, NOT by the Na-
tional Science Foundation. In gen-
eral, selection will be based upon
scholastic ability, scientific motiva-
tion, and the completion of speci-
fied high school courses in science
and mathematics. Students now in
the 10th, 11th and 12th grades are
eligible. Further information, ap-
plications, etc., may be obtained by
writing directly to the participating

institutions.

UNICEF AID IN 1960 %

More than 55 million children
benefited from the disease control
and nutrition projects aided by the
United Nations Children’s Fund
(UNICEF) in 1960, the Agency re-
ports. Additional millions of per-
sons received services at maternal
and child welfare centers and hos-
pitals equipped with UNICEF help.
Allocations totaling $25.8 million
were approved for 1960 by the 30-
nation Executive Board, the highest
annual amount allocated for proj-
ects since UNICEF's emphasis was
changed in 1950 from providing
emcergency aid to meeting the long-
range needs of children economic-
ally under-developed areas. For
every $1 allocated by UNICEF last
vear, the receiving countries com-
mitted over $2.50 to carry out the
projects. The agency is now aiding
411 projects in 103 countries and
territories and 4 inter-regional proj-
ccts. The largest allocations for the
year were for disease control, prin-
cipally in malaria projects. Of $12.1
million for disease control, $9.3 mil-
lion was allocated to continue ma-
laria aid in 35 countries and to
begin aid in one,

“I think it 'is wonderful that
the Red Cross can bring together
families that have been lost -to
each other for such a long time.”

Another family in Yugoslavia has
not been sgo fortunate. The Red
Cross is still trying to find a clue
to the whereabouts of Flora Sac,
last heard from in Cleveland in
1939. Mrs. Sac was born in Coka in
1886. Her father and mother were
Ignjat and Estera Bizon, of Jewish
nationality. If anyone can supply
any information about Mrs. Sac,
please call Red Cross at SU 1-1800,
Ext. 390.

The Foreign Location Inquiry
Service is part of the International
Activities Committee. An inquiry
placed with any Red Cross Chap-
ter either in America or a foreign
country can start a search for re-
latives not heard from for a long
period of time,

In either case, the International
Red Cross aided by Red Lion Cres-
cent Societies in 84 countries, con-
ducts an exhaustive search for the
missing persons. If necessary, they
refer to the vast record file kept on
the millions of displaced persons
maintained at International Head-
quarters - in Geneva, Switzerland.
Information is forwarded to the
national headquarters in the coun-
try where inquiry was made, and
eventually to the person who start-
ed the search.

Mrs. R. W. Fox, chairman of In-
ternational Activities at Red Cross
Chapter Headquarters in Cleveland
explains, “Sometimes our only clues
come from neighbors or acquaint-
ances of the people we're looking
for. That's why we need the coop-
eration of all foreign-speaking peo-
ple who might provide even a lit-
tle information that might help us
locate them.”

However, if a missing person pre-
fers not to be “found,”” Red Cross
will respect his wishes.

From the Indian Tepee

Tucson, Arizona — A key per-
gonality in the Cleveland Indians’
pennant aspirations for 1961 is hus-
ky John Romano, the powerful hit-
ting catcher who appears to be on
the verge of developing into a top
major receiver.

Because of the American League
expansion program which stripped
all clubs of a major share of their
reserve strength, the Indians cur-
rently appear to be a bit short of
bench strength. If they seem to be
particularly thin in any depart-
ment, it is behind the plate with
only two receivers listed on the
roster,

Thus, Romano's importance to the
club is clearly obvious. However,
if this 26-year old catcher from
Ridgefield, N. J, continues to
show the form hoth as a receiver
and as a hitter that he did in the
final part of the 1960 campaign,
then the Indians will have no wor-
ries in their catching corps.

Romano had been one of the key
figures, from the Indians’ stand-
point, in the Tribe's important trade
with the Chicago White Sox at the
1959 winter major league meetings.
He had batted .294 for the White
Sox in 53 games during their pen-
nant winning year of 1959.

He was in and out of the lineup
for the Indians in the first half of
the 1960 campaign and was used
sparingly by Manager Jimmie Dyvkes
when the latter joined the club in
early August. Dykes preferred to
use ‘the veteran Red Wilson behind
the plate in an effort to steady the
Indians’ sagging pitching fortunes.

In mid-August, however, Dykes
installed Romano as his number
one receiver and John really justi-
fied Dykes' confidence in him. He
raised his batting average from .241
in mid-August to a final mark of
272 which meant that he hit well
over .300 during the latter stages
of the season.

He went on a home run barrage
that netted him 16 for the season
and established a new club record
for homers in one season by a Cleve-
land catcher. Since John hit these
16 homers and drove in 52 runs in
only 316 official times at bat, Dykes
is inclined to believe that Romano
might hit close to 25 homers if used
regularly in 125 to 140 games.

In the Indians’ spring training
drills here, Romano has been one
of the hardest working players and
running a great deal more than
most of the other performers here.
There's a definite reason for this.

Romano has a reputation for ad-
ding weight to his big frame dur-
ing the winter and Dykes weighed
him at the conclusion of the 1960
season and warned him he'd bet-
ter weigh within five pounds of
that weight — 192 — when train-
ing began,

John scaled 200 at the start of
spring training,last week but he is
several pounds lighter since then
and is determined to stay that way.

Romano has been in organized
baseball since 1954 and has shown
enough ability as a power hitter to
indicate that he can add plenty of
punch to the Tribe's attack. In his
second season, at Waterloo in 1955,
he hit 38 homers and had 124 RBI’s.
In 1958 at Incianapolis he hit 25
homers.

The paucity of good receivers was
clearly pointed out at the 1960 maj-
or league meetings when so many
of the clubs drafted catchers to fill
their needs. The Indians believe
they have one of the best young
ones in Romano whose bat is as
good as any catcher’s in the league
and who needs only experience be-
hind the plate to rate with the best.
