A proposa] for compulsory government health insurance
is in the news again. It will be one of the major issues to be
considered by Congress this year, Of the arguments used in
suppert of it, one of the most generally effective seems to be
that it is often a serious burden to meet the cost of an unex-
pected hospital or doctor bill,

That is true enough — but it does not explain wl{y governs
ment insurance, which would cost the taxpayers $6,000,000,000
a year and perhaps more, is the way out, The proponents of
the scheme seem to totally ignore the fact that a large per-
centage of the American people have iprotected themselves
against this exigency. They have done it through one or more
of the many voluntary prepayment plans, all of which are
within the financial reach of the average worker and his fam-
ily. ’

The growth made by these plans is phenomenal. The first
came into being in Oregon in 1906, Initially, during the trial
and error period, progress was relatively slcw. Then, some
vears ago, a major expansion took place, One plan alone has
well ove. 30,000,000 subseribers, most ¢f whom pay the moder-
ate charges through payroll deductions. And the benefits given
have been :teadily broadened.

In the light of all this, and' loking at the issue from a purely
practical viewpoint, there seems to be no reason for saddling
the country with another enormous tax—and,/in the process,
giving aipolitical group a half nelson on the medical profession.
