Moji predniki po ocetovi
strani so bili Nemci, po mate-
rini pa je bil vsaj eden Italijan.
Toda moji starsi so me vzgojili
za zavednega Slovenca Se v
Avstriji. Tako so vzgajali svo-
je otroke tudi vsi drugi Loca-
ni, potomci starih nemskih na-
seljencev.

Z groZnjo, da odstopim
kot podpredsednik Drustva
rezervnih oficirjev in izstopim
iz drustva, sem dosegel, da je
odbor izkljuéil iz drusStva
Avgusta Westena, najbogatej-

kavarni slovenskega branjevca
z »Windischer Hund« (sloven-
ski pes).

Nemska policija me je iska-
la, &im je zasedla Celje, prisla
zastonj v Novo mesto po
mene. Napa¢no informacijo
jim je dal v lepi nem3¢ini zave-
den Slovenec Schweiger. Zah-
tevali so od Italijanov, da me
izrotijo. Zaplenili so mi vse

Q. I have an aunt who just
¢ developed lung cancer. Isn’t it

unusual for a woman to get
lung cancer?

A. It certainly was until re-
cent years. But now more
women die from lung cancer
than from breast cancer. This
tragic epidemic is caused by
the increased number of
women who smoke cigarettes
for many years. In the last 30
years, the "death rate for
women with lung cancer has
increased more than 500 per-
cent. Approximately 30,000
female lung-cancer deaths this
year are directly related to
smoking.

Fortunately, there has been a
decline in the number of male
and female smokers in the last
10 years. There are more than
37 million ex-cigarette
smokers in the U.S. today, yet
approximately 32 percent of
American adults still smoke
cigarettes.

It has been shown that when
a person quits smoking, their
risk of developing lung cancer
may decrease over the next few
years. Smokers who would
like some help in quitting are
urged to write for a copy of
the booklet, “‘Quit for
Good?’.

Q. Are Hodgkin’s disease
and lymphoma the same
thing? Can they be cured?

A. Both Hodgkin’s disease
and malignant lymphomas are
lymph-node cancers.
Although they have many
clinical characteristics in com-
mon, they are considered
separate diseases. Differences
exist in the microscopic ap-
pearance and location of these
tumors, and in their ultimate
treatment.

It is important in both types
of lymphomas that the extent
of disease be established at the
very beginning so that treat-
ment aimed at cure can be in-
stituted. In general, the less
disease present at the time of
diagnosis, the better the
chance for cure. Treatments
may involve radiation therapy
alone, chemotherapy alone, or
a combination of the two.
Surgery is used for diagnostic
purposes, but is not definitive
treatment.

The frequency of these
tumors in the U.S. population
in 1986 is approximately
40,000 (in both adults and
children). A great deal of
research is currently under
way seeking alternative
methods of therapy with
monoclonal antibodies, bone
marrow transplantation and
other chemicals called biologic
response modifiers.,

Q. My mother had a com-
plete hysterectomy several
years ago and now feels an in-
ternal exam and PAP test are
necessary. Is this true?

A. Doctors use the term
“‘complete hysterectomy’’ to
mean that the uterus has been
entirely removed. This idicates
that the upper cavity of the
uterus, in addition to the
mouth of the uterus (the cer-
vix), has been removed. Pa-
tients often mistakenly use the
term ‘“‘complete
hysterectomy’’ to mean that
the uterus, ovaries and tubes
have been removed.

If the uterus was previously
removed for a cancerous or
precancerous condition, the
patient must continue to
receive regular gynecologic ex-
aminations, including PAP
smears. patients should con-
sult their individual physicians
regarding the frequency of
these examinations. Women
who still have their ovaries
following hysterectomy re-
quire regular annual examina-
tions.

All women, including those
who have previously
undergone hysterectomy, with
or without removal of the
ovaries, should have pelvic ex-
aminations performed during
routine  physical examina-
tions. Problems involving the
vagina or external female
organs may be identified dur-
ing such examinations.
Women who have had a
hysterectomy for a non-
cancerous condition should
have a PAP smear approx-
imately every five years. The
risk of precancerous and
cancerous lesions of the vagina
is much lower than for the cer-
vix, and this is the reason for
the less frequent PAP smear.

Women should discuss these
recommendations with their
primary care physicians.

Q. When a person is getting
radiation therapy (Cobalt
treatments), is there any radia-
tion damage to others through
physical contact or using the
same utensils)

A. No. Radiation delivered
by Cobalt machine or a linear
accelerator is only present
when that machine is actually
operating.  As a result, no
radiation is present either in
the room or in the patient once
the treatment has stopped.
Thus, it is perfectly safe for a
family or loved ones to be in

. contact with the patient and

there should be no worry
about the patient transmitting
either the cancer itself or any
radiation, either directly or by
sharing utensils.

50 years of Circle 3 women

Circle 3 of Progressive
Slovene Women of America
was organized in 1936 by two
dedicated women in Euclid,
Ohio. They were Frances
Goryanc and Gusti Zupancic
Slejko. On October 29 of that
year, 36 ladies, all of Yugoslav
attended the first
meeting. Of that number, only
three charter members are
with us today: Frances Julyia
and Mary Noch who live in the
Slovene Home for the Aged,
and Mary Dodich.

The principal aims of the
Progressive Slovene Women
were to influence members to
be good American citizens and
useful members of society; to
encourage mutual friendships;
and to cooperate with , and
support, progressive, liberal
and cultural institutions and
organizations.

In order to raise funds for
their many interests, the
members held raffles, had din-
ners, held cooking classes and
bake sales. Another source of
funds was the cookbook which
was compiled from the recipes
submitted and tested by
members of all the circles.

Meetings were conducted in
the Slovene language for many
years, but as the younger
generation joined the circle, it
became necessary to carry on
in English in order to maintain
their interest.

In 1956 the American
Museum of Immigration in-
vited the PSWA to join with
other nationality groups to
raise funds for the base of the
Statue of Liberty. The Na-
tional Board encouraged the
joint efforts of all the PSWA
circles. The cooperative effort
resulted in a sizeable contribu-
tion for this cause.

We are presently continuing
