FILLING COMMITTEE

VACANCIES
Before getting down to the busi-
ness of considering legislation,

places must be found for all new
Members and committees must be
organized. In the House one Repre-
sentative from each State having
at least one Republican in its
delegation sits on the Republican
Committee on Committees. They
prepare a roster of Committee
nominations, which is then sub-
mitted for approval to the House
Republican Policy Committee,
which sends it to the House Floor
in the form of a resolution. The
Democrats caucus and elect their
members of the Ways and Means
Committee, who constitute the
Democratic Committee on Commit-
tees and draw up the assignments
for the other committees. The as-
signments are then referred to the
Party Caucus for approval, and sent

procedure is followed in the Senate.
In making the assignments the
Committee on Committees gives as
much consideration as possible to
the individual Member’s wishes, his
sectional inferest and his qualifica-
tions. The ratio of Republicans to
Democrats on the various commit-
tees depends mostly upon the pro-
portion of Republicans to Democrats
in each Chamber. However, on the
powerful House Rules Committee
there will be 10 Democrats and 5
Republicans. As the Congress di-
vides itself 60-40, it would seem that
the Minority should have 40% of
the membership of this Committee
as it does on Ways and Means,
Foreign Affairs and other Com= -
tees. Every Committee Chairman
will be a Democrat.

The Bureau of Vital Statistics of
the Cleveland Divisior. of Health
reports the following birth * and
death figures for Cleveland during
the month of December. 1,953
births and 866 deaths were re-
corded. There were 4,000 fewer
births in Cleveland in 1962 than in
1961. According to William H. Ver-
gel, Chief of the Divison of Vital
Statistiecs, Ohic Department of
Health, the Ohio birth rate is down
5.6%- from last year’s. This can be
explained by the low birth rates
in 1938 and 1939,

In Cleveland, heart disease caus-
ed the greatest number of deaths—
268. Cancer was the second highest,
causing 137 deaths. 84 deaths oc-
cured from cerebral hemorrhage, 43
from diseases of early infancy, 3%
from accidents, and 22 from dia-

betes mellitus.

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Cleveland Zoo Open
in Winter

Cortrary to popular public belief,
the Cleveland Zoological Park does
not close for the winter. It is open
every day of the year except Christ-
mas Day and New Year's Day. Vi-
sitors to the Zoo are amazed to see
many of the animals outdoors dur-
ing cold weather. Unless weather
conditions are too severe, animals
such as lions, tigers, camels, gnus,
and elands can be seen outdcors.

During cold weather the major
buildings at the Zoo are heated for
the comfort and con\renience of
both animals and visitors.

When the Zoo grounds are blan-
keted by snow, some very pictu-
resque scenes result. Place like th=
Waterfowl Sanctuary anrd Penguin
Pool are transformed into winter
wonderlands unequaled by artists’
paintbrushes. Penguins, ordinarily
kept in refrigerated indoor quarters
during the warm summer months,
are put outdoors when cold weather
arrives. The King Penguin looks like
a very proper butler waiting for
some Antarctic guests to arrive.

Other Zoo residents which ar=
more at home outdoors when the
mercury falls are Polar Bears, Ko-
diak Bears and Yaks. These animals
are natives of cold climate areaz
and seemingly enjoy life at the
Zoo at times when wother creatures
are seeking the warmth and com-
fort of indoor quarters.

Members cf the deer family have
put on their winter finery and can
be seen outdoers nearly every day.
The White-tail Deer are particu-
larly fond of snow and often times
become covered with it during a
heavy snowfall.

Concession stands are closed dur-
ing winter. Vicitors planring to stay
for any length of time are advised
to bring along their own refresh-
ments.

Major roadways at the Zoo are
kept open at all times and visitors
can get from exhibit to exhibit
without difficulty.

Some of the more interesting
things to be seen at the Zoo at
presert are tiwo baby Giraffes, a trio
of 5 month old Leopard cubs, and
a pair of baby Elands. In the Bird
Building, a display of colorful Ma-
caws, Cockatoes and Cockatiels can
be seen on their tree perch in one
of the main halls. Also on hand to
greet tthe visiting public at the Bird
Building i¢ a Yellow-Headed Parrot
which talks fluently.

Zoo hours during winter are 10:00
a. m. to 5:00 p. m. daily.

A total
of 751,867 persons passed through
Zoo turnstiles. The old record, set

in 1961, was 672,531. A new atten-
dance record was also set at the
Children’s Farm where 115,703 per-
sons enjoyed petting and feeding
domestic farm animale and some
native wild animals.

The tests will be held at 823
U.S. Civil Service Commission
testing centers, listed in the en-
closure. This almost doubles tha
number of testing facilities pre-
viously used.

Those who take the tests will he
considered for many rew Peace
Corps projects in Latin America,
Africa, the Far East, and in the
Near East and South Asia.

Peace Corps opportunities cover
hundreds of different kinds of jobs.
Most of them falling into the major
fields of' education, agriculture,
health, construction ard community
development.

Applicants must be American
citizens who are at least 18 years
of age. There is no upper age limif.
Married couples without dependent
children may apply providing hoth
gualify for Peace Corps service.

Interested persons who have not
yet filled out a Peace Corps ques-
tionraire may take the tests on a
space-available basis and complete
the questionnaire after the tests.

Two types of placement tests will
be given. One is for men and wom-
en who would like to teach in the
Peace Corps at the secondary
school and college levels. For this,
a bachelor’s degree is usually re-
quired, although the applicant need
not be ar. accredited teacher. The
general examination is for all other
Peace Corps assignments. However,
an applicant who chooses the test
for teachers may take an 'additional
test in the afternoon in order to he

considered for other positions as
well.
While many projects require

technical skiils, some do not. Libe
ra] arts graduates, for example, are
are often assigned to community
development work — after special
training, or to teach English at the
elementary school level. People
with general farm backgrounds
might be assigned to agricultural
projects without being highly skill-
ed in any of the many agricultura®
specialties.
