EXAGGERATING PROFITS

We are often told that the American people, by and large,
are woefully deficient in their knowledge of economics. And that
scems to accurately apply to just about every area where an
economic question is involved.

Take, for instance, a question which comes home to every
family and which was asked in a recent survey: “For every one
hundred dollars spent at your food store, about how much profit
do you think the store makes after paying all expenses?” The
answers ran a wide gamut — the peak figure being 60 per cent
and the lowest, provided by 9 per cent of the people answering,
being less than 3 per cent. A quarter of the respondents, which
made up the largest single group, guessed that profit in this case

I

ran from 21 to 40 per cent.

This survey indicates that “..

. most people have a vague and

often distorted idea about food store profits.” A major food chain
reprinted these finding in its house organ adding that its own
profit on each dollar of sales runs to 1.21 cents.

That figure just about fits

all the other food chains and

numbers cf independent food stores as well. And stores selling
goods cther than foods commonly earn only three or four per

cent on the sales dollar.

The fact is that the great part of any sales dollar, no matter
what it is spent for, goes for stocks of goods, for rents and taxes,

for wages and other payroll costs,

and the other expenses that are

2 necessary part of doing business. The share that winds up as

profit, it is clear, is vastly exaggerated in the minds of most of us.

Mousshold Workers

During the past year, almost 21,000
household employers were required
to make back reports of wages they
had paid to cleaning women, maids,
and other houschold help after their
employees, or ex-employees, applied
for social security benefits.

Based on the average of $1000 in
wages covered by these overdue re-
ports, the Internal Revenue Service
will be collecting about $1,200,000
in kack social security taxes from
these 21,000 employers, plus interest
and penalty.

Since the law holds the employer
responsible for makirg the reports
and paying the social security taxes
due, the employer is liable for pay-
ing both the employer's and the
employee’s share of the back taxes.
There is no time limit if no report
was ever filed.

About 19 million men, women,
and children are now receiving so-
cial security benefit -checks each
month, and about 3 million persors
apply for old-age- survivors. or dis-
ability benefits each vear, The aver-
age household worker therefore
probably knows someone who is
getting social security payments and
is thus likely to file a claim when
she reaches retirement age or has
to stop working because of dis-
ability. ;

If wages she has earned in house-
hold work covered by the social
security law have not been reported
to her sccial security account, the
employer will be required, first, to
make the report of wages, and se-

ceiving it that some wages are mis-
sing from her record.

A household worker who is paid
$50 or more cash wages over a 3-
month period by ary employer is
covered by social security. This
means that the employer must re-
port her wages and pay the social
sezurity taxes due — 3% percent
she has deducted from the em-
ployec’s wages, and 3% percent out

.of her own pocket.

Since there are 13 weeks in each
3-month calendar quarter of the
year, a household worker who is
paid as little as $4 each week will
have cash wages totalling more
than $50 in a calendar quarter, and
by law, those wages must be re-
ported. This situation often applies
to the family’s “baby-sitter.”

Household employers make their
social security reports on. a special
simplified form printed on the in-
side of a self-mailer envelope. An
employer can get on the mailing
list to receive the form every three
months by writing to the District
Director of Internal Revenue, or by
asking the nearest social security
district office for a copy of the
booklet, “Social Security and Your
Household Employee.” This little
booklet of information for house-
hold employers contains a post-
card the employer can send to the
District Director of Internal Re-
venue to get on the mailing list for
the report forms.

The reports and social security
tax payments are due within one
month after the end of a calendar
quarter. Reports of wages paid to
household help in January, Februa-
ry, and March must be made on or

l before April 30.

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ONGRESS MARKS TIME. Last
week the House Lzld only rou-
tine sessions with no legislative bus-
iness scheduled.

This year, of course, every House
Member is up for re-election — ex-
cept those who are not running
again. In addition, 34 Senate seats
are up for election. Because of
commiimenis made by the Mem-
bers, absenteeism inevitably in-
creases from week to week. This
makes it difficult to forecast any
final results on the various propos-
als. One thing is clear, the chances
are lessening for further construc-
tive accomplishments in this ses-
sion.
