More on Socialized Medicine

Last week we said here that various chronic diseases are
taking a toll of almost one million lives a year in the United
States and that more than 25 million others are suffering from
these ailments. We emphasized the fact that as long as med-
ical care remains in private hands, there is no that
the alarming increase in these diseases would Since
this is a national problem that concerns all the people, it should
be treated the same as old age, unemployment and social
security. - ‘

Dr. 'l?homu Parran, Surgeon General, has recently proposed
a national postwar program of a network of hospitals for rural
and urban communities. This means that more more
nurses, more auxiliary health personnel will be urgently
needed, for the country, as a whole, has never had enough.
It is true that the cities have fared quite well—before the war
they averaged one doctor to every 750 people—but in the rural
districts the ratio was only one doctor to 3,000

According to the United States Public Health Service, there
are many counties, particularly in the South, with more than
5,000 population which before the war had not a single doctor,
while other counties within the same area may have had one
active physician for each 1,000 persons, Of course, all of this
simply adds up to the fact that medical personnel has been,
and still is, inequitably distributed, and that relatively few
doctors have been attracted to country practice. Why?

There are certain reasons for this condition, the economic

reason being the chief one,
* * *

Extensive studies by the Public Health Service have shown
that the distribution of physicians is affected mainly by com-
munity purchasing power. The ability of the population to
pay is the determining factor.

Other factors are the adequacy of hospital facilities, the
degree of urbanization, proximity to medical schools and
teaching hospitals, and the presence of professional colleagues.

In other words, a doctor wants to practice where he can
make a living, where he has facilities and can keep up to date
on medical changes. This has been true in the past and it will
be even more trde in the future, unless something is done
about it by the government, unless doctors are offered better
professional surroundings, including modern hospital facilities
and a chance to earn a good living.

Surgeon General Parran would supply these advantages
with his prpposed national network of hospitals, The rural
health centers, with direct access to larger hospitals, would
give the country doctor the facilities and association he wants.
He also suggests that the country doector’s income be sub-
sidized, to epable him to practice in the areas which eannot
afford a doctor at present. .

In addition, to cope with the situation, more physicians
would have to be trained, for it has been estimated that as
many as 25,000 additional doctors would be necessary to give
adequate service to the postwar population,

*x * X

The Wagner-Murray-Dingell bill, which should be enacted,
would give the necessary money for base hospitals which
would provide the teaching facilities. The bill calls for grants-
in-ald to non-profit institutions.

Yet, with all the facilities and personnel, medicine still
would run squarely into the problem that it lacks—the knowl-
edge to cure the most serious diseases now afflicting the popu-
lation. In this, the federal government is called upon to assist
research,

We all know that during the present war federal money was
pumped out to the nation's universities and laboratories to
enable them to join in a coordinated attack on the most serious
medical problems facing the armed forces. The results?

Out of this research work has come the large-scale produc-
tion of penicillin, plasma, and new uses of other parts of the
blood, the new insect repellent that has ‘made warfare in the
tropics relatively safe, new treatment for malaria, etc. But
there are other diseases which must be conquered: cancer,
arthritis, heart disease, and others,

After the war, federal funds must not be withdrawn, re-
search must continue.  Fortunately, the surgeon general and
all others concerned want to speed up the attack as much as
possible by building up the laboratories. The people must
have good health, but this can be achieved only on a natiohal
basis—by taking medical care out of private profit and placing
it on a basis of federal medical care for all.

Cities and towns all over the country are com-
pleting plans for enlargement of recreational facilities, The SNPJ
should not lag behind.

Every active lodge in the SNPJ should have a recreational direc-
tor and committee whose duties shall consist of planning
of activity from meeting to meeting and season to season. is
highly recommended even for these times. Now is the time to get
started—to think about, discuss and draw up plans for the future.

The SNPJ should utilize every opportunity for receational ex-
pansion, side by side with our educational and protective programs.
This should not be a difficult problem. We have lodges in some
600 communities. We have a membership of 66,000 adults and
juveniles. We are financially sound and secure. We have the
foundation and the structure upon which to build and expand.
All that needs be done is to use our resources wisely and unselfish-
ly, and many wonderful things can be accomplished for the mem-
bers and the Society. So let's plan and build now for the post-war
period, not in words only, but in deeds and actions as well.

OQur Juvenile Circles

In order to get the youth more SNPJ-conscious, what do you
propose should be done to achieve this goal in your own com-
munity? If you think you know the answers, then the next ques-
tion is: WHAT ARE YOU DOING ABOUT IT?

Just thinking about it, keeping the thoughts and ideas to your-
self, staying away from lodge meetings and avoiding constructive
discussions, isn't going to help solve the most important problem
with which we are confronted today—a problem of many years
standing—and that iss HOW CAN WE HELP OUR J'UJIN!L!
MEMBERS HELP THEMSELVES TO BETTER UND AND
AND ENJOY THE MANY ADVANTAGES AND P ES
OFFERED BY THE SNPJ? How can we approach and induce
them to accept these advantages and privileges voluntarily? How
can we best sell the SNPJ to them in boady and spirit? Until you
have reasonably correct answers to these questions, the future of
the SNPJ is.an-unkyoyn quagtity in your community,

Of one thing we can be certain and that is, we cannot achieve
the maximum purpose by allowing the juveniles to remain un-
organized. We cannot attain the goal by letting them drift along
without at least one opportunity of becoming organized as a Juve-
nile Circle, counseled and guided by adult leaders who are willing
to devote a day or two each month to the promotion and conduct
of activities which will bring them togéther and keep them want-
ing to come together, because of the associations they hive formed,
and the fun, pleasure and recreational work such meetings afford.
Something must be done soon in every SNPJ Lodge to awaken the
juveniles to a fuller realization of what membership in the SNPJ
means and what it offers,

Your lodge hesitates to organize a Juvenile Circle. Why? Is it
because you feel that you do not have a sufficient number of
juveniles to form a Circle? Seven (7) is all you need to begin with
—the more the better, of course. But have you tried to increase
the membership by enrolling boys and girls who are not members
of the Society? . . . Is it because you do not have leaders capable
enough to manage a group of juveniles, or are not willing to assume
the responsibility because of lack of time, interest, and/or re-
muneration? Surely there must be some one in the lodge or the
community who would accept this office if properly approached.
Special financial inducements must not be-overlooked. Good
leadership is worth good pay. , . Is it because the lodge has never
seriously thought of juveniles as being important enough to be
organized into active units by themselves? If so, you are mistaken.
You need only to look around and see what other organizations
are doing, especially the churches, the YM.C.A,, the Boy and Girl
Scouts, etc., throughout the country. They continuously concen-
trate on juveniles. We must do likewise, if we want our juvenile
members to become more SNPJ-conscious.

If you are not yet convinced that juveniles need to be organized,
need the support of the lodge and good adult leadership, let your
memory recall your own childhood days. Remember? Think how
much you would have been benefited if you belonged to an active
juvenile group having its own meetings, soclals, entertainments,
sports, handicraft activities, etc, instead of wasting time doing
nothing worthwhile to improve character, personality and the
ability to get along with people. You must admit that experience
of that kind would have helped you become & better man or a
better woman. You want your children and other children, too, 1o
have as many advantages as possible of growing up healthy, nor-
mal and unafraid to meet people. Having a good home and going
to a good school is not enough. They must belong to an active
juvenile grouo outside of the home and school. The SNPJ is ready
to help its juvenile members help themselves through the Juvenile
Circle. But it will take good adult leadership to organize and lead
them. That's where you and your lodge fit into this picture. Or-
ganize an SNPJ Juvenile Circle in your community'
