ST. LOUIS. — Drzavni tajnik
Dulles je dne 2. septembra go-
voril tukaj na konvenciji Ame-
riske legije, kjer je posvaril ko-
munistiéno Kitajsko pred novo
agresijo napram Koreji ali In-
dokini, rekoé, da bi utegnila do-
vesti do vojne z zapadom.

Slovenian Literature at
the Bawn of the 20th
Century

(Continued)
By E. A. KOVACIC

Significant for the development
of the Slovenian literature at the
beginning of the 20th century was
the following of a personal style.
After about 1899, it is impossible to
follow a common style in Sloveni-
an literature, for even the style of
the same poets and writers chang-
ed during their literary activity.

Anton Medved (1869-1910), born
ine the town of Kamnik in Slovenia,
developed as an outstanding poet
and dramatist at the sunset of the
19th century and the dawn of the
20th. Medved became a priest and

As a young student of theology,

Slovenian drama with a short Bib-
y lical scene. Later he tried to cre-
ate a Slovenian historical tragedy
by writing dramas of Slovenian hi-
story.

In the drama “Viljem Ostrovr-
har”, Medved took the rebellion of
Ulrek of Vovbre in Carinthia and
the Cout of Gorica against the Haps-
burgs in the 12th century as back-
ground.

In the tragedy “Kacijanar”, the
author describes the tragedy of
the unhappy governor of Carniola,
Kacijanar, and his peril during the
Turkish wars.

The historical drama “Za pravdo
in sree” (For Justice and the Heart)
was a description of an unhappy
love between a young  nobleman
and the daughter of a peasant dur-
ing the period of social tensions
in the 16th century.

Beside historical dramas, Med-
ved wrote a number of realistic
dramas of the contemporary Slo-
venian life: ‘Krivica in dobrota”
