Nenadni obisk predsednika ruske vlade Alekseja Ko-
sygina v Peipingu pretekli teden in njegov razgovor s
predsednikom kitajske vlade Cu En-lajem je sproZil znova
razpravo o rusko-kitajskih odnosih, o resnosti sedanjega
spora med obema velikima drZzavama ter o mozZnosti in ver-
jetnosti vejega vojnega spodada med njima. Podatki, ki bi
omogoc¢ili stvarno presojo poloZaja na kitajsko-ruski meji
in odnosov med Moskvo in Peipingom, so pi¢li in nezanes-
ljivi. K boljSemu razumevanju teh odnosov nam delno Jah-
ko pomaga pogled v preteklost, tehtanje stikov in razmerja
med Rusijo in Kitajsko od prve dobe pa v moderni ¢as.

Rusija je bila do zaCetka novega veka &isto evropska
drZava, v Azijo je segla Sele v 16. stoletju v Casu Ivana
Groznega, ko je kozak Jermak Timofejev presel Ural in o-
svojil za carja vse pore¢je reke Oba. V naslednjih sto letih
se je ruska oblast raztegnila vse do skrajnega roba Azije
ob Beringovem zalivu in nato segla $e preko tega v Alja-
sko.

Kitajska drzava je v prvih tiso¢letjih bila omejena na
pravo Kitajsko. V kolikor se je Sirila, se je le proti jugu, na
seyer se je pred mongolskimi ljudstvi zavarovala e v asu
pred Kristusovim rojstvom z znanim “Dolgim zidom”. Ki-
tajci so postopno zaceli gledati tudi v smeri proti severu in
severozahodu. Ko so odbili hunski napad in Hune zasledo-
vali proti njihovim bivali¢em, so ti krenili proti zahodu in
postali §iba Evrope in posebno Zahodnorimskega carstva.
Tedaj so prvit segle kitajske meje do Turkestana in Mon-
golija je bila pod kitajsko oblastjo.

Ko je bila ruska drZava v 9. stoletju komaj dobro usta-
novljena, je kitajska drzava preZivela Ze 5000 let in segala
od Tihega oceana vse do KaspiSkega jezera, kasnejSe meje
evropske Rusije. Obe drzavi sta se vendar razvijali vsaka
po svoje in sta druga za drugo komaj vedeli. PolozZaj se je
bistveno spremenil, ko so se Mongoli otresli kitajske obla-
sti, se pod DZingiskanom zdruZili in zaceli svoje osvajalne
pohode. Premagali so Ruse ob reki Kalki 1223, 13 let kas-
neje pa preplavili vec¢ji del Rusije, poZgali Kijev in druga
ruska mesta ter zavladali nad Rusijo. Njeni gospodarji so
ostali nato skoraj Cetrt tisolletja.

Mongoli so osvojili in podjarmili tudi Kitajsko. Toda
osvajalci so skoro utonili v visji kitajski kulturi in se zlili s
Kitajci. Sredis¢e mongolske drZave je postala Kitajska.
Rusija je bila posredno podloZzna Kublaj kanu, ki je vladal
kot kitajski cesar mogoc¢no drZavo, raztezajofo se od oba-
le Tihega morja in Indijskega oceana, pa vse do Dnejpra in
perzijskih meja.

V naslednjem razdobju je Kitajska oslabela, mongol-
ska ljudstva so si znova priborila svojo neodvisnost in za-
¢ela napadati kitajske pokrajine. V tem Casu je Rusija, ki
se je otresla mongolskega jarma, uni¢ila mongolsko oblast
v danasnji juZni Rusiji in se zaCela naglo Siriti v Azijo. Do
prvi stikov je prislo, ko je mongolski veliki kan, ki se je
sprl s Kitajci, iskal zas¢ite pri Rusih. Predno jo je dobil, se
je s Kitajci pobotal in o Rusih ni hotel ni& ve¢ sliati.

Do prvih neposrednih sporov in spopadov med Rusi
'n Kitajci je prislo na meji MandZurije, ki je bila tedaj del
Kitajske, kot je Se danes. Po daljsih pregovorih so Rusi in
Kitajci podpisali sporazum v Ner&insku l. 1689, ki je usta-
vil rusko prodiranje ob Amurju. To je bila prva pogodba
Kitajske s kako kri¢ansko drZavo.

