poldne je bila ubita 66-letna predsednica in­
dijske vlada Indira Gandhi. Atentatorja sta 
bila člana njene osebne straže. Bila sta po 
narodnosti Sikha in menda sovražila go. 
pandhi, ker je bila junija letos odredila srdit 
in krvavi napad vojske na sikhsko versko 
svetišče v Amritsarju. V napadu je menda 
bilo ubitih več kot 1000 Sikhov. Poročila o 
atentatu si nasprotujejo, vendar je bila ga. 
Gandhi večkrat ranjena. Bila je v nezavesti, 
ko so jo prepeljali v bolnico, vsa prizadeva­
nja zdravnikov so bila zaman.

Indira Gandhi je vodila indijsko vlado 
vsega skupaj 16 od zadnjih 18 let. Njen oče 
Je bil Jawaharjal Nehru, ki je pa bil predsed- 
nik vlade od indijske neodvisnosti 1947. leta 
vse do svoje smrti 1. 1964. Indira Gandhi je 
Prvič postala predsednica vlade 1966. leta. 
Bila je močna in odločna osebnost, ki je goji­
la tesne odnose z ZSSR, ni pa dosti marala 
ZDA.

Sledi 
tekst v celoti: »MULJAVA - Po dokaj skoJ 
pem poročilu republiškega komiteja za in­
formiranje je ozadje razstrelitve partizanske­
ga spominskega obeležja na Muljavi pri Sti­
čni še zmeraj zavito v skrivnost.

8. oktobra okoli 22. ure je bilo v Mulja­
vi slišati močno eksplozijo, ki je raznesla 
obeležje, ki ga je v spomin na smrt štirih par­
tizanov, ustreljenih 29. decembra 1944 iz 
sovražne zasede, postavila krajevna organi­
zacija ZZB Muljava v neposredni bližini 
vasi.

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The Catholic Church Reaches the Slovenes
On the proposal of the 

Yugoslav bishop conference 
Pope Paul VI founded the 
Slovene ecclesiastical province 
on November 22, 1968. At its 
foundation it comprised the 
archdiocese of Ljubljana and 
the diocese of Maribor. The 
diocese of Koper, revived and 
territorially rounded off after 
the final delimitation between 
Yugoslavia and Italy, joined it 
on January 8, 1978.

Dr. Alojzij Šuštar, the 
archbishop of metropolitan of 
Ljubljana, defines its

significance in an extensive ar­
ticle. His ideas may be sum­
marized into three points:

1. The Slovene ecclesiastical 
province realizes and 
represents the universal 
Church, that is why it must be 
one, holy, catholic and 
apostolic and connected with 
the universal Church.

2. It realizes and expresses 
historical, national, linguistic, 
geographical, cultural and 
other peculiarities of the local 
Church.

3. It asserts its position and

Church History 
in Slovenia

An extensive article on the 
history of the Slovene ec­
clesiastical province was con­
tributed by dr. France Martin 
Dolinar. He emphasizes the 
present Slovenian territory 
was Christian even before the 
arrival of the Slavs in the 6th 
century. This is shown by 
numerous archaeological re­
mains, martyrs from the area 
and works of religious writers.

After the Slavs settled in the 
area the Christianity was ac­
cepted by Prince Borut of 
Carantania and the whole of 
Carantania became Christian 
during the reign of his nephew 
Hotimir (751-769). Christiani­
ty was spread in Carantaia by 
Irish monks, among whom the 
best known are St. Virgil and 
Bishop Modest. The Slovene 
territory to the south of the 
Drava river accepted the 
Gospel of Aquilea.

Prince Rastislav of Moravia 
invited the holy brothers Cyril 
and Method to evangelize and 
teach in their native language. 
Pope Hadrian II gave no 
credence to German bishops’ 
calumnies and approved their 
work (liturgical books in the 
vernacular language.) Cyril 
died young in Rome, while 
Method became the ar­
chbishop of Srem, Pannonia 
and Moravia. Svetopolk, the 
Prince of Moravia, forfeited 
both the political and the ec­
clesiastical independence of 
his country. A Latin diocese 
was founded in Nitra and 
pupils of the holy brothers 
were dispersed to the south. 
The Slovene language was

preserved in prayer formulas 
(the Brixen monuments, 
around 1000). Henceforth 
Slovene religious life was 
determined by Salzburg and 
Aquilea until Joseph II’s 
reforms.

The first parishes gradually 
developed from the primeval 
parishes. The systematic divi­
sion into parishes was ac­
complished in the 11th and 
12th centuries. For example, 
the parish of Volče in the 
region of Tolmin is mentioned 
as early as 1015, and there 
were already 25 parishes in 
Carinthis in 1043.

After 1100 the first ar­
chdeaconries appeared. There 
were nine of them: Salzburg, 
Upper and Lower Carinthia, 
Pomurje, Aquilea, Carniola, 
Savinjsko, Upper and Lower 
Furlania and Tolmin.

Those were the times when 
the Slovenes suffered 
numerous misfortunes. 
Natural disasters (earth­
quakes, diseases) came one 
after another and the frequent 
Turkish assaults are of par­
ticular importance in this con­
nection. The differences 
among the social classes were 
constantly increasing.

In the beginning of the 16th 
century Protestanism spread 
among noblemen and citizens. 
The first two books printed in 
the Slovene language, “The 
Spelling-Books” and “The 
Catechism” (1550) were writ­
ten by Primož Trubar 
(1508-1586). The publication 
in 1584 of the Bible in 
Slovene, translated by Jurij 
Dalmatin (1547-1589) 
represents the climax of the 
protestant literature.

The Catholic revival was led 
by bishops Tomaž Hren 
(1597-1630) in Carniola, Jurij
