O poskusih “normaliziranja”
odnosov med izseljenci in vlado FLR]J smo dobili porocila
iz zahodne Evrope, Lat. Amerike in celo iz Avstralije. Do
takih poskusov je prislo tudi v ZdruZenih drZavah in v
Kanadi.

Zastopniki rdeCe jugoslovanske vlade v inozemstvu
imajo z izseljenci, ki so zapustili rodno deZelo pred drugo
svetovno vojno, kolikor toliko “normalne odnose,” pa naj
so izseljenci Ze novi oblasti v Jugoslaviji naklonjeni ali ne.
Tako smo videli, da so na primer v Ljubljani sprejeli pok.
Antona Grdino prav tako ljubeznivo in vljudno in ga pova-
Lili, da je govoril celo preko ljubljanskega radia, kot kate-
rega izmed znanih “progresivcev,” ki ima vedno polna usta
hvale o ‘‘socialisti¢ni” Jugoslaviji.

Nove odnose bi Titova vlada rada ustvarila le s tako-
zvano novo emigracijo, z 250,000 onih izseljencev, ki so od-
&li v tujino od druge svetovne vojne sem. Ta emigracija je
po svojem izvoru razli¢na. Prvi val je odSel v tujino spo-
mladi 1945, ko so komunisti¢ni partizani zaceli zasedati
vedno vecje predele Jugoslavije in je bilo jasno, da bodo z
zaveznisko pomocjo postali gospodarji v celi deZeli.

¢eni, so se vrnili domov $e v €asu Zivljenja v begunskih ta-
boris&ih, kamor so titovski zastopniki redno prihajali in va-
bili k povratku, k “graditvi” socialisticne Jugoslavije.

Po letu 1948, ko se je Tido sprl z Moskvo in se pribli-
22l Zahodu, je malo bolj odprl mejo proti Italiji in Avstriji.
S tem se je povedal beg v tujino ne toliko politi¢nih na-
sprotnikov komunistine vlade kot beg mladih ljudi, ki so
nad mozZnostjo ¢loveku primernega Zivljenja doma obupa-
li.

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New Siudy of Mental
Health Well Received

London. — An enthusiasbic wel-
come has been given to the second
volume of Stoke Park studies on
mental subnormality made by the
assistant psychiatrist, Dr. J. Jancar,
the senior hospital medical officer
of the group.

A letter just received from Dr.
J. R. Rees, diréctor of the World
Federation for Mental Health, says
that it will be ‘“a proud adcition”
to the publications on view during
the sixth International Congress on
Mental Health in Paris at the end
of next month.

The first volume of Stoke Park
studies was published in 1933
through the generosity of Mrs. R.
G Burden.

“You will see,” writes Dr. W. A,
Heaton-Ward, the medical super-
intendent at Stoke Park, “that we
have been developing industrial
therapy in the Stoke Park Hospital
Group since 1957, and are now able
to occupy patients with the menital
development of children of three or
four years whom we previously
considered cquite unemployable.”

Two of the staff at Hanham Hall
Hospital, Miss F. Cameron, the head
cccupational therapist, and Mr. S.
Nicoll, the chief male nurse, write
about this aspect of the problem in
an addenda to the scientific and
clinical papers.

From a modest beginning 3 and a
half years ago with 14 patients
working on one contract, Hanham
Hall now have 110 patients working
on seven contracts. These include
jobs connected with waste paper
processing, brush-making and bag-
making.

Gradual Change

“The change from fhe conven-
tional routine of the occupational
therapy department to industrial
work has been gradual, and the ma-
jority of patients appear to have
adapted themselves well.”

Once a patient has started indus-
trial work he is given an increase
in his pocket money.

“Many patients are now in a posi-
tion to buy themselves some clothes
and it has been found that this has
brought about a marked improve-
ment in their general appearance.”

Changes in Social
Security Law

Changes in the social security
law, signed by President Kennedy
June 30, took effect August 1, 1961.
More than four 'million persons
are estimated to benefit from the
revisions.

Included in the changes, which
the President called “financially
sound and socially responsible,” are
provisions:

1. Increasing the minimum ben-
efit to $40.00.

2. Increasing “widows” benefits
by 10 percent.

3. Lowering the amount of
work-credits needed ‘o become eli-
gible for benetits.

4, Making old-age benefits
vailable to men at age 62.

The House Committee on Ways
and Means, reporting on the amend-
ments to the social security law,
had said, “The provision of benefits
at age 62 for men will help to alle-
viate the hardships faced by ithat
group of men who, because of ill
health, technological unemployment,
or other reasons, find it impossible
to continue working until they
reach 65.”

The Committee estimated that
560,000 persons would get benefits
under this change during the next
12 months.

It is estimated also that one and
a half million widows would get the
increase in the widow's benefit anc
that more than 2 million persons
would be affected by the increased
minimum benefit.

Those persons eligible for the in-
creases will receive them in their
checks early next month, Albert W.
Boehringer, manager of the Social
Security office at 10613 Euclid Ave.,
Cleveland 6, Ohio, said today. The
increase will be made automatical-
ly, he said, and there is no need to
apply for the increases.

