Invazija Italije ima dvoje neposrednih veg&jih objek-
tivov pred ofmi. Eden teh je zavzetje letalis¢ v Foggiji, ki
so bila medtem zavzeta in ki bodo sluZila zavezniSkim bomb-
nikom pri njihovih odletih k napadom nacifa3istitnega
ozemlja oziroma ozemljay katero je zasedeno po nacifasistih.
Drugi cilj te invazije pa je zavzetje Neaplja, da bi sluZilo
njegovo pristanise zaveznikom za izkrcavanje vojastva in
vojnih potrebs¢&in.

Mesto Foggijo in njegova letaliS¢a je zavzela osma an-
cletka armada v torek in nobenega dvoma ni, da je pridelo
anglesko vojaStvo nemudoma s popravljanjem letalis¢, da
bi bila ¢im prej uporabna za zavezniske bombnike. Prav ta-
ko se ne bo izgubljalo €asa s popravo neapeljskega pristani-
§¢a, ¢im bodo ameriske Cete zavzele to mesto.

Nato pa se bo pojavilo vprasanje, kje bodo zatem uda-
rile anglo-ameriSke Cete. Ako pogledamo na zemljevid, bo-
mo videli, da je ve¢ mozZnosti za prihodnji udar.

MozZno je, da bodo anglo-ameriske &ete nadaljevale s
svojim prodiranjem skozi severno Italijo ter zavzele Rim.
To pa utegne postati teZavna operacija, ako bodo Nemci na-
daljevali s svojim srditim bojevanjem zadnjih straz, kakor
so to delali v juzni ltaliji. Poleg tega bi bil Rim v nevarno-
sti popolnega porufenja in brezpotrebnega pobijanja civili-
stov, kakor v Neaplju.

Nobenega dvoma ni, da so te armade danes pripravlje-
ne za nastop v bojih dolo€enih ciljev in smotrov ter da bodo
stopile nemudoma v akcijo, ¢im bodo zavojevane v Italiji
vse potrebne pomorske in letalske baze.
