—the Slovenes. The slogan 
"divide et impera," in this case, 
has actually meant "divide et 
devora": divide them into such 
small par t s tha t relentless Ger-
manism can devour them in 
spite of their strong and deter-
mined resistance. 

The Germans dreamed, work-
ed and fought for the realiza-
tion of their "Drang nach Os-
ten" and their "Bruecke zur-
Adria." They realized tha t 
their march to the west was 
blocked; France and England 
were there. Their march to-
wards the south was also bar-
red ; the I tal ians were in the 
way. So all their energy was 
directed towards the east and 
southeast against the Slavs. 
German imperialism was de^ 
termined to march resolutely 
over the dead bodies of the 
Slavs. 

This march was realized in 
various ways. I t was contin-
gent on time, conditions, locali-
ties, emergencies, personalities, 
etc. The Germans never missed 
a chance to advance their anti-
Slavic f ron t and march for-
ward. As the resources of all 
Germans, irrespective of then-
residence, were employed in 
this march, even the most de-
termined resistance on the par t 
of the Slavs was unable to stop 
it. 

The "late" official Austr ia 
marched hand in h^ind with 
the Reich in this Germanic 
struggle against the Slavs. Her 
role was to prepare the ground 
within her own boundaries for 
the Germanization of the Sla-

sters, perhaps the handshakes, or easy 
banter of men while the tension 
mounted. I t got worse and worse, more 
excited each moment, a running and 
racing until you'd think everyone 
would break his neck. 

They would be leaving now any day, 
they must be, the tension couldn't get 
worse without an explosion. And it 
would come, one day, soon, in the dead 
of night. The roar of the motors 
started and warming up would wake 
you. You'd lean on your elbow look-
ing out of your window at the bright 
moonlit fields and hangars. Someone 
beside vou would be snoring a bit too 
loud, you felt like kicking him one in 
the hind. You couldn't see the ships 
but heard them, all in order, roaring 
out every few seconds at the take-off.

They know they 
are a new America, utterly different 
from auto and depression America.

Josef I, who stated, "Although 
I am the ruler of various Slav-
ic nations, I will never forget 
tha t I am a German prince."

ably f i t ted. Not long a f t e r this 
appointment he was invited to 
the professor 's chair at the 
University of Vratislav, but he 
did not accept because the min-
ister Count Thun in 1850 ap-
pointed him to a fu l l profes-
sorship. He was also invited to 
Berlin, but he did not accept 
this invitation. As a professor 
Miklošič had the special task 
of writ ing text books fo r his 
students. By 1850 he issued 
three text books, "Laut lehre 
Der Altslovenischen Sprache," 
"Formenl^hre Der Altsloveni-
schen Sprache," and "Lexicon 
Linguae Slovenicae Veteris Di-
alecti." The Emperor honored 
him with a gold medal fo r a r t 
and science for his dictionary, 
which Miklošič dedicated to 

re tary of the philosophic and 
historical divisions of the Aca-
demy. 

Miklošič was 39 years old 
(1852) when 'he married a 
daughter of a librarian by 
name of Maria Eichenfeld. His 
wife died in 1867 leaving him 
two sons. 

In the Emperor ' s letters of 
February 9, 1862, Miklošič 
was named life long member of 
the House of Lords. On Ju ly 
23, 1863, he was fu r the r hon-
ored with the Order of Leopold 
and a year later , the 20th of 
August to be exact, he was 
knigthed as a nobleman. 

Miklošič wrote many schol-
ar ly treatsies, criticisms, re-
views, articles and books in 
Slovene, Latin and German. In 

1853 he celebrated his 70th ju-
bilee. For this occasion a mag-

Miklošič was highly honored 
respected and admired by 
scholars, academicians, learned 
societies and even rulers. He 
was a very close and dear 
f r iend of the Serbian Prince 
Michael Obrenovič. Besides 
the already mentioned honors, 
Miklošič was a member of the 
Court Council, Knight of the 
Emperor ' s Order of Leopold, 
Knight of the Russian Order of 
St. Anna, Knight of the Prus-
sian Order Pour le Merite, 
Life long member of the Royal 
Council, fu l l member and sec-
re tary of the Royal Academy 
of Science at Vienna, a mem-
ber of the Academies of Kra-
kow, Zagreb, Berlin and Mona-
co, a member of the Society of 
Learning of Gottengen, and Co-
penhagen, contributory mem-
ber of the Academy of Petro-
grad, and the French "Acade-
mie des Inscriptions et Belle 
Lettres," a member of the 
Czech Society of Learning as 
well as similar societies in Sty-
ria, Zagreb, University of Kra-
kow and the "Matica Sloven-
ska" in L jub l jana .
