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Drnovsek Returns as
Slovenia’s Prime Minister

LIUBLJANA, SLOV. -
Slovenia’s pro-European
leader Janez Drnovsek was

set to return to the helm of

Slovenia’s government after
his Liberal Democrats won
the largest share of votes in
_the weekend elections, re-
sults showed Monday.

With 36.4 percent of the
vote, Drnovsek’s Liberal
Democrats of  Slovenia
(LDS) garnered 34 seats,
making it the largest group
in parliament but still far
from a majority in the 90-
seat assembly.

Drnovsek, who was prime
minister until his govern-
ment fell five months ago,
said late Sunday he would
return to head the govern-
ment. “l could hardly say
no,” he said after results
showed his party had won
’Eé largest share of seats.

The LDS won 11 percent
More of the vote than in the
1996 parliamentary elec-
tions, taking votes away
from the center-right parties

——

supporting outgoing Prime
Minister Andrej Bajuk.

The Social Democratic
Party (SDS) of Bajuk’s cen-
ter-right coalition won 15.87
percent of Sunday’s vote,
giving it 14 seats.

President Milan Kucan,
considered a Drnovsek ally,
is expected to ask the LDS
leader to form a government
and call on the new parlia-
ment to convene before No-
vember 4.

Under Slovenian law,
Kucan has a 30-day deadline
to propose a prime minister
to the parliament.

Already  Drnovsek- is
showing confidence and a
readiness to form a coalition
quicker than in 1996 when
the government was formed
after three months of post-
uncertainty _and
inter-party wrangling.

The big loser is the SLS-
SKD - Slovene People’s
Party. In 1996 the two par-
ties, which were contesting
the polls individually, had

election

won 19 and ten seats re-
spectively.

Bajuk’s own New Slove-
nian Party (NSi) party won
8.62 percent, giving it eight
seats.

The official results re-
leased Monday reflect 96
percent of ballots cast.

Ballots, which were cast
in foreign countries, will be
counted by the Republic
election commission on Fri-
day, Oct. 20. These represent
approximately 4,700 ballots,
that is 0.4 percent of the
vote, which can theoretically
only influence the position
of the parties in the par-
liament.

Slovenia is leading the
group of countries which are
in transition to a market
economy. with a 49 percent
growth in 1999, an unem-
ployment rate of 6.6 percent,
6.1 percent inflation and
Gross domestic  Product
(GDP) of 10,0178 dollars
per capita.

Starting Over in America

The fall of 1918 was the
hardest. Even the corn flour
fan out.

; We arrived towards eve-
fing and found a room for
the night. The next morning
We went to confession at the
Church, In the church, I was
'Mpressed by the hundreds
°_f Crutches and artificial
limbs that people had left
(P"ESumably after  their

cures). It seemed strange to
me that the famous picture
of Mary was in a side
chapel, with the main altar
dedicated to St. Vitus.

My mother was always a
very devout woman. If at all
possible, she went to Mass
every morning and tried to
get her children to go with
her. For her, every month
had a special meaning: May
was Mary’s month, June was
the month of the Blessed
Heart of Jesus, October was
rosary month, November
was the month of all souls
and all saints, and December
was the month of early
morning services. First Fri-
days and first Saturdays
were also very important. I
would usually rather sleep
than go to church. Once I
asked my mother, “Why to-
day?” She said because it’s
the first Monday in the
week.”

My mother never took
advantage of her illness; she
worked whenever she could.
In 1941, the Germans occu-
pied our part of Slovenia and
we learned that we might be
forcibly evacuated. Mother
did not happen to be sick at
that time, but we begged her
to stay in bed and look sick
so we would not be relo-
cated. Everyone knew that
she was often sick, so it
would be believable, But she
refused and said, “I'm sick
often enough, I don’t need to
also pretend. God will take
care of us.”

She believed so firmly in
God’s support that she often
expressed her opinions pub-
licly. When we warned her
that it could be dangerous to

munists), she replied, “What
can they do to me if I speak
the truth?!” She was abso-
lutely convinced that God
would not abandon people
who were honest and forth-
right.

My mother’s trust in God
came from her unshakable
faith and her reading of the
Bible and the lives of the
saints. We were never al-
lowed to doubt the teachings
of the church. She followed
the same rule as religious
orders which require com-
plete obedience to their
spiritual supervisor. I re-
member a couple of occa-
sions' where this led to a
disagreement with my fa-
ther.

