Today the Long Term
Care ombudsman program
operates in all 50 states, the
District of Columbia and
Puerto Rico, and covers
residents of both nursing
facilities and board and Care
homes. Variability in or-
ganizational placement, pro-
gram operation, funding, and
utilization of human re-
sources has given rise to at
least 52 distinctive ap-
proaches to implementing
the program.

The Office of the State
Long Term Care Ombuds-
man is most often housed
within the State Unit of Ag-

ing (SUA); 42 states have
this arrangement. The SUAs
in these states vary in their
organizational  placement;
some are independent, sin-
gle-purpose agencies; some
are in larger “umbrella” or-
ganizations in which several
other agencies report to a
head office. Others are in
independent state-run om-

budsman agencies or are
completely outside state
government. Some states

operate from one centralized
office; others have devel-
oped separate and distinct
local programs. Recent esti-
mates of Long Term Care
ombudsman staffing put the
number of full-time paid

staff at about 865. The num-
ber of volunteer ombudsman
is about 6,750.

Funding for the Long
Term Care Ombudsman
program is patched together
from multiple sources at the
federal, state and local lev-
els. Most federal funding
comes from Older Ameri-
cans Act (OAA). Sources for
other funding includes state
and local governments, the
United Way and founda-
tions.

The OAA legislates a
wide-ranging scope of advo-
cacy functions for the Office
of State Long Term Care
Ombudsman to perform both
at the individual resident
level and at the broader sys-
tem -level. When working
with individual residents,
ombudsmen’s responsibili-
ties include: ensuring that
residents have regular - and
timely instructions in the

process, investigating and
resolving their complaints
and working with other lo-
cal, state or federal agencies
that may need to be called
in.

Remember, the Om-
budsman is there to see that
you retain and maintain your
dignity and respect. Often,
the state Ombudsman’s Of-
fice can be most helpful in
providing a list of the proper
type of facility that is avail-
able in your area to meet the
requirements of a resident’s
care.

The volunteer’s Role in
the Ombudsman Function:

Volunteers provide many
hours of service to this vital
program and often help in
informing residents of their
rights and handling simple
complaints. They also play a
major role in assisting resi-
dents and their families in
answering  questions  re-
garding legal  problems
arising from matters per-
taining to admissions.

The volunteers also visit
facilities, becoming the

Belaj’s  friend is Joe
Lunka. Joe is a printer and
typesetter. Because he is also
perfectly fluent in Hungrian,
he sets type for Hungarian
papers. He supports the
technocratic movement and

has been trying to convert

me.

I can’t avoid him, but I
try not to argue with him. He
keeps following me and
telling me how wonderful
everything will be after the
victory of technocracy.

He says there are too
many cars in America now.
After the technocrats win, all
cars will become state prop-
erty. If a citizen needs a car,
he will be able to call the
central garage, and in a min-
ute, there will be a car in
front of his house. The
driver will take him any
place the citizen wants to go
and then bring him back
home. The citizen won’t
need to pay anything be-
cause there won’t be any
need for money.

Every citizen will get
coupons once a month for all
of life’s necessities. Now,
most people need their cars
only twice a day. If the cars
are properly organized, we
will only need half as many
cars.

Dioceses in the
Republic of Slovenia

There is one archdiocese
and two diocese in the Re-
public of Slovenia: Archdio-
cese of Ljubljana, diocese of
Maribor, and diocese of Ko-
per. Metropolitan and arch-
bishop for the archdiocese of
Ljubljana is Dr. Franc Rode.

Dr. Rode is the first relig-
ious order (ie., Lazarist) to
head this archdiocese. Origi-
nally organized in 1461 as a
diocese, it was reorganized
as an archdiocese in 1961 by
Pope John XXIII. It has, as
of official statistics circa
1995, 304 parishes with 446
priests in addition to 248
male and 655 female
religious plus 53 theology
students.

The diocese of Maribor
was originally known as the
diocese of Lavant in the St.
Andrew Valley in Carinthia,
Austria. In 1856 Bishop
Anton Martin Slomsek re-

ceived permission to move
the see from Austria into
current day Slovenia. Bishop
Dr. Franc Kramberger is the
current ordinary. It has 287
parishes with 332 priests in
addition to 107 male and 148
female religious plus 43 the-
ology students.

The diocese of Koper has
its origins between the 6th
and 8th centuries. By 1828 it
was known as the diocese of
Trieste-Koper. By 1965 it
became the Apostolic ad-
ministration for Slovenians
living in the most-western
area of Slovenia. It became
the diocese of Koper in
1977. Bishop Metod Pirh is
the current ordinary. There
are 207 parishes with 178
priests in addition to 24 male
and 91 female religious plus
19 theology students.

Since Palmer
is so far south, the satellite appears to them to be on the horizon, even though it is really
23,000 miles above the equator.

Ubijalski virusi iz najbolj
norih sanj

Najprej so pomislili na najhuj$e — in spravili v
pani¢ni strah ne le svoje mesto, ampak tudi
dobrsen del Evrope. Za to je bila dovolj le kratka
besedica iz petih ¢rk: ebola

Ko je bolezen omejena
le na posameznika, Se ne-
kako gre; verjetnost, da
nas bo zadela, ni ravno
velika. Ljudje je skomigne-
jo z rameni in hitro poza-
bijo. Toda reakcija ob ek-
soticnih, ne dovolj raziska-
nih in mnoZi¢nih obolenjih
je drugacna: izolirati se od
okuzenih, bezati.

Zen z ebolo.

