Because of this and other
differences in the two bills it is
necessary for the House and
Senate to create a conference
committee which must recon-
cile the differences.

As far as being in an area
that is truly Americana, he
couldn’t have chosen a bet-
ter spot. Sometimes it’s easy
during the everyday stress of
life to forget how lucky we
are to be here in this country.
Our vacation this year was a

‘wonderful reminder.
It began on Sunday, June -

Rapid City, South Dakota. -

One of the reasons I had
chosen - this vacation was to
see Old Faithful. I thought it
incredible that steam would
erupt all by itself every hour,
and here I was in the perfect
spot to see it to my heart’s
content. Talk about good
luck. This was it.

They say there are about
7,000 geysers in that ares,
more than anywhere else in
the world. We saw a few
dozen of them. All different.

All amazing.
It was here that I also dis-

Western custom called “Mud
Pies.”

I saw it
and decided to do the same.
It is layers of different
types of chocolate ice cream.
About a pint’s worth piled

high with various sauces and
crumbly cookies. One of the
most delicious desserts on
earth! Believe me, you can’t
go out west without ordering
one — preferably with each
meal.

My second wonderful
experiences were at break-
fast. | am a pancake devotee.

The first day I had apple
pancakes, the second, ba-
nana. But for the rest of the
trip I had — ta, ta — Huckle-

‘berry pancakes! You ha-

ven’t lived until you’ve tried
Huckleberry pancakes.

Some people asked why
they call the national park
“Yellowstone.” We found
out. We drove up to Artist’s
Point for a spectacular view
of the Yellowstone park, and
sure enough the stones on
the canyon walls are indeed
yellow — and purple — and
pink — and all sorts of beau-
tiful colors, but mostly yel-
low. Some said it was even
more beautiful than the
Grand Canyon.

Landing in Singapore at
30 minutes after midnight is
not the ideal time to arrive.
But when you are flying
free, using your 45,000 fre-

quent flyer miles, you have-

to take whatever flight the
airline has. It meant being in
the air 19 hours from
Cleveland with an hour
stopover at Narita Airport.

. The hotel I had chosen
was Le Meridien Changi. It
was the only hotel near the
airport but was some 25

- minutes from downtown.

But 1 was pleased when the
hotel shuttle bus came to the
airport to meet the flight,
making it unnecessary to go
through the hassle of riding a
cab in the early morning
hours in a country where I
had never been before.

After a night of insuffi-
cient sleep, I awoke and took
the hotel shuttle to down-
town Singapore. A tour of
Singapore’s famous harbor
seemed to be a good way to
start so I took the subway to
Clifford Pier and boarded a
dragon boat. Just before we
departed a crew member

“asked whether the other seat

at the same table could be
used by someone. Of course,
I agreed and a young Ameri-
‘can was seated.

I asked where he was
from and he said “Cleve-
land.” With a smile, I said,

“Never heard of it.” He was
surprised but probably was
more surprised to then learn
that was my home, too. But
were both amazed to dis-
cover that he was about to
graduate from the School of
Law at Case Western Re-
serve University, the univer-
sity from which I had re-
ceived my law degree. He
and the Dean had been in
China visiting law schools,
something I had done a cou-
ple of years ago.

So we palled around- for -

the rest of the day until I had
to catch the shuttle back to
the Changi Meridan. It was
good to have a companion

 that first day because as the

sun went down so did my
energy level after almost two

days with little sleep. (If

you’ve never been close to
the equator, I might point
out that .in that area of the
globe there is no variation
between the sunrise and sun-
set all year long. It is always
approximately 7 a.m. to 7
p.m.) , -

Singapore is an island
country about 10 miles by 25
miles with almost 3,000,000
people. The downtown or
urban area takes up perhaps
10% of the whole country.
From the bright new sky-
scrapers of the downtown
area three -subway lines

bly."Almost everyone speaks .

English as his second lan-
guage. The Malaysians, Chi-
nese, Indians and others who
make up the population
speak their original language
at home.

_ There are at least half a
dozen tours that can be taken
in Singapore. Unfortunately
the sine qua non of every
land tour seemed to be one
or more stops at stores
making and selling pottery,
jewelry and various souve-
nirs. ;

I started, therefore, to
take my own tours, First, it
was mandatory to see the
famous  Raffles  Hotel.
Nearby was a very large
memorial to the 85,000 ci-
vilians (out of 500,000
population at that time) who
died during the Japanese
occupation in World War 11
Orchard Street, the main
street, was alive with people
for several hours-after sun-
set. And a visit to Sentosa
Island is a must.