Kitajci so samozavestni in ponosni na svojo staro kul-
turo in na veétisocletno zgodovino ter gledajo zviska na
vse tuje narode, smatrajo jih in jih imenujejo kar narav-
nost za “barbare”. Kitajski cesar se je kot “Sin neba” sma-
tral visoko nad vsemi ostalimi vladarji sveta in vsak, kdor
je priSel predenj, je moral na kolena in mu tako izkazati
Cast in pokorsc¢ino. :

INITIALLY it was the inten-
tion of these men to establish a
church and a place in which to
promote the Slovenian culture
and traditions. Many meetings
were held as early as 1905.
Drives were held to raise funds
and certificates of appreciation
were sold. The land on which
the present Slovenian Society
Home stands was purchased
from Charles Mix and Associ-
ates. The title was transferred
to the Austrian Society on Mar.
13, 1907. Officers of the society
were listed: Frank Pajk, oresi-
dent; Frank Bajt, secretary.

On August 12, 1909 the pro-
perty was transferred to Mon-
signor Felix M. Boff, adminis-
trator to Bishop John P. Far-
relly of the Cleveland Diocese.
A church was built and Masses
were held to accommodate the
busy people in the area.

Catholic instructions for the
residents’ children were held
over a seven year period, during
which they were prepared for
First Communion and Confirma-
tion. Classes were taught alter-

'Father Paul Hribar of St. Mary's
Church in Collinwood.

‘the parish was not too pros-
perous and did not have an
established staff for conducting
|classes and services. One Satur-
day afternoon, October 18, 1917,
as Father Paul Hribar and his
sister, Anna Hribar, were on
their way here to teach the
youngsters, his automobile was
hit by a passenger train at E.
209 St., then the St. Clair Ave.
crossing over New York Central
Railroad tracks. Both were in-
stantly killed. That was the tra-
gic end of the first' Slovenian
Church in Euclid.

FOLLOWING THE CLOSING
of the church, the property was
sold by the Bishop to John Krae-
ker, who owned a large vineyard
in the area, pressed grapes,
made and sold grape juice and
wine. Mr. Kracker was a widow-
er and a brother-in-law of the
older John Prince (grandfather
of Councilman John Prince of
the 32nd Ward). They were
Gottchee Germans (Kocevarji)
but were friendly to the Slove-
nians.

Mr. Kracker sold the land and
buildings to the Jugoslovenski
Narodni Dom on August 10,
1919, for the sum of $2,500. Mr.
Dragutin Massakoto was then
president, and Stanko Turapolac
was its secretary. The title of
the Home has since changed se-

Perhaps you have never made a
retreat. If you had, you would
know that a ratreat is NOT just a
lot of sermons and praying.

You will find that
keeping silence for a weekend is
a pleasant experience, a wonderful
way to make up for the times
one has spoken out of turn and in
sinful way.

8. I am so tired after my week’s
work that I just couldn’t make a
Retreat — I don’t have the ener-

gy!

All the MORE reason for making
one! Altho we speak of the “spiri-
tual exercises”, a retreat is also a
most restful experience for the
body. The change of pace is so
great that one leaves a retreat more
physically rested than he has been
in years.

9 I can’t sleep with another per-
son in the same room — I'm a ter-
rible snorer!

Don’t let THAT worry you! You
may have a private room, if you
ask for it sufficiently early. There
are several such rooms available.

10. I'm on a diet —A very strictl
diet, The Menu out at the Re-
treat House may not be suitable for
me!

Please don’t worry: about the
Menu. The Sisters are the finest
cooks available. Inform them - of
your dietary needs and they wiil
provide the proper foods.

11. I have a heart condition and
the stairs and walking wouldn't be
too good for me!

PAUL WITNESSED the havoc
of automation, and longed for a
solution of these problems, from
a small spark kindled in Calu-
met, Michigan a flame had ari-
sen, not to be extinguished.

Paul felt that the strongest
bond of human sympathy out-
side the family relation should
be one of uniting together the
working people of all nationali-
ties.