About 160,000 persons who are
not now getting benefits would be-
come eligible during the next 12
months under the lower work-cred-
it requirement, the report continu-
ed.
Mr. Boehringer said that a num-
ber of older persons who had ap-
plied for benefits before, but who
were ineligible .sbecause. they -or
their husbands did not meet ithe old
requirement, might now be eligible.

Such people should check again
with their local social security of-
fice to see if they are now eligible,
he said.

As you know, the House Rules
Committee has voted to table all
three pending Federal Aid to Edu-
cation bills: (1) the general aid to
education bill, authorizing funds for
classrooms and to subsidize teach-

€rs’ salaries at a rate of $850 mil-
lion a year for three years; (2)
amendments to the National De-
fense Education Act to cost $2.1
billion over a five-year period: and
(3) aid to expedite construction of
facilities for higher education at a
rate of $300 million a year for five
years. The present concensus of
opinion is that there will be no gen-
eral Federal Aid bill at this session
of Congress, However, it seems
highly likely that a separate bill
continuing assistance to areass
where the school population has
been materially increased by Fed-
eral activities will be introduced
and passed before the Congress
adjourns. This popular and long-
accepted program which provides
aid to some 3,600 school districts
impacted with heavy military or
other Federal employee population
had been made a part of the gen-
eral school aid bill as a vehicle of
legislative pressure.

A Hearl Rending Tale

Sad indeed is the story of inno-
cent Nellie G— whose tempting,
taste-pleasing potato salad brought
pain and misery to all her loved
ones. The potato salad she served
her family harbored bacteria in an
ideal condition for them to multiply
and cause food poisoning. Nellie's
family would have been spared
their suffering had she known the
proper precautions -against food
poisoning, and the reasons for tak-
ing them,

Bacteria need two conditions to
thrive — the right medium and the
right temparature. Good media for
the growth of food poisoning bac-
teria include protein dishes, such as
meat, eggs, and fish, especially
when mixed with mayonnaise,
cream csauce, or salad dressing. No
foods should be improperly prepar-
ed or kept, as food poisoning can
occur in most foods.

Regulating the temperature of
food will keep dangerous food bac-
teria under control. Dr. J. Glen
Smith, Cleveland’s Commissioner of
Health advises that the following
rules be observed by those prepar-
ing and serving food.

Staphylococci, the food poisoning
bacteria, live only between tem-
peratures of 42 and 150 degrees.
Cooked foods are safest when kept
hot or cold. When carrying cooked
foods for a long distance, be sure
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to pack them in ice, or take frozen
foods which can thaw while you are
traveling. In planning a picnic me-
nu, the smart cook substitutes foods
less susceptible to poisoning, such
as unshelled hard-boiled eggs, for
those which are more dangerous,
such as devlled eggs or egg salad
sandwiches.

Complete cleanliness, important
at all times, is especially effective
as a weapon against food poisoning.
All utensils and equipment used in
preparing food, along with the kit-
chen itself, should be clean at all
times. Refrigerators need regular
cleansing to keep foods clean. All
raw fruits and vegetables should be
washed before eating.

Children often need to be remind-
ed that hands must be washed be-
fore eating, even though summer
meals are casual and dinformal.
Handwashing is necessary before
preparing food or eating, and after
going to the toilet; both to maintain
cleanliness, and to prevent the
spread of communicable diseases.
People with colds or infections
should not prepare food for others.
If you are away from home, pro-
tect your health by drinking only
pasteurized milk and water that is
approved by the local or state
health department. If you stop at
a small restaurant far from home,
and have doubts about their food-
handling or refrigeration proce-
dures, don't order salad mixtures,
cream puffs, cream pies, or cheese
cakes. Cheese, with crackers, or on
bread, is a safe order in unknown
territory.

Common sense-and a few simple
rules can keep food poisoning from
your family. Don’t let ignorance or
carelessness spoil the fun of your
summer meals.

Census Bureau to Collect
Information on Home
Repairs

A number of local families will
be wisited by Census Bureau inter-
viewers during the first part of
August as part of the National
Survey of Residential Alterations
and Repairs, it was announced to-
day by Director John E. Tharaldson
of the Bureau's regional field of-
fice in Detroit, Mich.

The survey covers expenditures
for additions, alterations, mainten-
ance and repairs, and replacemenis
on residential properties. Informa-
tion collected locally will be com-
bined with facts obtained in other
sections of the country to provide
national estimates.

A similar survey last year re-
vealed that Americans spent more
than $13 billion for the upkeep and
improvement of their dwelling
places in 1960. These outlays in-
cluded the expenditures of owners
of all types of residential structures
as well as the expenditures made
by renters. This total was equiva-
lent to 75 percent of the amount
spent in 1960 for construction of all
new homes.

Maintenance and repairs account-
ed for $55.5 billion of the $13 bil-
lion total. Of this amount, $2.5 bil-
lion went for painting, $439 million
for heating and centra]l air condi-
tioning, $704 million for plumbing,
$403 million for roofing, and $239
million for flooring.

Resident owners of properties
with 1-4 housing units spent $9%
billion on maintenance and im-
provements in 1960. Do-it-yoursell
projects accounted for close to $3

billion of this amount with threé€
out of every ten dollars spent going
for materials for work on thesé
properties which the owners di
for themselves or had done by fam-
ily members or others at no extrd
cost.