My father was a board
member of the church credit
union, which was poorly
managed by the pastor. My
father recognized the prob-
lems and sometimes criti-
cized the pastor. He never
told our mother about this,
but she found out from oth-
ers. She asked him why they
were arguing. He would
never answer questions like
that from her. If she started
to preach that we all had to
love each other, he would
get up from the table and
leave.

I had the impression that
my mother was not happy in
her marriage. She often
urged us (her children) to
never get married: “Stay
home, enjoy each other and
work together.”

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Ljubljana to Istanbul

(Continued from last week)

I had spent four happy
days in Slovenia with my
friends, but the time had
come to leave. As the train
pulled out of Ljubljana sta-
tion, my friends were waving
Zgogom after showing me
around Slovenia for four
wonderful days. 1 hated to
say goodbye.

The train was following a
route from Bucharest
through Ljubljana and Tri-
este to Venice. It arrived late
and left Ljubljana an hour
late, about 3 p.m. There was
only one person in my com-
partment on the train. He
was an 85-year-old Slove-
nian man who was returning
to his home in Trieste. We
had fun struggling to com-
municate using a mixture of
my very, very limited Slove-
nian, German and Italian.
After the train backed the
last few miles into the sta-
tion at Trieste, my new
friend got off.

It was my hope that the
train would arrive in Venice
before dark so that I could

spot at which of Venice’s
118 islands the m.s. Roiter-
dam was docked. Traveling
on my own, the ship was
giving me no help getting
there. Typical of trains in
that area, we arrived in
Venice at 8:45 p.m., well
after dark.

I went to an
“Informacione” desk but
couldn’t get any better ad-
vice than to take the No, 82
water-bus. The operator of
the boat told me to get off at
the fourth stop for the Rot-
terdam. But as we headed
for the second stop | saw a
ship docked about one-half
mile away and it appeared to
be the right size for the
62,000-ton .Rotterdam. But
the water-bus operator told
me not to worry. As we ap-
proached the fourth stop I
saw that there was indeed a
cruise ship docked there. But
it seemed a bit too small,
and sure enough, it wasn’t
the Rotterdam. The operator
told me I had better get off
there, anyway. So dragging
one suitcase and my over-
the-shoulder bag with me, I
went ashore.

No one could tell me
where the Rotterdam was
docked but a policeman fi-
nally pointed to a small road
that ran between some ware-
houses. 1 headed that way
dragging the suitcase behind
me on a very warm evening.
After some 45 minutes of
trudging through deserted
dimly-lit back streets in the
warehouse district, the Rot-
terdam was finally visible in
the distance about one-half
mile away.

But a small railroad yard
blocked my path. I crossed a
small bridge over the tracks
but it was a dead end. Fi-
nally 1 found a route of
about one mile around the
rail yards and arrived be-
draggled at the boarding gate
for the Rotterdam. It was
more than one hour and sev-
eral miles since I had
boarded the water-bus.

This is the type of thing
that can happen to you when
you travel on your own. But
I wouldn’t have it any other
way because we often see
and learn things from un-
usual experiences.

ike my first old bicy-
cle, the sled was of
the same vintage and

another “hand-me-down” -
to and from my uncle Mike.
He had used it before pass-
ing it to me, and well into
the 1960s it served my three
children. Having survived
hard use by at least three
generations that I knew of, it
was a tribute to durable con-
struction. Its name wasn’t
“Rose Bud,” but the styling
was similar.

No longer legible on the
center oaken slat was a fuzzy
trademark: It might have
been an early model of the
still  famous  “Flexible
Flyer” 1 used it for the
popular winter activity of
“belly-slamming.” You ran
like the wind and threw
yourself prone on the sled as
you slammed it down on the
slippery road.

There weren’t any hills
nearby, so your belly and
your sled were the victims of
thousands of slams. I'm
amazed that it stood up to all

this abuse. The only kind-
ness it received was a drop
of oil at the pivot of the
steering mechanism, and a
light sanding of the runners
before winter.

Every night after school
when conditions were right,
we belly-slammed under a
street lamp until we were
called home. In my case, it
was a loud yodel from Mom.
Her trademark “call” always

- embarrassed ‘me because it

could be heard for blocks
arounclg ,aggi everyone knew
that #Was‘being summoned.
She had a lovely soprano
singing voice and powerful
lungs, but I wished that she
had confined them to singing
in the choir. Someone
nearby would always holler:
“Hey, Joe, your mother’s
calling you!” The older boys
would repeat and chant the
phrase like a sarcastic taunt,
reminding me that I was still
Jjust a kid.