Medtem ko je za rume-
no mrzlico znano, da za
njo zbolite le, e vas pici
komar vrste Aedes aegypti,
ki zivi v savanah zahodne
in centralne Afrike ter
afriskih in juzZnoameriskih
pragozdovih, da se ji lahko
izognete z ustreznim ceplje-
njem, obladili, ki ne razkri-
vajo niti milimetra koZe, in
uporabo sredstev proti ko-
marjem, je pri hemoragicni
vrocici, ki jo povzrocata le
na videz podobna si virusa
eboli in marburg (smrtnost
je pri slednjem manj$a) za-
deva popolnoma drugacna.
In srhljivejsa.

Preventive, razen previ-
dnosti pri obisku afriskih
drZav (predvsem centralno-

afriskih, kot so Zaire, Ga-
bon in Kongo, ter Sudana,
Slonokoi¢éene obale, nekaj
primerov okuzbe z ebolo
so nadli tudi v Liberiji in
JuZnoafriski republiki; mar-
burg pa je razdirjen predv-
sem v Ugandi, Keniji,
Zimbabveju in JuZni Afri-
ki), ni; je prenosljiva in iz-
redno nalezljiva, predvsem
pa ima visoko stopnjo
umrljivosti.

Virus marburg so prvi¢
odkrili v telesu delavcev v
laboratorijih v  nemskem
mestu Marburg in, prese-
netljivo, v Beogradu leta
1967. Bili so v stiku s tki-
vom in izlocki zelenih opic,
prinesenih iz Ugande. Pri-
marno se je okuzilo 25
ljudi (umrlo jih je sedem),
preko njih pa Se Sest.

Za ebolo se je zvedelo
devet let pozneje, ko se je
skorajda istocasno pojavila
v Zairu in Sudanu. Nasteli
so ¢ez 500 obolelih, njiho-
va umrljivost pa je bila 88-
odstotna. Epidemije z
manj§imi smrtnimi izidi so
se na istih obmocjih poja-
aie=-aemvesletih 1977+ in
1979, potem . pa podatkov
vse do 90. let ni.

1994, zasledijo en primer
okuZenosti z ebolo na Slo-
nokos¢eni obali; naslednje
leto izbruhne epidemija v
Kongu, kjer jih od 316
okuZenih umre 245. Istega
leta (in tudi naslednje) iz-
bruhne epidemija ebole v
Gabonu. Zadnji podatki se
nana$ajo na letoSnji april,
ko so sumili, da je v Kon-
gu spet izbruhnila ebola, a
se je izkazalo, da gre za
njenega nekoliko manj ne-
varnega sorodnika, mar-
burg.

Nevarni nam bliznji

Kot Ze receno, vir prve
znane infekcije z marbur-
gom so bile zelene opice,
Ceprav ne veljajo za njegov
“rezervoar”. Pri poznejsih
okuzbah z virusom mar-
burg in ebola niso nadli iz-
vora, Ceprav so raziskovalci
v blizini obmo¢ij, na kate-
rih je izbruhnila epidemija,
ujeli na tisoée Zivalskih
vrst.

Gotovo je le, da sta vi-
russ usodna za opice in
Cloveka; da ju okuZeni pre-
nese na bliznje: s spolnim
odnosom, telesnimi tekoci-
nami (nasli so jo v slini,
telesnem potu, urinu, oce-
sni  tekoéini; semencicah,
krvi) in izlo¢ki. Nekateri
trdijo, da se virusa prena-
Sata tudi aerosolno, a pra-
vih dokazov za to $e ni.

Inkubacijska doba virusov
v telesu je od dveh do 21
dni, najpogostejSi interval
je 7 do 14 dni. Prvi znaki
obolelosti za hemoragi¢no
vrod¢ico so visoka telesna
temperatura in bolecine v
miSicah. Bolezen napreduje
glede na vrsto virusa (naj-
hujsa je ebola Zaire), zna-
no pa je, da se po telesu
§iri z neverjetno naglico:
bolnik ima probleme z di-
hanjem, ledvicami, povsod
krvavi, pad v 3ok.

Ebola povzroéi vrocico,
mrzlico, glabobole, boleéine

v miSicah, izgubo apetita,
kapilare za¢nejo izgubljati
teko¢ino in proteine pla-

zme. Z napredovanjem bo-
lezni pacient bruha, ima
krvavo diarejo, bolecine v
trebuhu, grlu in prsih. Kri
se ne strjuje ve¢, tako da
oboleli krvavi celo iz injek-
cijskih vbodov, prebavnega
trakta, koZe in notranjih
organov - prakticno iz
vseh odprtin. Krvavi celo-
ten imunski in Zivéni si-
stem. Bolniku odpovedo je-
tra in/ali ledvice.

Tudi pri rumeni mrzlici
odpovesta ta dva organa.
Tako kot pri eboli in mar-
burgu se zviSa telesna tem-
peratura, pojavijo se mrzli-
ca, glavoboli, bolefine v
trebuhu, notranje krvavitve,
bruhanje, zato ni ¢udno,
da pri diagnozi velikokrat
pride do pomote.

Pri prvi je po-
membno, da pacientu zbija-
jo temperaturo in poskrbi-
jo, da ne dehidrira. Po po-
datkih mednarodne zdravst-
vene organizacie WHO je
vsako leto 200.000 prime-
rov. obolelosti za rumeno
mrzlico umre jih le pet
odstotkov, pri epidemiji pa
se Stevilka povzpne do 50
odstotkov.