Two mile long Sentosa
Island is half a mile off the
southern shore of Singapore
Island.

land 13 miles south of Sin-
gapore.

Slovenia Ready to Fully Join NATO

In the five years since
declaring its independence
from " Yugoslavia, Slovenia

has demonstrated an unwav-

ering commitment to inte-
grating its economic, diplo-
matic, and military institu-

_tions with Western Europe

and the Atlantic alliance. -
More fortunate than other
emerging nations from the
former Yugoslavia, Slove-
nia’s struggling for inde-
pendence lasted just 10 days.
While its troubled neighbors
are often the source of head-
lines, Slovenia’s integration

into Western Europe is go-

ing largely unnoticed.

Slovenia has recently
taken concrete steps toward
formal integration - into
Western Europe. Culturally,
it is already a Western Euro-
pean country. Its industrial
history, culture, and customs
are similar to those of West-
ern Europe.

Slovenia is overwhelm-
ingly Roman Catholic. For
centuries it’s had close ties
to Austria and Germany,
now important trading part-
ners. Slovenia’s capital,
Ljubljana, is geographically
further to the west than the
capitals of three European
union members: Austria,
Sweden, Finland.

On June 10, one of
Slovenia’s long-standing
foreign policies goals came
closer to fruition when
Prime Minister Janez

Drnovsek signed Slovenia’s
associate membership
agreement with the EU.
Associate EU member-
ship allows Slovenia to be-
gin integrating its trade and
diplomatic structures into
the European system and is
an important step toward full
membership,
2001. In the days following,
Slovenia became an associ-

ate member: of the EU’s -

fledgling defense wing, the
Western European Union.
With the most dynamic
economy in Eastern Europe
and ‘a higher gross domestic
product per capita than some

current EU members, Slove-
~ nia is considered to be an
. attractive candidate for full

EU membership. It has suc-
cessfully restructured its
economy to bring better
standards of living and a
high degree of economic
freedom to all its citizens.
The " BU s —already
Slovenia’s main trading
partner and accounts for
about 70 percent of its total
foreign trade. Slovenia was
also recently honored when
all three leading credit agen-
cies for long-term . debt
awarded it “A” ratings: the
highest initial credit ratings
ever assigned to one of the
transition economies of
Central and Eastern Europe.
Slovenia is taking steps to
align itself militarily with
Western Europe and the
United States through mem-
bership in NATO. Mr.

expected by .

Drnovsek met recently with
US Defense Secretary Wil-
liam Perry to sign an historic
agreement that Perry called
“an important step in bring-
ing Slovenia closer to the
NATO alliance.”

-The -agreement, which

“allows the US and Slovenia

to exchange classified mili-
tary information, demon-
strates what Secretary Perry
calls “a higher level of trust
and openness” between the
two countries. Slovenia al-
ready  cooperates  with
NATO -through the Partner-
ship for Peace military pro-

gram.

Slovenia was never con-
sidered a part of the former
Soviet bloc, nor was it ever a
member of the Warsaw Pact.
Slovenia’s membership in
NATO may be a good means
of demonstrating to oppo-
nents such as President Boris

Yeltsin that the alliance can

be enlarged without jeop-
ardizing trans-European se-
curity.

Another attractive quality
about Slovenia is its loca-
tion. Slovenia is a geo-
graphic bridge between Italy
and Hungary, another pro-
spective EU and NATO

member, which is already a

key trade partner of the EU.

It could act as a geographic
“buffer” between the rest of -
Western Europe and the

delicate Balkans.

Hermino Rijavec.

V Ameriko sva prifla maja
leta 1951. Ko sva pridla na
letali¥ée v New Yorku, so
nama sporo¢ili, da je odsek,
kjer naj bi me &akalo sluZbeno
mesto, ukinjen.

Kljub vsem teZavam sem se
kmalu vZivel v slovensko ame-
ri¥ko skupnost, zlasti med be-
gunci. Ze dve leti po prihodu
sem organiziral nabirko za
Katoligki dom v Gorici. Imel
sem sreto, da so me pri tej ak-
ciji podprli zavedni Staroslo-
venci kot npr. slovenski staro-
sta Anton Grdina, August
Kollander, John Potokar.