I couldn’t begin to de-
scribe the yodel, but 1 can
still hear its tone and mean-
ing: “Come Home - Now!”

Winter was a wonderful
time of year at that age, and

you were never too cold or
wet to stay outside and play.
Even though it felt good to
be warm and get out of your
snow-wet clothes in the
basement behind the fur-
nace, it was always annoying
to be called inside.

Though there were no
sledding hills nearby, later in
our teens, we were able to
get to Euclid’s Wildwood
Park, which was on the lake
and had nice long grassy
hills. Later still, when I was
married and we lived near
this park, it was our favorite
place to use the sled with our
kids. The only repair I ever
made was to replace a
wooden edge-rail; a short
length of one-inch square
oak that I had rounded along
its top side. This durable
antique provided our family
with many happy memories
for more than three gen-
erations.

~Sele nato na dveh glav-
nih  kvalifikacijskih  izpitih
ocenijo tvoje znanje in spo-
sobnosti in v primeru, da
je ocena ugodna, si sprejet
med kandidate za pripravo
doktorata, sicer pa dokoné-
no izgubi§ vsako mozZnost
za doktorat. Tudi to ne
gre enostavno, saj navadno
traja leto, da dobi§ taksno
ti jo
komisija odobri. Sprejmejo
namre¢ le zelo originalne
teme — moja je bila s pod-
roja pnevmatologije, kar bi
poenostavljeno  predstavila
kot skrb za dobro prezra-
¢eno arhitketuro.

Mene je od nekdaj naj-

“Danes svet ni veé raz-
deljen ‘po ideologiji, tem-
ve¢ se to izraza predvsem
glede na to, koliko ima
posamezno okolje znanja,
kako ima razvito in ob-
vlada tehnologijo. Vse po-
ve podatek, da le 15 od-
stotkov svetovnega prebi-
valstva kreira novo zna-
nje. Ostali, na primer
tranzicijske drzave, kamor
sodi tudi Slovenija, si v
glavnem prizadevajo prila-
goditi tuje licence,” je na
prvem svetovnem srecanju
slovenskih  znanstvenikov
na Bledu, med drugim
dejal prof. dr. Boris Ple-
skovi¢, predsednik Svetov-
nega slovenskega kongre-
sa in predstavnik Svetov-
ne banke iz Washingtona.

“Pomembno pa je tudi
vedeti, je spomnil, da se ta
¢as mednarodne * finanéne
institucije sprasujejo, kaksni
neugodni trendi se bodo
razvijali, ¢e ne bodo drzave
v razvoiu  zadele izdatneje
vlagati v tehnologijo in v
cloveski kapital. Ce se na-
mre¢ to ne bo zgodilo, se
bo prepad med razvitimi in
nerazvitimi Se naprej pogla-
bljal.”

predstavo  sposodimo,” je
dejal, “sicer ekstremni pri-
mer, primerjavo  denimo
med Zimbabwejem in Islan-
dijo ... V tej mali severni
otoski drzavici, ki ima ko-
maj 200.000 prebivalcev in
nima nobenih naravnih bo-
gastev najbrz tudi ne bi
imeli standarda, ki ga ima-
jo, ¢ ne bi zelo preudar-
no razvijali znanja. Prav to,
zelo visoko izobraZeno pre-
bivalstvo, je njihova po-
membna prednost.”

Kot je Se dejal, danes ni
mogode zanmesljivo in v
vsch podrobnostih napove-

dati, kako bo internet wvpli-
val na svet. Bo povedal ra-
zlike med nerazvitimi in in-
dustrijskimi  drzavami, ali
jih bo zmanj$al? Prvi¢ se
namreé pojavlja dejstvo, da
ima nerazviti svet na voljo
globalno znanje.

Otrok v Sloveniji, ki ima
dober ra¢unalnik in je po-
vezan s svetovnim spletom,
ima prakticno pod svojimi
prsti na primer veliko Ale-
ksandrijsko knjiznico. Ce je
vsaj malo spreten in rado-
veden, ima na voljo veé in-
formacij, kot jih je v vseh
slovenskih knjiznicah. To je
velik zaklad.

Toda otrok, ki nima dok-
torata iz Oxforda in ne iz-
kuSenj, kako se je treba
lotiti raziskav, tega praktic¢-
no ne more uporabiti. Ta-
ko je torej treba imeti vi-
soko izobraZene znanstveni-
ke, ki bodo znali analizirati
in uporabiti ogromno boga-
stvo podatkov in iz tega
narediti inovacijo, patent.,
Zato torej mednarodne
